Mayor Davies-Dunhour announced that the meeting was now open. Adequate notice of the meeting was provided by posting a copy of the time and place on the Municipal Clerk’s bulletin board and mailing a copy of same to the Press and the Cape May County Herald on January 4, 2019.

SALUTE TO THE FLAG

 PUBLIC SAFETY – 
COURT ADMINISTRATOR –Debbie Scott reported the States dismissal of over 800,000 tickets that were 15 years or older. Did not affect us, we had about 450 tickets dismissed, not a lot compared to North Jersey.   
FIRE REPORT–Chief Stanford report for January, 16 fire calls, 7 ems calls. Calls included 2 building fires, 2 chimney fires, 3 natural gas leaks, 1 cover assignment, 2 smoke scares and 6 fire alarms. 

POLICE REPORT- Chief Tom Schutta – report for January, 63 motor vehicle stops, 2 persons charged by the detective division. Update on personnel, we have 3 Class II’s in the winter police academy, expected to graduate sometime in April. We have 2 full time hires began training in January with an expected graduation in June. We have 7 Class II applicants will be taking testing in March. One full time officer still in military training, expected to return in April. Another full time officer will go for military training on March 11th he will be away for 3 weeks. Building update – Phase 2 renovation is moving along, building meeting tomorrow at 10 am. Mayor said the ribbon cutting and dedication of the building has been discussed, one of the dates considered is Friday, May 17th the Friday of National Police Week. Building is to be completed mid-March.  Discussed sending invitations to police that have retired, tours of the building, etc.  

BEACH PATROL CAPTAIN –Sandy Bosacco – list for headquarters repairs given to PW, mailed out letters to all returning guards. 
OEM –JT LaKose not available – Administrator advised he did attended a workshop State OEM on February 13th. Warming Center agreement with Avalon. They have sent the draft agreement, no problem with it. We can bring it forward at the next meeting for approval.    

SOLICITOR – DRONES  Update – Mayor has received some e-mail asking the Borough to take a look at the Ordinance. She asked Solicitor to take a look. Mark Karavan said he circulated a memo written by his office relative to our existing Ordinance with regard to certain Federal laws that were signed in President Trump in 2018. We are in the process of communicating, we have suspended the enforcement of our current Ordinance and are in the process of communicating with the FAA relative to certain provisions of the Ordinance and certain modifications. Would not discuss this further in public session, but am happy to brief Council at an executive session with regard to the substance of the memorandum.
RECREATION & TOURISM 

KAYAK CHANGES  - Administrator – Discussion on possible Kayak rule changes. We have examples of the process that Avalon goes through. Suggestion we amend ours to follow the 
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same process, where we would give them a time frame where all property owners would return them to the Borough and we would have a lottery. Excellent idea, Avalon has done it for a couple of years. Lottery is the fairest way to approach this. If we have no issues, we are going to vote on this in the Regular Meeting. 

JITNEY ORDINANCE – Administrator explained Borough received a letter from the Jitney Association in January indicated they would no longer have service on Mon, Tues and Wed. during the summer season. Administrator requested a meeting with them, along with Avalon. They indicated the reason they were eliminating those three days, wasn’t possible for them, due to the Uber and Lift services out there.  Less people and business in town those three days, they were actual losing money. They voted as an association to only offer Thursday-Sunday. They also wanted to have one set fee of $3.00. Our Ordinance sets different fees so it would have to be modified. We can bring this forward next Council meeting to change the Ordinance. 

Councilmember Krafczek the open week-end in the Fall was discussed in the Recreation meeting (Columbus Day) perhaps a Jazz Festival, early stages of discussion.

SPECIAL EVENTS - 6 Applications

April 27th – Oceanview at Avalon Condo Assoc

Utilizing the Multi-purpose Room at the recreation dept for their annual owners meeting. We will provide 13, 6 ft tables and 55 chairs. Expecting approx.. 50 people.

April 28th – 2nd Annual MudHen Half Mararthon (formerly the Wild Half Marathon)

Client is Delmo Sports and they will be coordinating with the Stone Harbor Police Dept to set up a detour on Sunday morning at the Stone Harbor Bridge and Ocean Drive to 117th street.  The road needs to be closed to traffic while the runners come over the bridge – proceed to 117th street, turn around and return back over the bridge. Setup to begin at 6:00 am. Start time approx. 7:00 am, event ends at approximately 11:00 am. Expecting approx. 1500 runners.

Stone Harbor will be providing 2 police officers and cars (1 at each end of the road closure).

Stone Harbor also will provide traffic cones at cut-outs along 118th Street and at the foot of the bridge at Paradise Drive. 

Delmo Sports will be providing 2 volunteers on site, as well. They will provide 1 portable toilet at the base of the bridge Friday night that will be locked and opened by their personnel on Saturday morning. They will be responsible for policing and removing their own trash from Borough grounds.

May 11th & 12th – Stone Harbor Garden Club Plant & Bake Sale

Annual Plant & Bake Sale at Firehouse and Waterworks lawn

Saturday only: Borough will be providing “no parking” signage on 96th St, from the Chamber of Commerce to 2nd Ave. Borough providing 1 tent , three 10’ tables, & 5 folding chairs at the Waterworks lawn.

Saturday & Sunday:  Borough will be providing “no parking” signage on 96th St. from the Firehouse to the Tennis Courts and 4 spaces in the parking lot behind the library. Borough providing ten, 10’ tables, 5 folding chairs, racks for hanging baskets and a tent for the cashier table at the firehouse. Borough has also been requested to provide police staff to aid with parking and customers.

Garden Club will arrange delivery, storage and security of the plants on Friday, May 10th & overnight May 11th. They are also responsible to police their own waste on Borough grounds.

100 participants expected at each event. Each event has an 8:00 am set-up time.

 All 3 Events are from 9:00 am – 6:00 pm at 80th Street Recreation Fields

Dept of Public Works will provide 8 trash bags and 8 recyclable receptacles by the Friday evening prior to each event.

Phila Sport and Social Club is responsible for lining the fields prior to each event. They have requested that the fields be groomed by Thursday prior, and the soccer goals be removed from the field. 

Phila Sport & Social Club will notify Fire and EMS 1 day prior to each event, so they are on standby.
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Councilmember Parzych asked about the “no wake on 96th street Ordinance”.  Administrator said the prosecutor has tweaked this and it will be ready for next meeting. 
Councilmember Parzych also asked about the second letters sent out concerning the low bulkhead property owners, just as a reminder that they have 2 years since the Ordinance was finalized. This is just a follow up letter and has been sent. 

Lenore Tedesco – Wetlands Institute – NR committee met recently discussed scheduling the Beach Sweeps, closing Holly Path at the Bird Sanctuary March 1st, challenges with Face Book access, issue resolved, committee looking at changes to be made. Beach Steward program going forward, applications open. 
Recreation Director – Tina Prickett - recently met with Recreation Committee. Addition of camps, Powerhouse Field Hockey, Exit 0 girls Lacrosse camp. Addition of flag football to the clinic offerings to replace Frisbee. Increase in age offering for Pickle ball, 7-10 years old. Concern about Corn Hole Wednesdays at SH School, not a lot of participation. Suggestion to have beach volleyball courts, and have a family beach night.  Membership cards possibly issued to Pickle ball and Tennis members. Also discussed expectations of the new Tennis Building and how operations are going to run from there and safety concerns about the 80th Street playground.  

Dr. Stewart Farrell -  
Lagoon Dredging – Final report on the conditions seen within the lagoons previously dredged as of February 2017. We changed the pattern of survey lines to coincide with those done by Ocean & Coastal Consultants to obtain closer agreement with the computer interpretation of the data. This paid off with a better comparison than last year. There are minor sediment accumulations at the lagoon entrances extending about 200 feet into each one. The average sediment depth change ranged between 0.5 foot to spots where 2.0 feet of material has been added. There are no constrictions as yet and with the main  channel moving toward the island, some entrances appear to have less sediment at the opening. 
Annual Beach Conditions Report – This year was better than those following Hurricane Sandy where the post-storm federal fix was eroded back almost immediately. The recent work appears to be holding in place much better likely the result of more moderate conditions thus far. The submission concludes our work deliverables for calendar 2018 with the Lagoon survey submitted earlier. A spring beach survey will occur in mid-March 2019. 

Both of these reports are on file in the Municipal Clerk’s office. 

At this time we are about to consider a Resolution to go into private session. We would appreciate it if you would all remain seated until the Resolution has been acted upon. At the conclusion of the private session we will come back into public session for the purpose of either taking action as a result of our discussion in private session or to simply adjourn. It is also possible that someone might bring up some other item of business in public session after we come back from private session.
