Rob Hicks – Stone Harbor Triathlon - 20th Year – Giving highlight today, occurs the third Sunday in July. Host is the Stone Harbor Yacht Club. This year no major changes. 
Recognized the fact that the Stone Harbor Volunteer Fire/Rescue receives a portion of the funds generated over the years. Each year about $5,000 to $6,000 raised to Fire/Rescue, nearly $110,000 has been raised to date. He called Roger Stanford, Fire Chief, Sam Wierman, former President, forward and took photos of the receipt of a paper check for $ 110,000.  Fire Chief thanked Rob Hicks and remarked that over the years the Company has taken this money and earmarked it for special programs. They were able to purchase a $40,000 cascade system, which fills our air bottles after a fire call. We also purchase a new Tahoe with the money, money that doesn’t have to be provided by tax dollars for our budget. Thanks to Rob Hicks for everything he has done over these 20 years. 

Rob Hicks, reported the demand to get into the race is surprising, sells out on the internet in 15-20 minutes. 10-15 years ago, started to get personnel requests, after sold out. Once the race closes he holds out 10 spots for best bidders. That was about 7 years ago and he generated all the fees, set up a non-profit and built up the funds to ultimate go into a scholarship. This would be for Stone Harbor youth, that have passed through Stone Harbor Elementary School system. The first year for award was 2017 and went to Bridget Rusky, who attends LaSalle University. Second year was 2018, and went to Emma Stanford who is a Freshman at Dickinson College and this year will go to Kate Guilian who will attend West Chester University in the Fall. The scholarship amount is $4,000 over the 4 years. Congratulations to everyone. 

PUBLIC COMMENT – Jon Ready – 216 – 105th Street on behalf of the American Legion and all the Veterans, thanked the Borough and the Council for all the support, the parade went great and a great open house afterwards. Thanks to Councilmember Parzych for being the Point Man. Next year 2020, the American Legion building turns 125, built in 1895. We are going to put some sort of celebration together. In 2021, Stone Harbor American Legion, formed on July 8th 1946, will be 75 years old.

___________________________________________________________

WHEREAS, the COASTAL BARRIER RESOURCES ACT, 16 U.S.C. 3501 et seq. [Public Law 97-348, Approved Oct.18, 1982, 96 Stat 1653] (hereafter “CBRA” or the “Act”) was enacted by Congress to encourage conservation of hurricane-prone, biologically rich coastal barriers and to prohibit most new federal expenditures that encourage development or modification of coastal barriers; and

WHEREAS, an area of Hereford Inlet, situated in Cape May County, New Jersey, has an approved borrow area from which sand can be mined for shore protection projects including beach nourishment projects  along the Atlantic Coastline abutting the Municipalities of AVALON,  NORTH WILDWOOD and STONE HARBOR and which projects are carried out under the auspices of the United States Army Corps of Engineers (‘USACOE”) and the New Jersey Department of Environmental Protection (“NJDEP”) except that such borrow site or area has now  been determined by United States Fish and Wildlife Services (“USFWS”)  to be unavailable for shore protection projects where federal funds are to be used thereby exposing the named Municipalities and the residents and property-owners thereof to imminent danger;

WHEREAS, the Hereford Inlet borrow site is encompassed within the CBRA and is designated as NJ-09 and USFWS has recently proposed to expand the area to extend it boundary closer to the North Wildwood Sea Wall; and

WHEREAS,  disputes have arisen and are ongoing with respect to certain actions and interpretations applied to the CBRA by the USFWS which are believed to be erroneous and are jeopardizing currently proposed and future beach fills, beach nourishment and other Shore Protection Projects which pose an imminent and continuous threat to the public safety, health and welfare to the residents, business enterprises, and property owners of the Borough of Avalon, the City of North Wildwood, and the Borough of Stone Harbor, both individually and collectively, and as more particularly described in a certain Uniform Shared Services Agreement intended to be executed forthwith by these Municipalities, a copy of which is of record in the Office of the Municipal Clerk; and

WHEREAS, these three Municipalities have determined that there is a need to retain and employ the legal services of Special Environmental / Litigation Counsel as hereinafter provided;  and

WHEREAS, it has been determined that Neil Yoskin, Esquire should be appointed as Special Counsel as he has the required expertise in dealing with matters of this nature; and  

WHEREAS, for the foregoing and other reasons it has been determined by the Governing Body of the Borough of Stone Harbor that it is in the public interest to engage the services of Special Council to represent the interests of the Borough of Stone Harbor in all matters pertaining to 
the CBRA, and its interpretation, enforcement and applicability to the Borough of Stone Harbor as well as any matters arising therefrom or related thereto and to file appropriate litigation against any and all responsible parties to the extent deemed necessary in order to protect the interests of this Borough and its residents and property owners and to do so as part of a joint effort to be prosecuted on behalf of the BOROUGH OF AVALON, the CITY OF NORTH WILDWOOD, and the BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in the Uniform Shared Services Agreement described herein;
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WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer of the Borough of Stone Harbor has issued a Certificate of Availability of Funds dated _________, 2019 certifying that funds are available in the 2019 Budget in the Current Fund Account No. __________________.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOVED BY THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

The allegations of the preamble are incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof.

2..
Neil Yoskin, Esquire and the Law Firm of Cullen and Dykman LLP of Princeton, New Jersey is hereby appointed as Special Environmental / Litigation Counsel for the Borough of Stone Harbor for a term of one year to commence upon the approval and execution of a Shared Services Agreement among the Borough of Avalon, the City of North Wildwood, and the Borough of Stone Harbor, and further subject to the terms and conditions set forth in such Professional Services Agreement. The fees shall be at the rate of $300.00 per hour to be shared equally among the three municipalities provided the fee shall not exceed the sum of Thirty Thousand Dollars ($30,000.00) for each of the individual participating municipalities and for an aggregate amount not to exceed Ninety Thousand Dollars ($90,000.00) for all participating municipalities combined.
3.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this professional services contract has been awarded without competitive bidding for the following reason or reasons: 

(A)  Professional services of the type herein sought are of such a nature as to require a high degree of trust or confidence in the individual providing the service and, in fact, may require the creation of a confidential or fiduciary relationship between that individual and the municipality;

(B)  The services required are highly specialized or technical in nature;

(C)  The services require peculiar ability or skill and demand a high degree of specialized knowledge or expertise;

(D)  The services are such that their relative worth must be judged by subjective considerations that are not susceptible of valuation by competitive bidding;

(E)  The services required are professional services and/or unspecified extraordinary services within the meaning of N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(a);

(F)  The individual who will provide these services has demonstrated his competence and particular expertise in the services required;

(G)  The individual who will perform these services is licensed by the State of New Jersey and is an Attorney at Law in good standing;

(H)    The individual who will perform these services is held to and fully adheres to the 
strict ethical standards that govern his profession;

(I)  The services include advise to and consultation with the municipality that require both knowledge and judgment on the part of the individual providing services, as well as the confidence of the municipal officials, such that competitive bidding is not feasible or practical;

(J)  The services to be provided are such that their nature, scope and duration are not capable of precise measurement, but rather require a flexibility and discretion that render competitive bidding impractical and inefficient; and
