Jon Ready 216 – 105th Street made a comment about the signs. We were established in 1914, 105 years old, and we had no arrows and we have 4.5 million dollars worth of ratables. Don’t think the signs mean much. So be it for the signs. 
Also wanted to bring up smoke again. Some people don’t have problems with the smoke, not near many new houses at one time. With outdoor fireplaces, stacks are short. All beaches and recreation areas are smoke free, but the houses aren’t.  Sent a picture of a house near him, this will be discussed at the next Public Safety meeting. 

Ron Soldano, Ocean View, asked for an update on the issue ongoing with fox vs piping plovers on Stone Harbor Point. Mayor said we do not. Administrator said she reached out to the gentleman from Fish & Wildlife and was just informed today that he has been on vacation so she has not gotten a response. Have to wait until he comes back from vacation. He asked again about polling the Councilmembers for their opinions on this matter and the Mayor said it is not appropriate at this time, some Councilmembers have not had the opportunity to meet with Fish & Wildlife and the Mayor would like to like to avoid any sort of emotional or lack of civility. The new Councilmembers need to be afforded the opportunity to get whatever facts they want. Mr. Soldano gave his opinion on the situation. We know that we put piping plovers lives above the foxes on Stone Harbor Point. He has a problem with that, with killing those mammals, have a problem with killing any animals, has a problem with playing God, putting one life above another of one species. Thinks natural selection allows for wildlife to find its path. 

Councilmember Rich asked what he does for natural selection in Ocean View for creatures. He has seen 6 ft. snakes on his property, lets then alone to go about their business. Has seen coyotes, a red fox, he leaves them all alone. We have bats, raccoons, leaves them all alone. 

Mayor said the best thing to say is this is definitely under discussion. Councilmember have not yet taken advantage of the opportunity to meet with Fish & Wildlife.  This has not been scheduled. Administrator said it has been requested, she is waiting for them to respond back.
