Went to lifeguard and asked if he had a first aid kit, he said no. Asked for epi pen, he said no. Asked if there was a first aid station, he said no.  Knew what he had to do, had a car in the parking lot, they took her to the emergency room. Questions, standard procedure for emergency on the beach?   What is the first aid situation?  Procedure about EMT’s? Make the town aware what are those procedures for the lifeguards. 
Mayor said there is a whole procedure notify the police, notify the rescue squad and a whole response gets put into place. Wondered what happened, there is a procedure in place, call 911.
Bob Charmella 240 – 105th Street – stuck about Grant’s comments about water usage, and water waste. He believe the foremost thing to do is strictly prohibit any grass to be grown between the sidewalk and the street. He has seen water waste, water running down the street for a little patch that is being watered many times a week. Pass an Ordinance to prohibit grass between the sidewalk and the street.
