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HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Jon Ready 216 – 105th Street – Agree with Councilmember Parzych about the Memorial Benches. Does not like them. Listened to the new lifeguard station, at $450 per ft. for 5500 sq. ft. that is 2.4 million. That is twice the cost of the recreation center. Let’s go back 10 years and the discussion about the size of the building, the Library, casting a shadow on the beach. This is a big building being proposed. Asked about an update on Smugglers Cove. Rumor mill, people talking, where are we? Mayor said just today there was a meeting with the Solicitor and Administrator with the Ault family and Council was not brought up to speed with that meeting. Mayor asked the Solicitor today when we can have a public forum about Smugglers Cove, are we getting to that point? We could start with something at Council in September and then continue at SHPOA meeting. Solicitor said at this point it is a discussion because we are still gathering certain facts and figures. Mr. Ready said his personal point of view is government has no business being in a commercial business. He has never heard publically where the Council has agreed to take a look at it. Solicitor said those discussions have taken place in executive session and as a contractual matter that is a proper subject for executive session and when there is a decision that we are ready to bring into public session, which will probably occur at the next meeting, you will hear that.  Mr. Ready asked if all 6 Council members are in step with what is going on, do they know? Solicitor said everyone has been privy to those discussions. Mayor said it is fluid as the information comes in. He asked the Mayor if all six know as much as she knows. She said 100%, they know everything she knows.
Bernadette Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive – asked about the names of our streets, some are numbered streets. The names of First, Second and Third Avenues are written out. The new street signs say 1st Avenue. She thinks it cheapens the whole look of the town. Whoever is in charge of ordering the new signs, let’s stick to the way the streets are named on the tax map, spelling out the Avenues and using numerals on the streets 

Robin Casper – 8001 Second Avenue – said she obtained a copy of the minutes of the meetings between Council and Fish & Wildlife. She was not happy with reading it and refuses to let this issue die until animals are stopped being trapped. Doesn’t understand why this conservation effort is continuing when it hasn’t worked.  Clearly it is a disaster, when the culprits are predatory birds and storms and tides, this is not the haven for these little creatures. The Beach Management Plan,  which they claim, part of that includes maintaining a safe nesting area for birds that are endangered. So any community that does not agree with that, or allow that, is not given beach replenishment, they don’t fit the criteria. They say predatory management has to be included in this program.  So, they have you in a difficult situation.
Mayor asked if any Council wanted to address this, she was not at the meetings.  
Councilmember Krafczek said he got the sense that the people he met with were doing their job, following the law as written. He said he understood their position but that doesn’t solve the bigger picture issue which you refer to in coming before us. He understands where she is coming from and is discouraged with some of the commentary public disclosure of these issues in an open forum. He thinks her assessment of our agreement with them with regard to the Point is pretty accurate. 
Councilmember Dallahan said bigger problem than just the State, the Federal Government is involved and is stating terms and conditions of how we do things. If we want beaches replenished we have to heave to. To your concern about animals being killed, he asked how many foxes are killed. In the Spring season it was one and in the Fall season there were three. Not a significant number but your concern is with the entire process. We have no control.

Councilmember Parzych said we met with them as a face to face fact finding discussion. The bottom line is nobody wants to kill these animals. Thinks it is working, why the Borough has had fairly good seasons down there for the past several years. Some talk about natural selection, which ended on this island when the first person showed up. We are constrained here by Federal Law and State Law, they have been partners with us in the management of this wildlife area and Council has to make decisions on what is best for the Borough going forward. 

Mayor reported predator management can be handled by the Municipality, doesn’t have to be 
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handled by Fish & Wildlife, you just have to have predator management. We have given Fish & Wildlife that task, we can conduct our own predator management. Is there another way, feels we should at least be speaking to the other side and ask if there is another way. We should be hearing from Wildlife experts who say if you relocate two foxes, it will not destroy an eco system somewhere. Why can’t transporting them somewhere end in life rather than death. That is the conversation I would like to have with wildlife experts.  We can do our own management, they do it in other towns, municipalities and States. I ask that we don’t listen to only one side of an explanation and completely ignore that there could be an alternative. We are making a decision based on what one organization has told us. 

Councilmember Rich said she has confidence in both the Federal and State Fish & Game. She believes they are doing their job and believes if there is an alternative and we want to chat with them about that, it is worth a discussion. I support what they have done, and they support us, we have been good stewards, we have a great relationship and I trust them. 

Mayor said we should reach out and talk to Wildlife experts, talking to actual trappers, and see what actually does happen. She said she has confidence in the biologists in Fish & Wildlife in what they do, banding and data, etc. They are not trappers, and that is the part that is disturbing, the actual trapping and removal of healthy animals, could we at least just look and see if there is a better way. 

Councilmember Moore said this is a very complex issue. Don’t know of any reason why he would not want to consider other options, but also recognize the working relationship we have with Fish & Wildlife has been very good. If there are other options then we can talk about, I think we should. 

Administrator said she would reach out to Brigantine, get as much history from them as possible, the individuals that may have alternate solutions, if they would bring that forward to the Borough, so everyone can hear that, then we have it and can respond back to Fish & Wildlife saying, these are alternate ideas that were presented to us, tell us why they can or can’t work. 

Councilmembers asked that Administrator inform Fish & Wildlife about our plan.
