SALUTE TO THE FLAG
SMUGGLERS COVE PRESENTATION

Mayor Davies-Dunhour said the goal tonight is to discuss publicly the idea of purchasing Smugglers Cove. We will start to discuss this as publicly as possible, gage support or lack of support, fill you in on what the thought process is and have some discussion among Council also.  We want to hear from you, see what your thoughts are. One of the challenges in tonight’s discussion is the fact that it is the acquisition of real estate, it is one of the few times where a Governing Body can discuss an issue behind closed doors. It is a difficult and precarious situation because of being a real estate transaction and everyone in this room can understand what that means. Real estate transaction, a lot of the specifics are kept under wrap until a sale is final, the Solicitor will tell us tonight when we are entering into an area that is either in the Borough’s best interest that we don’t supply every detail or it’s in the seller’s best interest that we don’t. It is a difficult subject to discuss publicly, but we need to discuss it.  
CFO and Administrator – 20 year debt service anticipate a 5 million dollar bond ordinance which includes the purchase price and repairs. At a 4 % interest rate. The plan is in year 3 will be Bond Anticipation Note, 2% interest. The property as a whole, conservatively estimate a $90,000 revenue from it. Expenditure side, expect to spend $25,000 in repairs and maintenance for the structures. Almost $10,000 loss in tax revenue to the Borough. Flood insurance about $10,000 a year. 

Mayor – the thought process is we purchase the property, there is a way of generating revenue through the rentals. We would go to bid in a similar fashion as the concession stands with the hope that a private individual would bid on it and pay us to operate those businesses, and the rentals. We would not be running this, no Borough employees in Smugglers Cove. That is not the thought process at this time. 

Borough Engineer - Structural side there was three general categories, the bulkhead, the dock and deck area and the main building. On the main building, was in real good condition, didn’t see any structural deficiencies, however, the bulkhead and dock, deck area we saw the bulkhead was showing signs of failure, we recommended the bulkhead be replaced along with the dock and deck area. We engaged a New Jersey licensed architect to go through the building to look at it from ADA prospective. Bill McLees Architecture who provided a report that we added to our report. He identifies ADA improvements from a perspective of 6 categories. Site and Parking, , Building Entry, Accessible Route, Vertical Accessible Route,  Restrooms/Plumbing Faculties, Special Rooms and spaces, building furnishing and equipment. He attacks the building line by line with that criteria and came back with recommendations that totaled, $315,000 on the ADA side and our engineers estimate on the bulkhead replacement, dock and deck replacement about $280,000. 

Councilmember Parzych said those figures are all reflected in CFO numbers. 

Councilmember Dallahan said we are looking into making an investment of about 5 million dollars to acquire a gas station and a bait shop and a piece of real estate that is currently rented out. What is the 
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current profitability of the business as is exists right now. Councilmember Parzych thinks the family that operated that since the early 70’s lived there and it was a labor of love, they weren’t getting rich there. The thought of someone coming in and spending 4 – 4 ½ million to buy that and sell minnows and gas is not going to happen. It is not feasible. There is a lot that makes Stone Harbor what it is today and it is made up of a lot of pieces, hobie cat beach, bird sanctuary, the Point, the Beach, back bay, recreation facilities, pickle ball courts. Smugglers Cove is one of those pieces. We have a chance to save it, it is a piece of the puzzle that we shouldn’t throw away lightly. We don’t’ need more condos, only one Smugglers Cove and when it is gone, it’s never coming back. This is a piece of real estate we will have going forward forever, and if we ever have to sell it, it is there to sell. It deserves thought.  

Mayor Davies-Dunhour we say goodbye to a lot of things over the years, places like the Chateau. The Chateau did not have any way of generating revenue. This is an operation that could actually generate revenue and we could save a piece of our tradition, something that makes Stone Harbor special, been operating for years and years. One other thing to throw into the discussion, an idea, someone asked do we have any assets that could off-set the cost. We do have the L-shaped lot on the corner of 81st and Third perhaps we swop one Borough asset for another on the same basin. Something we can think about and digest. 

Councilmember Gallagher  - when I am spending everybody else’s money, there isn’t anyone more frugal. Can’t help but think of Hurricane Dorian and how our beaches may look different this very Friday. We may take a very big hit and talking about millions of dollars will mean nothing compared to what we may need.    Because I am conservative with your money I have fear of spending money on something like this when we have no idea what our responsibilities will be in the future. 
Councilmember Rich said our Marina is in ill repair. No gate for the boat ramp, the bulkhead is in dangerous condition and it is multi- million dollar property that we own outright. We have talked about upgrading that area that looks like a dump, it is the most gorgeous  view of sunsets and we have ignored. If we have 5 million dollars to put into something we have our own Marina. This is taxpayer’s money, not ours. 

Councilmember Krafczek - discussed in private session, personally think this is an idea we need to pursue. We are still in the early stages, a lot of information still to gather, time to let the public know as much as we can, but most important now we need to hear from the public.

Councilmember Moore hears from property owners they have an expectation of a reasonable return on the investment. That is all in the details.    

JT LaKose 353 – 93rd Street –conservative, generally feels government should not be in the business of business. Stone Harbor and this situation is different, tired of watching the history of this Borough disappear.  It is going to be profitable, many business owners here tonight. This is a chunk of Bayfront property, if this whole thing goes sideways, we turn around and sell it.  This is an amazing opportunity, fully support it.  

Ron Soldano Ocean View – sell real estate here in town. Ask CFO is there any kind of an allocation on the components to this property as far as value. CFO  said the appraisal did have two values, one for the non-bay side and one for the bay side. Appraisal done on the property and Engineer estimate on improvements, the two were combined to come up with the number.  Leaning toward a conservative approach, stay with conservatism.
Julian Miraglia 11837 Paradise Drive – gave out pictures of Smugglers Cove, a condo on the same bay and his grandson catching a fish and taking it to Smugglers to be weighed and his picture taken. He has been around here since 1947 and seen some of the mistakes made by Council, was on the Council and on the Planning Board for 10 years . Two mistakes one involved not allowing cell towers on the water tower at first and not purchasing the bank next door where the Library now sits and leasing the ground to the County. The arguments at the time, we don’t sell real estate, we don’t rent real estate.  He asked Council not to make another mistake.  Had some questions about the numbers. Like the idea of putting it out to bid, need a Master Lease.  This is history, this structure has been here since 1926.  
Charles Tomlinson 269 – 106th Street – Agree with everything just said, add he worked at Smugglers for a year, when he retired because he had a feel for the place and wanted to see what it was all about. 
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He understands what is really important. The number of families that come there with kids and learn to fish, learn what the bay is about are incredible. Several generations, spoke to mothers and fathers when they were little and now there are there with their grandkids. They buy a fishing rod, and want to learn how to fish, part of the history. This was every day I was there, we don’t have any place where you can rent boats, and go out and fish. Once it is gone, it is gone. A lot of people care about that. He supports the fact that we should keep it. 

Heide Scheif 8129 Third Avenue – lives at Bermuda Club Condos  across the street from Smugglers. All day long we see traffic there, one of the most special places in the Borough of Stone Harbor. Would like to see it improved, some kind of a breakfast place, something  casual. Wouldn’t want to see it go, like to have my grandchildren someday be part of that history, we have a picture of it in our home, very special place.  Our entire condominium has voted on this and we would like to see it stay. It could also hurt our boaters who get gas there. A family friendly place and please consider keeping it. 

Borough Engineer asked to clarify something. On the ADA front he was charged to look at the building as if it was to be occupied similar to this building. Quoted, 2015 IBC, regardless of the square footage of the building, building with 2 or more stories that are owned and occupied by public entity shall provide a vertical assessment route between floors. Originally when we looked at this and did the assessment, it was for the Borough to buy it and have it be a Borough owned and occupied facility. The Second piece, as related to the bulkhead costs, we have to use public bid numbers, as it relates to pricing, required, which tend to be more costly that if a private person contracted individually with the contractor. 
Sam Wierman 217 – 98th Street - spent a lot of time at Smugglers Cove, knew owner. Pretty much agree with everything said here, he is a conservative and you look at numbers like that and say it doesn’t make sense, government has some responsibility to look at things so they don’t get thrown aside. People say we’ve become a gated community, makes him mad when he hears that. This is a Bayfront property, is what people come down here for, come to the beach and to the bay. If you let it go we will never get it back.  It we make a mistake and 5-10 years down the road, we sell it.  Look at the Hand property everyone criticized the purchase of  that, now look at the parking, you never regret owning the real estate, here in Stone Harbor.  From the State, they look at access to the water. In Stone Harbor the greatest access is the Marina district, it would be a plus for the municipality to own Smugglers Cove and make it available to people, the State would be looking at that.  The Marina is not underutilized, people go there pull up and park, fish all day and watch the sunset. It has great assess ability for the public.  Moran’s Dockside in Avalon is owned by the Borough of Avalon  and leased and has been for years  
John Ready 216 – 105th asked CFO if he had anything in his analysis for riparian rights. His research shows on a 4 million dollar purchased it would be a million dollars. Now it is a 5 million dollar purchase not 4.  If that property was developed, how much taxes per year would we get? Something to look at. The tanks, very feasible that there are leaks, you would have to mitigate the effect. The exposure on the tanks is big. We would be the landlord, being in the commercial business as a government is absolutely the last place you want to be. There are so many factors involved, so many people.  We have this perfect spot in the Marina, think outside the box, recreate on a much smaller scale, the whole smugglers cove effect and put it in the Marina, like the Master Plan says.  What does this do to our debt, how much debt are we going to have? 
Bob Charmella – 240 – 105th Street on behalf of SHPOA – We conducted a survey of our members back in late December 2018. Granted we had some numbers that weren’t exactly correct, but the numbers don’t really prevail as importantly as the sentiment that was provided by most of the members. Reminded everyone of the results, almost 1,000 members 650 responded, 65% response rate. The entire survey, 51% of the members disagreed with the purchase of Smugglers Cove. 40% agreed. Not a great variance, 9% non-committed. Regarding permanent residents, 54% disagreed with purchase, 37% agreed. Once again 9% non- committed. The most important thing was we had 34 pages of comments from the members, all over the lot.  Everyone should go back and look at those 34 pages of comments.  They were concerned with the stewardship of the taxpayer money. 
Mayor stated that at the time of the survey she looked at the comments and responded that of the 24% of those who disagreed with the purchase, their comments were the price, and if you remember the price was listed at 6 ½ - 12 million, and the other thing was they needed more information.  Because it went 
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out at that price, don’t know how much we can rely on that and we may ask you to do another survey that is more of the exact figure. Was surprised out of the 24 % how many of the people based on 12 million price still agreed.  She read every comment and tallied them to see what the disagreement was about.  A lot of people wanted more information and we didn’t have it at the time. 
Rich  Fuchs-  8614 Penna Avenue Treasurer of SHPOA made one clarification. The 6 – 12 million dollar figure that is quoted in that survey, is the complete all in cost. Including purchase price, remediation, and financing costs. What your CFO told you tonight was that the cost, based on his study, including financing costs, would be well over 7 million dollars. So 5 million for the purchase, and you have the financing costs.  That was part of the 6-12 million, let’s be very clear here, that number just quoted is within that range. What you are talking about here is not a 5 million dollar project, you are talking about expenditures of somewhere in the facility of 7 million based on the work done. You have to include financing costs, cash gone out the door.  Interest and principal.   

Dave Webster 324 – 86th Street – don’t want to speak about the facts and figures going on, as to the SHPOA, almost quit SHPOA when he got that survey, it was so bias, in the way it was written, it was pitiful. I renewed because it is a good source of information, and said this is a water based community. We have to remember these people come here because they want a boat, and have access to that water. His family bought the land he has now in 1912. Every time I come over the bridge I see Seashore At Its Best.  We can’t say we a boating community at its best if we don’t have any boating facility. Sell a pocket of real estate and make a trade, you don’t have to,but you can make those costs look a lot better.  If we shouldn’t be in the real estate business let’s sell the Bird Sanctuary, see the Point, sell the parking lots and get out of it.  Get the information and make an intelligent decision.  But remembers we are  water based, we would be crazy not to do this.  
Sandy Slavin 323 – 84th Street – waiver back and forth on this issue. My comments have been expressed by other people. Mainly have questions.  My little grandchildren want to know where they will go to get their bait for their crab traps. My older grandchildren want to know where they can fill up their jet skis with gas.  Questions, has  there been persons interested in that property?  Second, if we do purchase it and have a Master Lease, will there be a stipulation in that lease, that the bait shop and the gas pump have to be part of the management.  Expanding the Marina, some things talked about at Planning Board possible restaurant and bait shop. Comments, wavering back and forth. 
Bob Charmella 240 – 105th we take great pains in making every one of our surveys an unbiased survey.  Take umbrage at the suggestion that this survey was biased. Not one word in biased one way or the other. 
Mayor Closed Comments
Council – Councilmember Rich would like to know what the plan is for the future because we have been dealing with this since 2018. We need to come up with plan, received some information we just got, time to make a decision.  Mayor, at this point we are beginning to gage public opinion, we will be talking to second home owners on September 14th ,  part of a presentation , hoping we hear from folks.  If you are hesitant to come to the podium today, hoping to hear  from you via email.  We just want to see where people stand, pro and con. We need more information and public input, should we continue on this route or not.  That is where I thought we were headed and that was the plan. 

Solicitor said we will go to closed session to access what we have heard and to further refine the figures, come up with a game plan as to where you want to be. If you want to move ahead, then to formulate an agreement, and if not, then not. We can gel this in a private session. 
CORRESPONDENCE
The Clerk read a letter from Maryanne Kelleher – 11810 Third Avenue concerning a request for a utility refund into the record. 
Mayor said she spoke to Mrs. Kelleher in June, 2018. She told her to contact Jill Gougher and start through this process. She understands this has been discussed a couple of time in the Utility committee. Councilmember Moore said that is correct, discussed at least twice last year and then at the most recent utility committee this year, also discussed it.  Councilmember Krafczek said it is his understanding this 
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$3800 was paid to replace the old meter with a new meter at their residence, because of new construction. Administrator said yes, they demolished their old home and built a new one. It was for the meter box and fitting, street opening and also the sewer connection, a combination of charges.  Councilmember Krafczek he understands when discussed in committee it was realized that was the situation and it was not a situation where the lateral from the meter to the street was damaged thought no fault of the homeowner, simply a switch out of the old meter existed prior to demolition, into a new meter as per ordinance is the procedure. Our ordinance does not allow for refund of that fee. 
Councilmember Moore stated when he looked through the documentation for the request for reimbursement, the first thing is it is a new home construction, not an emergency repair. Issue important to recognize. Committees in the past did not approve the request for reimbursement. 

Mrs. Kelleher said her concern is why would the resident have to pay for public property, which is sewer and water. Doesn’t seem right to her, public property. At the time the builder made the permit he was never told that all that would have to be paid. We were already in the mist of building when we were told it would stop. Why would it be that the PW department decides, it should be new, they don’t protect the resources and the money the way Council does. If you don’t spend $3800 you are done, that was the treatment we got.  We were told the building would stop. Wish we had known at the application that all that would have to be replaced, you don’t own it, owned by PW but you are going to pay for it.  It should be written out in the Ordinance and this has gone on for a year, written letters to Councilmember, Mayor, Jill, never been given an answer.  Mayor read an email October 31, 2018 from Administrator, stating she did not qualify for the refund. 

Councilmember Moore said we will take a look at the language on the applications and see if adjustments should be made in light of your comments. 

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Ron Soldano Ocean View – Asked what is taking place with beach replenishment, heard Herford Inlet sand is not going to be used for beach replenishment and that the sand for beach replenishment will come from the dunes. Administrator said Army Corp is reviewing the bids to determine whether or not we will be included in that, depends on the pricing. They put in moving some of our existing sand from dunes higher that the template down in that immediate area. Not getting any new sand.  Mayor said there is no change, sand will not be coming from Hereford, federal dollars cannot be used to harvest that sand.

A RESOLUTION CREATING AN INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH WILDWOOD CATHOLIC HIGH SCHOOL FOR THE USE OF 

THE RECREATION FIELDS AND TENNIS COURTS

OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., authorizes municipalities and school districts to enter into agreements for the purposes of exchanging, sharing and cooperating with regard to services common to said communities through Interlocal Services Agreements ; and


WHEREAS, the Wildwood Catholic High School is in need of services relating to the use of recreational playing fields of the Borough of Stone Harbor for use by its High School soccer teams for the Fall of 2019 for games and practices; and
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WHEREAS, they have also requested the tennis courts for use by its High School girls tennis season in Fall of 2019 and boys tennis season in the Spring of 2020;  and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has certain lands, equipment and personnel available to meet the needs of the Wildwood Catholic High School in this area; and


WHEREAS, entering into an Interlocal Services Agreement with the Wildwood Catholic High School for this purpose has been deemed to be in the best interests of citizens of the Borough and the students of the Wildwood Catholic High School; and


WHEREAS, in consideration of this Agreement and in an effort to supplement the costs of maintenance of Borough facilities, Wildwood Catholic agrees to pay the Borough the sum of $1,500.00  per sport, per season for maintaining the fields/courts.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey that the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED this 3rd  day of September, 2019 that the Borough of Stone Harbor and Wildwood Catholic High School hereby agree, under the authority of N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., as follows:

1. Wildwood Catholic High School agrees to pay the sum of $1,500 for soccer (boys/girls) and $1,500 for tennis (boy/girls) for a total of $3,000 and shall have full access to and use of the recreational ball fields and the tennis courts of the Borough of Stone Harbor located in the vicinity of 80th Street and Second Avenue, for recreational activities officially sanctioned and conducted by the Wildwood Catholic High School and according to the schedules submitted and attached.

2. Soccer teams for the Fall of 2019, games and practices, Tennis Courts for girls tennis season, Fall of 2019 and Boys Tennis, Spring of 2020. Practice will be every day as of Wednesday August 21, 2019. 

3. Such access and use shall be conditioned upon coordination with and approval by the Recreation Director of the Borough of Stone Harbor with the understanding that the activities of the Borough of Stone Harbor Recreation Department take precedence.

4. The Wildwood Catholic High School shall provide to the Borough of Stone Harbor written proof of liability insurance for the aforementioned use of the property of the Borough of Stone Harbor as required by the Atlantic County Joint Insurance Fund; and shall, additionally, hold harmless and indemnify the Borough of Stone Harbor for any and all loses, damages, and claims of whatever nature that may arise out of or in connection with the use of the property by the Wildwood Catholic High School, its sports/recreation participants, agents, contractors, officers and/or employees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute this Resolution as the Interlocal Services Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Wildwood Catholic High School, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO EXECUTE A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT – SHARED SERVICES, CAPE MAY COUNTY DISPATCH 

WHEREAS the Borough of Stone Harbor, and the County of Cape May have incorporated a Shared Services Agreement  pertaining to County Dispatch services; and

WHEREAS the Borough of Stone Harbor has received the Final Agreement and signatures are required to approve this Shared Services Agreement; and
