RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT EXCEEDING $14,459,000 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May (the “Borough”) entitled: “Bond ordinance providing for the improvement of the water and sewerage system in and of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey, appropriating $3,000,000 therefor and authorizing the issuance of $3,000,000 bonds or notes of the Borough for financing such appropriation”, finally adopted on September 15, 2009 (#1342), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $96,827 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $3,310,000, and authorizing the issuance of $3,310,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on April 18, 2017 (#1496-17), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $2,556,500 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $1,354,000, and authorizing the issuance of $1,354,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on April 17, 2018 (#1518-18), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $1,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $4,753,175, and authorizing the issuance of $4,753,175 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on May 7, 2019 (#1547-19), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $4,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

All bond anticipation notes (the “notes”) issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the treasurer, the chief financial officer or the acting chief financial officer of the Borough (the “Chief Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer and shall be signed and sealed by officials and officers of the Borough in any manner permitted by N.J.S.A. §40A:2-25.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with the notes issued hereunder, and the Chief Financial Officer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. §40A:2-8.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes at not less than par from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body of the Borough at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes hereunder is made.  Such report must include the principal amount, interest rate and maturities of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Any note issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general obligation of the Borough, and the Borough’s faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the notes and, unless otherwise paid or payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed to do all other matters necessary, useful, convenient or desirable to accomplish the delivery of the notes to the purchasers thereof as promptly as possible, including (i) the preparation, execution and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement with respect to the notes, (ii) preparation, distribution and publication, if necessary, of a Notice of Sale with respect to the notes, (iii) execution of a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking, with respect to the notes in accordance with Rule 15c2‑12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission and (iv) execution of an arbitrage and use of proceeds certificate certifying that, among other things, the Borough, to the extent it is empowered and allowed under applicable law, will do and perform all acts and things necessary or desirable to assure that interest paid on the notes is not included in gross income under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

All action heretofore taken by Borough officials and professionals with regard to the sale and award of the notes is hereby ratified, confirmed, adopted and approved.

That we, the Borough, do not purchase the Smuggler’s Cove property.
Discussion:

Councilmember Parzych said we don’t have enough information at this time to make that determination.  

Councilmember Krafczek agreed, saying we are still at mid-stream in gathering information and disseminating among Council as well as the public. Premature.

Mayor said she would discourage the decision be made tonight because it is not on the agenda, so anybody wishing to speak either for or against has not even been noticed that it was on the agenda for tonight, quite a disservice for our constituents. 

Councilmember Dallahan disagreed, last Council meeting we had ample discussion of the Smuggler’s Cove project and doesn’t know what additional information we could possibly hope to get that makes any sense. Instead of thinking about Smugglers Cove we should be thinking about the Marina as a place to provide gasoline, bait, and restaurants.    

Mayor –the discussion we should be having right now is not whether or not we buy Smuggler’s Cove, I think it should be whether or not as a point of order, is it appropriate without noticing our constituents, our taxpayers, that action was going to be taken on an item, not only our stakeholders were not noticed, half of the governing body was not noticed. I feel this is out of order, it is not on the agenda and is a disservice to the public. We have agenda meetings one week prior to EVERY COUNCIL meeting and at that time the agenda is set so it can be published so the public KNOWS WHAT WILL BE DISCUSSED AND SO THE PUBLIC can be part of that discussion. THAT IS EXACTLY WHY WE PUBLISH AN AGENDA SO WE DON’T ONE DAY WITHOUT PEOPLE NOT EVEN BEING AWARE JUST CONDUCT BUSINESS, A GREAT DISSERVCE TO OUR TAYPAYERS. FURTHERMORE, TO MAKE THIS MOTION, AND JOSEE BEING COUNCIL PRESIDENT, MADE THIS MOTION, ATTENDS THOSE AGENDA MEETINGS. SHE NEVER ASKED TO PUT THIS ON THE AGENDA TONIGHT, I FIND THAT ASTOUNDING, AN ASTOUNDING REPRESENTION TO OUR TAXPAYERS. WE WERE AT THE SAME MEETING, YOU NEVER ASKED TO PUT THIS ON THE AGENDA AND THAT IS WHY WE MEET. SO TO JUST AMBUSH THE TAXPAYER, YOUR COLLEAGUES, IS ASTOUNDING AND INAPPROPRIATE. IF THIS WAS SOME SORT OF CONSPIRACY I HOPE YOU ARE PROUD OF YOURSELVES. FIND IT OUT OF ORDER, ASTOUNDING INAPPROPRIATE DON’T EVEN KNOW WHERE TO GO FROM THERE. YOU SHOULD BE ASHAMNED OF YOURSELF  IF THIS IS HOW YOU REPRESENT THE TAXPAYERS BY AMBUSING YOUR FELLOW ELECTED OFFICIALS. 
COUNCILMEMBER RICH SAID IT IS MY UNDERSTANDING THAT WE HAVE A MOTION ON THE FLOOR.  MAYOR SAID AND I WILL PROCEED WITH THAT MOTION AND MY EMOTION, I RUN THIS MEETING, IM STILL IN DISCUSSION, I WILL CALL FOR THAT VOTE.      ANYONE ELSE HAVE ANTHING ELSE TO SAY
Councilmember Parzych said we are still in discovery phase, in several areas. He believes we are just not beginning to hear from proponents of acquisition of Smuggler’s Cove. Some people knew nothing about it, and have asked for more information. I think we will hear a lot more from the public in favor of that acquisition. We owe them that time, doesn’t cost us anything to wait a little bit. 
Councilmember Krafczek said the Planning Board met last evening and requested to have presentations on Smuggler’s Cove so they can weigh in on how they feel on this issue. COUNCILMEMBER DALLAHAN ASKED IF IT IS ANY MORE DISRESPECFUL TO THE PLANNING BOARD THAT WE HAVE NOT ACTED ON THE MARINA. 

MAYOR, IT IS DISRESPECFUL TO THE TAX PAYERS THAT WE DID NOT PUT THIS ON THE AGENDA PROPERLY AND IN THE SAME EXACT FASHION WE PUT EVERYTING ON THE AGENDA FOR DISCUSSION.  
Councilmember Gallagher said this is not the first time we have had a motion introduced at a meeting that hadn’t been previously listed on the agenda. Mayor said they are always discussed in the Work Session.  
Councilmember Dallahan asked what additional information we are looking for that would bring the questions of Smuggler’s Cove to a resolution. 

Mayor said we have not even negotiated a price. Councilmember Dallahan said he did not care. Mayor said that is pretty big, we have not even begun to negotiate a price. That is a major point. He said that is not the point, he does not believe the Borough of Stone Harbor should be purchasing Smuggler’s Cove for 5 million. Mayor said we haven’t even negotiated a price, that’s a pretty big piece of information. Councilmember Dallahan said if you accept the premise that the Borough should be interested in purchasing Smuggler’s Cove, which I do not believe. 

Councilmember Parzych said maybe the price isn’t important to you, but it may be important to some other Councilmembers and whether they vote yes or no to proceed. There are other issues involved that we still need to find out, such as the environmental status of that property, and how to get an assessment on it and what it costs.  If we decide to sell the L-shaped lot across the basin, you need to get an appraisal on that and apply that toward the price, we need to find out a couple of years worth of income and expenses. Councilmember Dallahan said we have talked about this since day one and nothing has been done on it. 

Councilmember Parzych said this is too important a decision to this town to just right here and now put a yes or no on it. We are not ready for that.
Councilmember Gallagher said Council had not been notified of the L-shaped lot until the Mayor mentioned it at the SHPOA meeting on Saturday.  Mayor said she said it at the Council meeting two weeks ago, you can watch the tape. Councilmember Rich said she didn’t think it was the Mayor’s position to be able to decide by yourself, at a Council meeting, that we should sell a piece of ground. Mayor said watch they tape, what I said was someone mentioned perhaps we sell that lot, I’m just throwing that out there, that is what I said.  Councilmember Rich said it is her understanding if the Borough is talking about a piece of ground, that is a closed session discussion. Mayor said yes once you get into negations, sure.  Councilmember Rich said we have no right to sit at a Council meeting and declare that we want to sell.  Mayor said no one declared a thing, PRESIDENT RICH.   Councilmember Rich questioned the Solicitor that we do not have the right to decide or mention that we should sell a piece of ground at an open Council meeting, without all of Council getting information on that. COUNCILMEMBER RICH SAID SHE WAS APPALLED AT THE POA MEETING TO FIND OUT YOU DID A POWER POINT ON THE PLAN OF SELLING A PIECE OF BOROUGH PROPERTY WITHOUT DISCUSSING IT WITH ALL OF COUNCIL. MAYOR SAID IT WAS MENTIONED AT THE COUNCIL MEETING TWO WEEKS AGO. IT WAS MENTIONED, THROW IT OUT THERE. 
Mayor clarify the motion.  We have a motion on the floor that the Borough of Stone Harbor no longer consider purchasing Smuggler’s Cove or the lot across the street.

Councilmember Rich said her motion is that we do not purchase the Smuggler’s Cove property, a yes vote would mean you would support that. A no vote would mean you don’t.
