DOCK HEARING – 423 – 104th Street Channel Marine Construction
Frank Bowen representing Channel Marine was sworn in by the Borough Solicitor

New home built at 423 – 104th Street they have an approved plan and permit to put in a new fixed pier, ramp and floating dock, which is slightly different than is presently there, and that is why he is here in front of Mayor and Council, since there is a change.  Been approved by the State, is similar to what was there, no longer and doesn’t stick out into the channel or block the neighbors in any way. 

Mayor asked for questions. Councilmember Rich asked if the square dock was going,  and Mr. Bowen said it will all be straight, it is a 6 X 36 fixed pier, to a ramp and then it’s a 6 X 24 floating dock, all straight out.  It is a narrow lot and pie shaped.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Joe Maurer – 10510 First Avenue question on the dune project. Sounds like they are not going to reduce the size of the dune that are closest to the homes, but what they are going to do is take the dunes that are built up on the ocean side and cut that away.  Needs a clarification on that. Mayor asked Chris Constantino if his observation was correct.  He also asked if the objective is to get more beach area, cause why would you take away from dunes that have grown up and bigger for protection from storms.  Mayor asked what is motivating the project, to increase the width of the beaches or to maintain the dune or both?  Chris Constantino said essentially trying to increase the width of the beach while trying not to compromise the design template of the dune.





Regular Meeting, October 1, 2019

Robert Harris – 8315 Sunset Drive stated he appeared before Council in October of 2017 and again in June of 2018 requesting a change in the Ordinance that would allow Stone Harbor Bayfront property owners who also rent a trailer storage slot be allowed, once they remove the trailer, to place their floating dock in that slot sometime after Labor Day.  Councilmember Parzych apologized for not looking into this before. His concern is once a floating dock is there and someone sees it, there will be multiply floating docks.   He will get together with the PW Director and go over this. Mayor said it is an ordinance change we can continue to discuss and consider. Councilmember Parzych said Mr. Harris  has done it before, he has no objection to doing this, if Grant is ok with it and there is enough room, let’s just do it and then we will look at the Ordinance.     
Tom Gallagher- 8001 Second Avenue – Unit 207 Golden Shores – First thank you to Borough Administrator for taking care of a problem we had at the basketball courts in the beginning of the season. The courts are now posted to tell everyone when the lights go off, it is time to go home. Also wants to compliment the Police, Fire and Rescue Squad, his condo looks out on the baseball field and there were 3 medical emergencies air-lifted out of that location during the Summer.  I was in Municipal Government, township commissioner for years, in Public Safety and to see what these ladies and gentlemen do for your community and for the residents on those three occasions I saw was phenomenal. Also would like Council to take into consideration during budget hearings paving between 80th & 81st Street on Second Avenue, it is mess. The gas company did work and it was paved in the Spring of 2018 and they didn’t pave property around the manholes. It is matter of just smoothing it out. Thank you for everything you do for the community. 

Patti DiMarco 364 – 93rd Street – Question for clarification on the isolated lots. When Ray Poudrier was describing non-conforming, previously non-conforming before September 16th, we had a lot of duplexes that would have been conforming duplexes at the time. They were then non-conforming duplexes after we enlarged the lot sizes.  When tearing down and being allowed to rebuild, is that just for a single family house that can be rebuilt in those locations?  Mayor said it is her understanding it has to be conforming to all the present zoning. Patti DiMarco said maybe that should be clearer in the Ordinance. 
Bernadette Parzych – 9925 Sunset Drive distributed a hand-out concerning Smugglers Cove. For the record she went through the attributes and history of Smugglers Cove. They included pictures of Guyon’s Pier, former owner, the North Basin, Vintage House sign which has the date 1935, pictures of three gas pumps, supplied by underground tanks, docking for 12 small rental boats, weigh station, cove wench, auxiliary buildings, liars bench, pictures of the public fishing pier at 83rd and the Bay. She also showed pictures of gas tanks above ground at marinas in Cape May and Lower Township. She asked many questions about how the Borough would put together plans to replicate Smugglers Cove at the Borough Marina and asked if the Borough had a plan. 

Stone Harbor owns property that is environmentally restricted, the Bird Sanctuary, the Point, the Back Bays, Sedge Island and we spend money and effort on them. We own useful parcels, parking lots, pumping stations, massive recreation areas, that support playgrounds, tennis, pickleball, basketball, soccer, baseball etc. We support fisherman at the public pier and boaters who need docking.  She is asking for more support for fisherman and boaters by purchasing Smugglers Cove and making it part of the Marina Recreation Area. Let’s make a plan and think about this area creatively. Don’t let Smugglers Cove go before we have a plan and the permits to replace it.  
Julian Miraglia 11837 Paradise Drive – spoke about a letter from one of the Councilmen, purchase of Smugglers Cove was foolish, spoke about the SHPOA questionnaire said people needed more information, Council meeting of September 3rd and SHPOA provided opportunity for people to speak, pro and con. At lease 5-6 people were on the pro side and 2 on the no side. The 5-6 people on the pro side were obviously ignored based on the vote two weeks ago. Part of the argument is people don’t want to go out and borrow money, we have enough debt. He compared the size and assessments of Smugglers Cove and the L-shaped lot, and spoke about swapping properties for no cash and spoke of several scenarios of how that would work. Also spoke about the leasing of the property and how that would work, and asked why the Borough didn’t come up with this information.   Trying to get the Council to understand that the intensity of the emotional aspects is strong, recognizable, and it has a broad base.  Those of you who do not fish or live on the bay may not understand that, but there are 450 home owners that live on the waterfront and they know, live and feel the value of that, please be aware of that. 
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The facts are it will take 3-5 years to get permits, if you can get permits to do anything at the Marina. More importantly we have no plan, hasn’t even started. What do we do between now and 3-5 years from now, to fuel our boats, buy our bait and enjoy an aspect of Stone Harbor that has a history. In three years if you decide to do the Marina, sell the property, you will have an asset to take the money and put it into a new project. Give us the opportunity to prove right or wrong, if the results come back and the answer is still no, no argument from me.  
John Ready - 216 – 105th Street – sat through the meeting, looked at the dune project, water mitigation, pumping stations going on, utility work going on, lifeguard station going on, keeps going. Beyond me looking at buying a business, no matter how long it has been here. Look at what the cost is, borrowing more is not the answer. The 4 votes that happen two weeks ago were 4 councilmembers that said to themselves, I am here for fiscal responsibility for this town, take the best interest of the town at heart. 
Kat Laughlin 19 – 83rd Street – family has been here since 1937 JS Laughlin on 96th Street was my Grandfather. It is upsetting regardless of if you are boaters, live on the bay or beach, we are a community. Part of business is hard work in the business community. There is a real boating community. Back in Smugglers Cove, that community, regardless of whether you are a part of it, if you stop in there they make you a part of it. So disappointed in the leadership of our community, that you would not have the notice and the opportunity to explore something that has historic value. We don’t have all the information or all the numbers. Can’t say either way without more information. Having governing that at the end of a meeting sandbags the taxpayers, who put you in your office, is very distressing, is not the community that my family came to, and it is not what we are about.  Didn’t we learn anything with the pole situation, we made certain that ACE electric talked to everyone at the same time in the auditorium and we moved the distribution poles so they didn’t go down First Avenue. Why can’t we have a similar discourse about Smugglers Cove? Why can’t we get that type of information and have a meeting and have the taxpayers tell our elected officials, we think this is a good idea, or not.  It should be brought back, explored and evaluated because there is no alternative, nothing that is going to be in its place because it could never be reconstructed, because of the way it is grandfathered in and because of DEP regulations. 

JT LaKose – 353 – 93rd street – disclosed he is a current Borough employee. Regardless of where you stand on the issue, this is not how government should work. If everybody here that voted to kill this was so sure of themselves and the footing they were on, why didn’t they put it on the agenda? Give people an opportunity to speak. This is what happens when we have routine elections when people run completely unopposed, people constantly put on this board that were not elected by anybody. Get involved, regardless of what side of the issue you are on, run for Council, have honest elections where you vote actually counts.  Council should explore making it easier for people to be on Council, don’t need two meetings a month.  Have meetings at night so working people can be involved. This was done very backhanded, no one cared there were way more people for this that against it. Upsetting, people get involved.
