157 Fire Calls – EMS – 217 Calls   Included 8 building fire, 15 cooking fires, 1 vehicle fire, 1 mulch fire, 1 dumpster fire, 23 EMS  assists, 21 beach EMS assists,  2 motor vehicle accidents, 1 search for person in the water, 5 elevator rescues, 2 surf rescue, 7 watercraft rescues , 1 gasoline spill, 11 natural gas leaks, 4 arching wires, 3 medivac, 1 public assist, 5 cover assignments, 3 smoke scares, 1 sprinkler activation 46 fire alarms and 5 carbon monoxide alarms. We do 300 calls a year, so we do half of our calls in 3 months.

OEM Report – Given by Fire Chief - County coordinators meeting August 29th Stone Harbor OEM was present. Tropics are active as predicted, Hurricane Dorian affected our area in early September, no damage. In our most historically active section of Hurricane season. Monitor National Hurricane Center website for updates.  

Police Department O & E BUDGET – Chief Tom Schutta
POLICE REPORT- Chief Tom Schutta – report for August, 263 motor vehicle stops, 12 adults arrested. Personnel, 1 full time officer away on military leave has returned. Officer Santini is attending the CMC Police Academy, expect to graduate January 20, 2020. We have 3 Class II officers working a regular schedule. We are asking tonight for approval to extend 2 SLEO II’s through the month of October. Transaction from Avalon dispatch to County dispatch coming up and working out the timing. 

Lifeguard Captain O & E BUDGET – Captain Sandy Bosacco
BEACH REPORT – For August, 5 bathers rescued 1, surfer, 1 EMS calls, 1 police calls and 2 lost children were found. For the entire season, 29 rescues, 5 surfers, 3 distressed catamarans, 21 EMS calls, 7 Police calls and 22 lost children. Late August and post Labor Day activity on the beach has increased, will try to have lifeguards available this week-end but that would be the last.
