HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Walt Frederiksen has lived at 126 – 91st Street for the past 18 years.  House renovations at 108 – 91st Street began September 2017 by new owner John Lashkevich.  He stated that his actions over the past 2 years has created conflicts with the neighbors at this location. He spoke about violations at this project, including new second floor bump out that  infringed on the 10’ from the property line code, new driveway apron twice the width of the new driveway, louvered floor to ceiling panels on the second floor deck obscuring the ocean view and creation of a huge third floor deck partially covered by a roof. He also spoke about installation of a fence, removing plantings and raising the grade of his property. He has visited the construction office and met with the Borough Administrator. He cited the current Code 560-33 and stated the entire third floor deck along with the third floor roof/pavilion is a code violation and asked Council to take action to have it removed. Mr. Frederiksen’ comments can be found in the Borough Clerk’s office. 

Pat McGarr – 350 – 89th Street – spoke about the street in front of her house.  The street was torn up with the building of a new house near her and has left a large rut in the street.  Many trucks come and go on their way to the Yacht Club and her house is jolted every time they go by. She asked if something could be done to alleviate the problem.

PUBLIC COMMENT – 

Robin Casper 8001 Second Avenue asked if there has ever been a time when Council Meeting were held at 5:30 instead of 4:30 so people can come. Mayor said over time is has evolved to this, has been at 7 pm etc. This Council has not talked about any change but we can certainly talk about it.    
Concerned about the Wetlands and the trapping, in light of us trapping in the Bird Sanctuary and the Point, they probably trap at the Wetlands too. Mayor said the Wetlands doesn’t fall under the jurisdiction of Stone Harbor and she cannot answer the question.  

Robin said she is puzzled since we put so much time and energy into how we handle our trash and yet we have these living animals that we don’t even concern ourselves with, we just let them die in these traps. Don’t understand the lack of concern or respect for them.  She believes that relocation should be addressed. 

Councilman Dallahan said the Fish & Wildlife people said the practice of moving animals from one location to another does not work because the animals in the area where they are moved to attack them and kill them. Also Fish & Wildlife people are concerned that the animals that would be brought to such an area could bring disease to the mainland population of animals.  That is why it is not done. 

Robin feels there must be another way, killing them is not the answer. Mayor said one of the greatest obstacles is the relocation guidelines specifically state where you can relocate and it has to be in the municipality where the animal was captured, which in Stone Harbor is impossible.  There is nowhere to take them within this municipality. That guideline is set by the State. The only way there could be an option is to change the guideline. 

Robin said she has a meeting set with a State representative to talk about this and will keep us posted.
