Now, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Zoning Board of Adjustment of the Borough of Stone Harbor, assembled in public session on December 2, 2019 that an Executive Session closed to the public shall be held on December 2, 2019 at or about 6:00 P.M. in the Municipal Building of the Borough of Stone Harbor, 9508 Second Avenue, Stone Harbor, New Jersey, for the discussion of matters relating to the specific items designated above.
