HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Walt Frederiksen came before Council and said he and his partner Dr. James Harkins have owned the home for 18 years at 126 – 91st Street – and spoke saying this was his third appearance before this body to once again address issues related to the 27 month renovation project at 108 – 91st street, the property adjoining ours. Three segments to the items he would like to talk about this evening. First, revolves around the Construction Office. During my last appearance here when he started to outline my own personal experiences with the offices personnel, the Mayor and Solicitor interjected that they didn’t feel it was appropriate to discuss that at this body. He has since learned of an Ethics in Government forum where an opinion was rendered as respects to the right of a citizen to raise such issues in commentary. He asked if that was a factual statement. Solicitor responded it would be appropriate to direct his comments to the Business Administrator on personnel, if you are going to proceed in this form he cautioned Council that they may not discuss this issue, you may you’re your comments. The reason he wants to bring the commentary to your attention is that he has discussed this with Jill on October 24th but thinks it is imperative that you know what a regular citizen might incur, it is important in the context of what we are dealing with here. It is important to state some of these things and let them be known. Solicitor said to Mr. Frederiksen, you may address the Council, but Council, you should not respond or address this in the absence of a Rice Notice. 
Mr. Frederiksen said it’s time to draw back the curtain and address the matter of how some residents in particular, myself, have been treated during interactions with the Construction Office. Want to lay some background very quickly. Very early in this renovation project we began to experience some pain as respect to this project next door. Every week-end we were greeted with garbage, construction debris, insolation material, nails on the driveway. In an attempt to be a kind 
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and good neighbor, we simple gathered the items up and trashed it. In early Spring of this year things changed drastically when he received a call from his contractor saying that he could not go ahead with planned power washing of our home, nor the driveway, because so much sand had eroded from the project next door. Jim and I, the next day, Saturday,  took a drive down here because we wanted to see first hand what was going on. We not only saw a massive amount of sand on our driveway but a contractor’s truck blocking our driveway. Up to that point in time we had literally just turned the other cheek but we had had it. We contacted the police department, two young officers came out, they reported the situation and we were told that a report would go to the construction department that following Monday and they would contact us. A week went by, no call, two weeks went by, no call. He then launched a call to the Construction Office and spoke to Suzanne. Suzanne indicated that no one had received any notice from the Police Department. I immediately called the Police Department and left a scathing voice mail for them. The next day he was contacted by Captain Christopher, who was incredible courteous and we had a very nice conversation. He admitted there was a complete break-down in procedures, that these two young officers did not follow procedures and did not contact the construction office.  This specific situation that prevented our house to be power washed in the driveway resulted in the first of 4-5 approximate visits to the Construction Office. These visits and all subsequent visits materialized over our concern over a growing number of problems that were being forced upon us. I’ll cut to the chase and give you 4 specific examples of my interactions, almost all with Michael. ‘At the initial meeting with Michael we were a minute or two into the conversation he received an incoming phone call on his personnel cell phone and left the scene. When he returned I told him, I thought that was incredibly rude of him to leave in the middle of our conversation for a personnel phone call. His response was, “of what business is it of yours that I took a personnel phone call”. Literally that is what he said to me. Well, we were off to the races, Michael and I.  I was not kind, I did not hold back, I let him know exactly what I thought of his statement. I just want to share with you three other statements that he made to me during visits to the office. The first was, this office is not a phycologist’s office, where we get involved with neighbors squabbles. On the next visit he told me,  now, let me get this straight, you own a home in Stone Harbor and these are the problems you have, implicit in that comment was you rich people are unbelievable, this is all you have to deal with, that is what he met. And now my favorite was, Walt, you need to act like an adult, go out and buy John, the owner, a cake, go over to his house and the two of you should speak like adults. I would say that during every visit at the office, when I tried to interact with Michael, I was met with what in my opinion was outright rude and condescending commentary. In every instance, I feel that Michael intentionally steered the conversation away from addressing any of my legitimate concerns. He basically high jacked the conversation. I have been approached by a number of Stone Harbor residents who have shared near identical experience with our Construction Office. I just want you to note that I did drive down from Pa. on October 24th, called Jill in advance, and relayed all of these particular situations to her. I was told that this had happened before, she was appalled at the statements that I was telling her, but please know that this was not occurring in a vacuum. Other people have had identical interactions with that office. So, I won’t mince words here, based on my personnel experience, my opinion is that we have a construction office, one with huge influence on our island which seems to operate with little or no oversight, in my opinion. I challenged every one of you to drive by 108 – 91st Street, many of you have said you have. Park your car and look at that house, and you tell me what you think of what went on there, what has gone on there. The presence of this new third floor deck, over uninhabitable space below it, along with a massive roof pavilion on top, results in that home now having the visual weight and impact of what third stories have in Avalon, Sea Isle City and other coastal communities The fact that we talk in Stone Harbor of having strict adherence to codes on third floors is frankly a farce. The second issue to discuss is my last meeting here on the 19th of November when I called for an audit and review. During my last appearance on November 19th, I called the interpretation that resulted in the reversal of the initial plan rejection, over to an approval, not only an unfortunate call, but one that flies in the face of Code, but equally against precedence that has been established in Stone Harbor for over 25 years. I asked for transparency, regarding this new interpretation, who else within the Administration knew about this? Who was a part of the decision? If only Ray was involved, then what procedures are in place that limits, in a written format, an individual’s authority lines, within that Construction Office. And when were those limits exceeded and then referred to Jill, who in my opinion, is over the Construction Office.   What party challenged Ray’s initial rejection of the submitted plans for 108 – 91st Street and what was the nature of that challenge? And what has been the involvement of our Zoning Board. My gut tells me that there is more here than meets the eye. So my questions is, what is the status of that request for review and audit? I’ll return to that. The third and last item I 
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want to talk about is the status of code violations. After raising a number of concerns about this project, as it proceeded I was advised by Jill on October 31st of this year that the following items were not to code and must be removed and addressed:

1. The new double width apron was illegal, not to code and had to be removed

2. The new louvered shutters on the second floor deck, which obstructed our ocean views, were not to code, a violation and would have to be removed. Jill advised me on an email on 10/31 that the Zoning Officer was sending out a notice of violation. The questions is, what is the status of the owners removal of these items?
Lastly on November 19th I met with Ray in the Construction Office to review site grade applications and the permit for 108 – 91st Street. Ray advised me that bare wood planks that the owner had installed under his new vinyl fence, was not to code and must be removed. In addition the new landscaping that raised the grade by 4 inches Ray indicated to me that the site approval was based on the owner installing, digging a trench, installing gravel and installing a percolating system so it would capture water and not run off to our driveway, it is 4 inches higher than our driveway now, with nothing to hold it back. Ray indicated to me that this trench if done would be confirmed by the presence of two square drainage grates. He told me exactly where they would be, I went home and checked and there was none. The next question, what is the status of that violation letter regarding these two issues that Ray raised. Removal of the unsightly bare wood panels and installation of the proper run off system, which was the basis of the grade permit approval.  I will be brutally honest in my closing statements. In the 18 years that Jim and I have had the privilege of living in Stone Harbor and calling this our Summer home, we have witnessed many positive improvement, a credit to this body of government. However, I would be remiss if I did not say there have been a few black clouds that have negatively impacted our community. The mere existence of these Atlantic City electric poles is a black mark on our government here. The fact that these poles were not stopped, should be a source great embarrassment. The Stone Harbor government in my opinion has let the citizens down badly. I have been told that there has been a proposal presented to Council, a proposal that would fund the gradually elimination of each and every one of these poles, gradually over a period of time. So these monstrosities would be fully obliterated. My question, what is the status of that effort?   
And now, 108 – 91st Street. The third floor for many is an absolute joke. Frankly one that the Borough had created. Jim and I are huge gardeners, very active on our street, a lot of people know us. I can’t tell you how many people have walked by in the Summer season and said, What the ____is going on with that second  floor. This is not an opinion of me and my partner, this is something that other people notice and say how the heck did this get done? It greatly impacts the homes surrounding us and may very well have a negative impact on our home’s values. The Stone Harbor Administration has caused this problem in my mind. Now you have to bite the bullet, do the right thing, and get it corrected. If the statement under Ordinance 1560 is sincere, “whereas it is the desire of the Borough to protect the views of the Borough’s property owners and to promote open space, light and air”. If this is a sincere statement, you know in your heart what you have to do here. 
That is the end of my commentary, as you can tell, I am a little agitated. I hope you understand it is a 5 hour trip for me to come down from Bryn Mawr, Pa. this is my third time. We are passionate about this, this effects our home. It negatively impacts our home. We mean no maleficence against any party involved, we just think the right thing has to be done. So before I leave the podium, I would like to go back and get some answers or direction to the questions I have asked. The first is regarding Jill’s statement that the violation letters had gone out to the owner. Jill, what is the status of that?  Administrator said she would have to check with Ray to see how many days they were given and where that is at. I can give you a call tomorrow and give you an update on that. He said he would greatly appreciate that. He asked if the owner is normally given a specific amount of time to address and undo the violation, because currently that home has all those violations that you conveyed to me are not to code and are all still present at the home. On the status of the other code violations, that Ray indicated, which is the bare wood on the bottom of the fence and the lack of a percolating system which was the basis of the site permit approval. Have letters gone out to the owners regarding that and if so, what is the status? Jill said she would verify all that. 
Thank you all for your time, look forward to hearing from Jill, look forward to having these issues resolved and look forward to someone giving me a status of this internal audit and review. Has this been discussed, is it on the schedule, has it been ignored? What is the status?  Nothing?  The last 
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meeting here on the 19th of November I said we were really concerned how this interpretation completely flies in the face of what was precedent here for 25 years. Wherein, I said we need to know and you need to know as a Governing body, how did this happen?  I called for an internal review and audit. So my questions is what is the status of that request?  And has it not even been discussed in a month. Mayor said she believes it has been discussed with Jill, with the Zoning Officer and Zoning Board Attorney and those involved with zoning. He asked and the status is?  Jill, said the status is basically what has transpired. Ray made his interpretation, he did confer with the Zoning Board solicitor and based on that conversation that is why it was brought forward to Council to change the Ordinance moving forward. The fact that he made that decision and he did discuss it with the Solicitor and the Solicitor agreed with him that the way it was written, he could not say that he could not build it that way. The interpretation was the way it was written, he built it the way it was, and since that was not the intent, we believe that was not the intent of the Council, when the originally did the ordinance, the amendment came through to Council a month ago, Council adopted that change, so there is not questions moving forward. Mr. Fred said,  love it, but how does it impact us, next door, with a looming structure, It is hard for me to even contemplate how a conversation would go from , sir I’m not going to approve your submitted forms to being challenged, and then we get a third floor pavilion, which you can see from Second Avenue. How does that happen? It doesn’t happen in a vacuum.  Jill, where you advised? Did you have input in this, you are their boss? Jill said she was not advised, until after the fact, he did discuss it with the solicitor and the solicitor agreed with him in terms of the interpretation. Borough Solicitor said for the purpose of clarity, that is the Zoning Board Solicitor. His questions is, he works for two fortune 500 companies and he know about procedures limiting peoples authority, what sets forth a referral process. Can I assume that we have that written in your construction office, that each induvial has certain authority lines and to exceed the authority lines would require your approval and sign off.  Does that exist?  Administrator said not the extent that I think you are looking for, no.  Do you understand that is a grave problem?  Jill, 90% of the guidelines that the Zoning Official, the Construction Official have to follow are not necessarily in conjunction with our Ordinances, there are also state regulations, state guidelines, that they are to follow. That is the path that they look at and through those processes. When there is a questions with it, the appropriate person to contact would not be me, but the attorney who is familiar with those rules and regulations. I would do the same thing, if Ray had come to me I would have directed him directly to the Attorney. Mr. Fred said so in this instance we have a brand new, first time ever in Stone Harbor residential roof pavilion and Ray did not feel it incumbent to review that with anyone. Did he review it?  Administrator said he reviewed it with the Attorney which would be the appropriate authority. And the attorney agreed with Ray and Administrator said and he made the recommendation to bring it forward to Council to change the Ordinance so it does not occur again. 

Mr. Frederiksen said Ladies and Gentlemen, this is why Americans really such a level of frustration with their Government. You do a lot of good work, but damn it, a lot of bad things happen, it’s happening to us, not to you, Mayor, not to you Frank, it is happening to us . It could impact the value of our home, this is a problem  I could care less, well, no I’m wrong, I’m happy that it has been resolved , what about now? I think something is amiss here, my gut tells me. And how could someone, in the words of Frank, cave and then immediately approve and first time every pavilion. You can see it from Third Avenue, how did that happen, and why must we live with it? And why must it impact our value? That’s the questions that I have. And of course, I am really annoyed about it, highly. So we questions, we need to find out is this Council body going to take action to rectify this situation or are you not?  That is what he wants to know.  Borough Solicitor advised Council not to answer that question  precipitously without having all of the facts and circumstances before them, but said we will do that and give you a written response. Mr. Frederiksen said Marcus, I look forward to your return call advising me of the situation. 
In closing thank you very much for your attention I wish you all a Merry Christmas and Happy Holiday. Borough Solicitor said thank you for your comments and same to you.
