HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Sandy Slabik 323 – 84th Street – representing the Garden Club – thank you to the Borough Engineers for their care and consideration in the development of the 94th Street lot. Secondly thank you to Jill for her comfortable and consideration given to the Garden Club when we have to work through all our projects. It is deeply appreciated. Good Luck in your retirement. 
Robin Casper 8001 Second Avenue – talked about wildlife at the Point and the trapping and a way for a more humane option. She has spoken to Congressman Van Drew in late November and explained to him the situation and he said he was happy to help, but needed the “go ahead” from Council.  She is hoping for an agreement and  to have a motion to look for a kind way of dealing with the wildlife. 

Mayor said at the League there was a workshop run by the DEP that she attended. The Mayor 
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spoke during the Q & A session of that workshop and asked the Deputy Commissioner if she was aware of what the relocation policy was for wildlife in New Jersey since Fish & Wildlife falls under the purview of DEP.  Mayor advised the Commissioner that according to those guidelines small municipalities, anything in NJ. that is “built out” relocation is not an option. Mayor told her Stone Harbor has predator control and wildlife conservation areas and so on, and some towns that do not have our challengers still have wildlife nuisance challengers. The ones trapping nuisance wildlife don’t have any options either in other towns throughout New Jersey for relocation because you can only relocate within the town the animal is trapped. So if you are small and “built out” there is no suitable habitat. However if you are larger you can relocate within 10 miles of the trapping location as long as it is within the same town. Mayor told them we are at a distinct disadvantage and so is every other municipality that is “built out”. Mayor told them this isn’t based on Science, this is based on Municipal boundaries, and we have been told the DEP operates based on Science. They got back to me and said they hear us and gave her a contact and said perhaps we can work with you. We can consider this if we want to work with DEP and see if there is some other alternative. 

Mayor told Robin Casper she needs to talk to Councilmember Rich, as the Chair of Natural Resources about where to go from here. Mayor said she didn’t know if we need the Congressman’s help, he has offered his help, don’t know if we can work with DEP on our own, don’t know if  Council wants to do this, but direction needs to be given that I cannot give.  We will put it right into Natural Resources. 
Councilmember Rich said this is the first time she has heard of this, did not have this information. She did chat with Robin, but said his is all new to me. Had no clue what is going on. 
Mayor said we discussed this maybe in November where it starts with those guidelines. If there was a viable option that Council would support, but until those guidelines are addressed there is no viable option.     It doesn’t matter what we want to do until they are addressed. 
Robin Casper said that is where the Congressman comes in. He only needs our approval which he thought we already would have given, but Robin told him we do not have it. But he said when you are able to get it, please let me know right away and he will work on it. He also feels animals should be treated fairly and allowed to live. Places are built up and it is unfair they have nowhere to go. We should do the best we can for them.  

Councilmember Parzych said he doesn’t think Congressman Van Drew needs our permission to do anything. Mayor said he doesn’t want to march into a town and say I’m doing this.  Councilmember Parzych said everyone here on Council, I believe, would like to find a different way to control this population but at the same time, I think we all also agree that it needs to be controlled.  If the procedures or the process has to change at DEP, do we enlist Van Drew, send him a letter or something and say can you please go forward with this because we think DEP needs to change their procedures. 

Councilmember Dallahan said don’t you think there is a conflict here between representative Van Drew who is in the US Congress and the State of New Jersey which decides the regulations for animal control within the State. Councilmember Parzych said maybe that is what he does, goes to the person and puts it in their court. Mayor said it is Federal Fish & Wildlife and well as State Fish and Wildlife we deal with at the Point. 

Councilmember Parzych said we came to this conclusion several months ago, maybe there is a path forward. Mayor said Natural Resources is meeting a week from Friday and if it’s something that can be put on that agenda and discussed and bring it forward what they think.  
Councilmember Krafczek said as he reads it what you are looking for is Council support formally to amend the guidelines as they stand now, or seek help from Congressman Van Drew to amend those guidelines. Because without our collective support of that effort he is unwilling to do that. 

Mayor said when you look at the guidelines it is not only about predator control, but about nuisance wildlife as well and it is not based on science it’s based on Municipal boundaries. That 
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was my point to the DEP Commissioner.  If you are 80 sq. miles you have options, if you whatever we are you don’t. It is essentially robbing all of us from options that right over the bridge they have. If that is something that can be addressed and gives options to Animal Control, it makes sense.  Again, back to Natural Resources for a week from Friday and we will hear back from them.     
Jerry Sieber – 5 Faith Run Swainton, N.J. – He is a volunteer for an Organization called US Term Limits.  We are petitioning for term limits for Congress. He is here to ask Councilmembers of Stone Harbor if they would join the American people and sign a petition. Solicitor said we will take it under advisement, discuss it and see if it would be something you would want to support by Resolution. He passed out literature on the Organization.

This additional cost is estimated at $100,000.00.

WHEREAS, The Borough of Stone Harbor operates a "wastewater treatment system," as that term is defined in the Local Public Contracts Law at

N.J.S.A. 40A: l 1-15 (19) and

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law, at N.J.S.A. 40A: l 1-5(1), provides that a contract, the price of which exceeds the current bid threshold, may be negotiated and awarded without public bidding if the subject matter of the contract consists of: "(gg) a contract for the provision of. . . a wastewater treatment system as defined in (N.J.S.A. 40A: 11-15 (19) or any component part of parts thereof" and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has a need to furnish/and or rehabilitate Wastewater Pump Station at 94111 Street; and

WHEREAS, Said facility is a component part of the wastewater treatment system that is operated by the Borough of Stone Harbor (as contemplated by section (gg) of N.J.S.A. 40A:l 1- 5(1) set forth above; and

WHEREAS, Reiner Pump Systems Inc. has the credentials and ability to supply the Borough of Stone Harbor with the parts and equipment needed to provide a prefabricated pump station building and has submitted a proposal, dated January 16, 2020, indicating that it will provide the Borough of Stone Harbor with a prefabricated pump station building for a price of $403,031.00; and

WHEREAS, the value of the aforementioned  contract will exceed $403,031.00 and, therefore, the proposed contract would fall within the scope on N.J.S.A.  19: 44A-1 et seq. and

WHEREAS, Reiner Pump Systems Inc. has completed and submitted (or will complete and submit prior to execution of the contract authorized by this Resolution) a Business Entity Disclosure Certification that certifies that Reiner Pump Systems Inc. has not made any reportable contributions to a political or candidate committee in the Borough of Stone Harbor in the

previous one year, and that the contract will prohibit Reiner Pump Systems Inc. from making any reportable contributions through the term of the contract;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May and State of New Jersey, as follows:
1. All of the statement of the preamble is incorporated herein by this reference thereto as though the same were set forth at length.

2. The Mayor, Borough Clerk and appropriate municipal officials be and they hereby are authorized to execute a contract, a term of which incorporates the aforementioned proposal dated January 16, 2020, for the purchase of a prefabricated pump station building for a total cost not to exceed $403,031.00.

5. The Business Entity Disclosure Certification and the determination of value shall be placed on file with the Resolution

6. This Resolution only shall become effective when a copy of the New Jersey Business Registration Certificate of Reiner Pump Systems Inc. is submitted to the Borough of Stone Harbor Utilities Authority pursuant to the provisions of N.J.S.A. 52:32-44b (1) and a copy of that New Jersey Business Registration Certificate shall be place on file with
