HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Robin Casper – 8001 Second Avenue – last meeting reported that she met with Congressman Van Drew regarding the wildlife trapping at the Point. He is very happy to help us with relocation. It was left with Natural Resources Committee to review. Mayor said there was a meeting. Councilmember Rich said they had a meeting on the 31st and we will report on it at the next meeting when we do our report. Councilmember Rich said they talked about it, the subject was brought up and most everyone is comfortable that they understand that we are required to do and follow the guidelines of Fish & Wildlife. Robin said she was hoping for a vote from Council, because the Congressman merely wants the majority vote from the Councilmembers, can we put that on the agenda for next week. 
Mayor said basically Congressman Van Drew is waiting for us, meaning the Governing Body to say we would like to enlist your help on this issue. Robin said yes. Councilmember Krafczek said he recalls Van Drew is looking for our support in exploring alternatives to what we are required to do now. Then that was put to Natural Resources to discuss whether we are in favor of seeking alternatives to what were are required to do now, under the current agreement. 

Councilmember Parzych said Councilmember Rich is right, right now we have to stand by Fish and Wildlife rules. But Congressman Van Drew is offering to see if we can change those Fish and Wildlife rules. Maybe there is an alternative, and we should do it, don’t know what we need, Resolution?  Certainly no harm done if he fails we will abide by the rules as they are now, as we have been doing.  Mayor suggestion we continue with predator control as is, because we have to, and then we seek alternatives and it all happens simultaneously. Councilmember Parzych nothing wrong with that, seems foolish not to pursue it. She asked if that was discussed in Natural Resources, Councilmember Rich said not really. We talked about what we are required to do right now, predator control. We are following the guidelines we are doing what we are supposed to do, that was the discussion. Robin Casper said the discussion was met to be about pursuing a better way of doing it and Van Drew was waiting to hear if and when we approved that, it is a simple matter of saying yes we do feel there is a better way of doing this vs. trapping and killing innocent animals. Mayor said important to note that we not stop doing what we are doing at this time. We are bound to do predator control, we have to do that, we can’t suspend it. Robin, make sure you understand that. We cannot suspend that while pursuing if there is an alternative. Robin said, that is why I feel this is urgent because trapping is around the corner. Mayor said it began this week. 
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Councilmember Parzych said can this be done by the Administrator drafting a letter from the Borough that the Mayor signs?  Mayor would like to not take action tonight, but stay with policy and put it on the agenda in two weeks, and then we vote. Solicitor will give his opinion on how it will be presented. Solicitor said a letter to the Congressman soliciting his aid in seeking alternative options.  Mayor put on for two weeks from now.    
Councilmember Dallahan said when it was discussed at the meeting this past week he thought about it a great deal and said this afternoon before the meeting, that he was ok with going to Congressman Van Drew and asking for his assistance if something could be done to change the regulations. That is his position on the matter.  Mayor put on the agenda for February 18th two weeks from now and we’ll have a vote in two weeks.
