PRESENTATION – County Engineer – 96th & Third Intersection

Summary of Proposed Signal Timing Improvements

96th and Third Avenue, Stone Harbor

Overview

     Due to conflicts that have occurred between turning vehicles and pedestrians using the crosswalks at C.R. 657 (96th Street) and C.R. 619  (Third Avenue) the Borough has requested that the County investigate upgrades to the signal timing or phasing. The County, thru its traffic consultant, has investigated several alternatives to improving pedestrian safety while maintain the level of service of the existing intersection. The following is a summary of the preferred alternative that addresses the project need without degrading the function of the signal and or the adjacent signals.

     A “Scramble” type phase was originally proposed as a possible alternative by the Borough and was investigated by the County.  The Scramble phase includes a separate pedestrian only phase where by vehicular traffic in all directions undergoes an all red phase.  This was the first alternative that was evaluated.  However, based upon the summer traffic counts, it became clear that introducing a separate pedestrian phase would degrade the level of service of the intersection significantly, and would also have a negative impact on the adjacent signals. Therefore, this alternative was abandoned in pursuit of other alternatives that would not degrade the intersection level of service.

Proposed Alternatives

Third Avenue heading North and South

     In order to prevent the current left hook conflicts with pedestrians, the use of permissive left turn movements has been eliminated (left turn on green). Specifically, the left turn movements of Third Avenue heading north are proposed to be only a protected lead left turn.  This will permit a left turning vehicle to turn in an exclusive manner while the pedestrian movement heading north is held on red.  Once the lead left phase is complete, the left turn will be held with a red arrow and pedestrians will be permitted to cross to the north/south. Based upon existing traffic volumes, the existing left turn movement of Third Avenue heading south will be eliminated and vehicles wishing to turn east will do so at intersections to the north and south of 96th Street but not at 96th Street.  This eliminates the pedestrian conflict and provides for lost cycle time for the other signal phase changes in order to maintain/ improve the signal level of service.

96th Street heading East and West

     In order to minimize pedestrian / vehicle conflicts with both a right and left turning vehicle, two timing changes are being implemented.  Initially, the signal will introduce a 3 second Lead Pedestrian Interval (LPI), whereby the pedestrian movement will be given a 3 second green advance prior to traffic advancing.  This will enable pedestrians to be in the shoulder/ lane by approximately 8’ from the curb line before vehicles receive the green light making pedestrians visible to right turning traffic. Vehicles will be held momentarily rather than advancing concurrently with pedestrian traffic that crosses in the same direction.  This LPI is a FHWA preferred crash countermeasure that has the effect of making pedestrians more visible in a crosswalk. As pedestrians are permitted to cross, the existing permissive left turning movement will be eliminated, replacing this left turn with a protect left only.  As pedestrian cross, a left turning vehicle will be held with a red arrow. Once the pedestrian cycle phase has finished,  a lag left turn cycle will be introduced to allow both east bound and west bound traffic to turn left without having a concurrent pedestrian conflict.  These changes to the cycle phasing, in addition to the elimination of the south bound left turn maneuver, will allow the signal to operate at a Level of service E without impacting the function of adjacent signals.  These revisions also eliminate the left turn hook conflict with pedestrians and will minimize the right turn conflict with pedestrians thru the introduction of the lead pedestrian Interval.

This traffic study will be sent back to Public Safety Committee for further discussion.
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PRESENTATION – Fire Department – Chief Roger Stanford
The Stone Harbor Fire Department is facing a serious manpower issue. The problem is not due to the lack of volunteers, but is due to the inability for our members to live in Stone Harbor, due to the high cost of real estate, and the lack of year round rentals. This is not unique to Stone Harbor, but affects most shore towns. We have hoped that this situation would change, but it is obvious to the fire department, that no one is moving to Stone Harbor to be a volunteer firefighter.
Interesting statistic is that in 2000, we had 31 firefighters with 23 living in Stone Harbor.  Currently, we have 54 firefighters with only 8 that live in Stone Harbor, of which only 4 are SCBA certified (meaning they are able to put on an air pack and go into a fire situation) . The average age of the members living in town is 60 years old.

Let me begin by talking about the ambulance service in Stone Harbor.  Twenty years ago in 2000 the Fire Department assumed the EMS function for Stone Harbor. We were faced with a lack of EMTs living in Stone Harbor, so the Borough and Fire Department developed a program to cover EMS. The borough made a contribution to the Rescue Squad, and part time EMTs were hired by the Rescue Squad to cover daytime EMS from 7am-7pm. The borough also provided and funded a stipend program for the volunteer EMTs that covered the overnight shift from 7pm-7am. This program has worked well for covering our medical calls, but has faced a decline in signups over the last few years. This decline is due to the fact that Stone Harbor was paying a lower than average hourly wage, and the pool of EMTs was dwindling. The entire county utilizes these EMTs for coverage, and most EMTs have at least 2 other jobs. This year, in an effort to get more EMTs, we raised the hourly wage, but it is still difficult to get EMTs.

Now I’m going to switch gears to talk specifically about fire service.  Three years ago the Fire Department realized a need for more volunteer firefighters at night due to the fact that very few firefighters live in town. The borough instituted and funded a volunteer stipend program for up to four firefighters from 7p-7a. This program has been successful, but we lack sufficient coverage on weekends and holidays. It is very difficult to get members to give up time with their families on weekend nights and holidays, and this creates gaps when we most need the coverage.
We have reached the time that we need to have 24 hrs. guaranteed coverage for both EMS and Fire Service. 
We know from past experience that having 2 Firefighter/EMTs either working during the day or volunteering at night greatly increases our effectiveness for our Fire Response. NFPA states that no firefighting operation can begin without having 4 firefighters on scene. This policy is called 2 in / 2 out, which means you need 2 firefighters to be able to go in fire and 2 firefighters outside, to assist the firefighters inside. Having 2 Firefighters at the station means that we only need 2 additional firefighters to respond and begin operations. These 2 additional firefighters would come from the volunteer firefighters.

Currently, we are the only town in Cape May County that does not provide a full time paid EMS service. Avalon, Sea Isle, Middle Township, Upper Township, Lower Township, and Wildwood Crest, all have full time EMS providers. These full time employees only provide EMS service, and not fire service. North Wildwood, Wildwood, Cape May, and Ocean City, have Firefighter/EMTs that provide both fire service and EMS Service.
We are proposing that the borough hire 7 Firefighter/EMTs on January 1, 2021. These 7 Firefighter/EMTs will provide the borough with EMS coverage and will supplement the volunteer fire department. We will have 2 Firefighter/EMTs working 24 hours a day. 
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The seventh Firefighter/EMT will provide additional coverage when needed, and would cover vacation and sick time. This seventh Firefighter/EMT should help to reduce additional costs due to vacation, sick, and training time. We would continue to use the part time EMTs from the Rescue Squad for additional coverage when needed. We would also continue our volunteer firefighter stipend program for nighttime coverage.
We feel that this program will ensure excellent coverage, and will maintain the volunteers in the fire department. 
We are not creating a paid fire department. We are moving from part time personnel, to full time personnel to supplement the volunteer fire department with the mission of providing Fire and EMS coverage for the Borough of Stone Harbor.

Lou Donofrio – 30 years in the Fire Company. Company has put a lot of research into this program. What is nice about this plan it does not lose the Volunteer Fire Company, we love serving the Borough.  But we have to address the needs on the community for EMS services and Fire Fighting. It is a cost effective and appropriate move at this time, not a paid company, made that clear. We discussed it at our Fire Department meetings, everyone is on board.  We are in full support, please support us.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Robin Casper- 8001 Second Avenue stated she is the constitute that was mentioned and the reason she did contact the Congressman was she was told to do so at a meeting in this very room. We were talking about relocation and Mayor Judy said our hands are tied, we have no options and if I wanted to make a difference I needed to reach outside these walls to a higher official who could change the guidelines. Robin said she would and come back with results. Felt this was necessary to say today. She is asking in this vote is for a kinder way of doing things, the trapping will still exist, the birds will still be protected I’m just asking for compassion and a kind voice that can be heard from not just here but to other places and maybe they will also explore a kinder way of trapping unwanted animals.  
Lenore Tedesco Executive Director – Wetlands Institute - 1075 Stone Harbor Blvd. Stone Harbor
Members of council face the unenviable task of deciding the path forward at this juncture. I applaud your efforts to seek information directly from the wildlife agencies charged with managing endangered species with national and regional goals of restoring threatened and endangered populations. These experts met with committee members on more than one occasion and explained why and how predator removal decisions are made, how they are carried out and the details of the very strict practices that can be employed.
I’m here as a representative of The Wetlands Institute, which is deeply committed to this community and to science- based practices, to convey some facts and ask some questions about the proposal to invoke political intervention on these issues.
Here are some facts:
As you now know, New Jersey has some of the most restrictive trapping regulations in the country. These are intended to limit injury and harm in the necessary practice of animal trapping and control. Trained staff and specialists direct and advise trapping programs, obtain permits for activities, and follow regulations.
The relocation of trapped animals is also restricted by regulation for the purposes of protecting: human health and property; animal health and welfare; and populations of critical species.
Trapping and removal of animals known to be predators of imperiled species is a regulated and often times necessary practice included in multi-faceted conservation programs.
Human altered landscapes favor some species over others. Stone Harbor enjoys one of the few remaining nesting habitats in the state for imperiled species that face a multitude of threats to their populations. Stone Harbor Point was deeded as a conservation area; SHBS was protected from development as a sanctuary for nesting birds. It is the history of this community to protect and prioritize species of conservation need.
The Borough has a history of using non-lethal and lethal removal for animal control. Skunks became a problem on the island. Public outcry and demand for management led to lethal removal and population reduction strategies.  It is an effective strategy that is still being employed, having been approved for use as recently as Feb 14, 2020.
Fox – a focal species of conversation here – can spread disease and parasites to people and other wildlife; are territorial and thus can suffer when relocated outside known territory and placed in occupied/unknown territory; can cause harm to populations of critical species such as birds that nest 
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on Stone Harbor Point and other locations. Statewide, 10-15 fox are targeted for removal to protect imperiled beach nesting birds, a very small fraction of the number harvested as game animals.
For species with large populations good habitats are occupied habitats. There are not sanctuaries of good habitat waiting to be occupied. Placing new animals there can spread disease, cause stress to existing populations and relocated animals, and can be considered inhumane. Placing new animals in poor quality habitat can also be considered bad practice and inhumane. The NJDEP policy on the relocation of wildlife that is a focus of so much discussion tonight was primarily created to address the needs of licensed wildlife rehabilitators, local animal control officers, and pest control operators who encounter or respond to injured, orphaned or nuisance wildlife. The Department’s policy on this matter was created not only to address the well-being of the animal subject to potential release/relocation, but equally to ensure the safety of existing wildlife and human populations. Seeking alternatives is counter to the humane treatment of wildlife and poses human health risks. Moving animals “over the bridge” removes them from their known territories.
The Wetlands Institute does not fund or conduct the predator trapping or removal programs designed to protect imperiled beach-nesting birds in a deeded habitat area specifically identified by multiple scientists, wildlife agencies and governmental officials as being critical to their conservation. We also do not receive any financial benefit from the predator trapping or removal program. In connection with this sensitive issue, the Wetlands Institute’s role, in keeping with its mission, is to educate members of Council and the public regarding the critical importance of supporting the regulated, researched, and controlled practices of animal removal which are necessary to support conservation programs protecting imperiled species.
I pose these questions:
Does the council accept that wildlife in this community – fox, skunk, and other wildlife –need to be captured following state-regulated practices to protect human safety and wellbeing? Recent passage of the trapping contract suggests yes.
Does the council accept that it is foregoing the expertise and advisement of state and federal wildlife professionals in pursuing this political means to a desired outcome?
If the council is advocating for relocation of captured animals, how do they plan to ensure the health and safety of wildlife that currently occupy the area and the animal that is relocated?
Does council request Assemblyman Van Drew replace the established and regulated practices of the predator removal program with un-vetted alternative practices? How will alternatives be vetted and monitored to ensure the wellbeing of captured and relocated animals? What is the long-term plan for these alternative practices? Where will the next captured animal go if territory is occupied?
Is the Borough prepared to take responsibility for unintended outcomes to human or wildlife health and safety and the federally mandated recovery programs for imperiled species?
What is the harm? That is for you to decide
 Response to accusations from Mr. Bright.
I feel it is important to respond for the record to the accusations against the Institute.
I am not aware of any threats directed towards Mr. Bright by the Institute or its employees/volunteers. In fact, Institute personnel have been specifically instructed not to engage with Mr. Bright on this issue given its emotionally charged nature.  To date I believe that all communications with Mr. Bright regarding his allegations that the Institute is involved with the trapping program have been handled by the Institute’s Board Chair.
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A cease and desist order was issued but not directed to Mr. Bright so you I do not know how he is aware of its contents. I will not go into details regarding the specifics of the letter due to a concern about protecting the confidentiality as to the identity of the recipient of such letter. However, the sole purpose of the letter was to stop the spread of false information specific designed to harm the reputation of the Institute and its programs.

Margaret Leisenring - 9600 First Avenue speaking as Chair of the Archival Committee of the Stone Harbor Museum. Recently we received a packet of information from Rose Wells. In the packet there was a newspaper article about fox hunting in Stone Harbor. It shows a picture of a gentleman holding up a fox he had killed in Stone Harbor. We have killed foxes in Stone Harbor in the past without using traps.
