Ron Soldano – Ocean View, N.J. looking for an update on the dredging of Hereford Inlet. Mayor said some Mayors went to meet with the Secretary of the Interior and at that time we were told he was in agreement with us in the interpretation on getting the sand from Hereford Inlet. What we have done since then is on December 12th the three municipalities, Stone Harbor, Avalon and North Wildwood drafted a letter to the Congressman and asked him to follow up. The Mayor reached out today to see if there has been any further movement and there has been none. 
Bob Ashman – 10301 First Avenue – comment in the Work Session you talked about Shared Services in the school districts. That idea is not really new. About 15 years ago when he was on the Planning Board, the County and the State put a guy down here as a pilot for a year or two and called him a County School Superintendent. He was looking at consolidation. Seemed to have died out. One of the things we can do, if we see this coming is come up with our own idea of a consolidation district. That might be Avalon, Stone Harbor and Wildwood, they have a high school in Wildwood, it would be the same size about 1,500 kids. A lot cheaper going that way than hooking up with Middle.
