A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING RENEWAL OF A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOROUGH OF AVALON, CITY OF SEA ISLE CITY AND BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR FOR UTILITZING OF THE COMCAST LOCAL ACCESS CHANNEL FOR A THREE  (3) YEAR TERM COMMENCING APRIL 1, 2020 THROUGH MARCH 31, 2022.

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A 40:8A-3 authorizes municipalities to enter into agreements for the purpose of exchanging, sharing and cooperating with regard to services common to said communities through Shared Services Agreements; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Avalon, City of Sea Isle City and Borough of Stone Harbor have each adopted Municipal Consent Ordinances consenting to the renewal of a Cable Franchise with Comcast for the provision of cable television services in each of their respective communities; and

WHEREAS, the franchise agreements between each of the municipalities and Comcast provide that the Borough of Avalon, City of Sea Isle City and Borough of Stone Harbor will be provided with a local access channel to be used for the benefit of all three municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor entered into a Shared Services Agreement with the Borough of Avalon and the City of Sea Isle City for utilization of the Comcast Local Access Channel since 2009; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Avalon, the City of Sea Isle City and the Borough of Stone Harbor agree that it would be in their best interest to continue to allocate the time that each municipality shall be permitted to utilize air time on the local access channel for programming specific to its municipality for an additional three (3) year term commencing April 1, 2020 through March 31, 2022.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. The Whereas Clauses of the preamble are incorporated herein by this reference.

2. WHEREAS, a bid was received on March 31, 2020 with reference to the above captioned project (D&A Project # SH-C-015) from Asphalt Paving Systems, Inc. 500 N. Egg Harbor Road, Hammonton, N.J. 08037, in the amount of $ 882,600.00, a copy of which is attached which specifications are hereby incorporated herein and made a part hereof by reference, all in accordance with the Local Public Contracts Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-1 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, upon review, the Borough Engineer finds the cost to be fair and reasonable based upon the following:

1. The costs are similar to other recent public bid projects.

2. The overall total cost are less than two (2) of our previously prepared engineer’s estimates of construction costs.

WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law, at N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1), provides that a contract, the price of which exceeds the current bid threshold, may be negotiated and awarded without public bidding if the subject matter of the contract consists of: “(gg) a contract for the provision of… a wastewater treatment system as defined in (N.J.S.A. 40A:11-15 (19) or any component part of parts thereof” and

WHEREAS, said improvements are a component part of the wastewater treatment system that is operated by the Borough of Stone Harbor (as contemplated by section (gg) of

N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(1) set forth above; and

WHEREAS, the Chief Financial Officer has determined that sufficient funds are available as evidenced by the Chief Financial Officer’s Certification attached hereto.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, duly assembled in public session this 7th day of April, 2020, as follows;

1. That the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated herein by reference;

DISCUSSION – 

OEM Coordinator Report – JT LaKose – gave a report on the latest developments on the Pandemic – We have seen a spike in the cases in Cape May County in the past week. The Borough has make two significant decisions this week, one on the Short Term Rentals. The County has prohibited all short term rentals, until May 22nd and the Governor has given it to each Municipality to deal with on a local level. The Borough has also closed all beaches and the Borough Marina. He assured everyone that these decisions were not made lightly. 

Mayor’s Report

As you know it has been three weeks since our last Council meeting.  A lot has transpired since then Country wide, Statewide and here in Stone Harbor.  This situation is unprecedented and there is no rule book.
I am in daily contact with our administrator who is in constant contact with our Council members, department heads and professionals.  I am in contact with the OEM Coordinator daily.  In addition, I am in contact with County officials on two standing weekly conference calls – one is the County Coronavirus Task Force call which is led by the County Health Officer and Office of Emergency Management.  The other is a weekly County Department Head conference call led by the County Administrator and Freeholder Director.  In addition, I participate in periodic County Mayors conference calls facilitated by the County Administrator.  

I remain in contact with the president of the Chamber of Commerce to keep communication flowing between the Borough and the business community. In anticipation of the restrictions we are putting in place today I contacted the owners of all the hotels in town and upper management of the Reeds.  All the establishments essentially had made the decision already to cancel reservations in April and early May.  I spoke with the president of the Stone Harbor Property Owners Association yesterday and he will facilitate communicating these new restrictions to homeowners through that organization.  They have already elected to cancel their Spring general membership meeting that was scheduled for early June.

The Council committees continue to meet as needed via Zoom.  The Flood Mitigation Committee continues to meet via Zoom. 
The Zoning and Planning Board meetings scheduled in April have been canceled.  I anticipate those meetings to be back on the Borough schedule in May. 
To our residents and homeowners – believe me, we understand the magnitude of the restrictions we are putting into place for the next several weeks.   These restrictions are being enacted to protect the health and welfare of our community.   We all must abide by the Governor’s Executive order and limit our movements to essential travel only.  Non-essential travel unnecessarily increases the likelihood that people will interact with people outside of their household.  We are all watching the number of positive cases climb in this county.  On March 31 Cape May County had a reported 26 cases.  On April 6 Cape May County had a reported 99 cases.  Numbers tripled in less than a week.  Cape Regional Hospital is erecting a tent in their parking lot. We have a serious outbreak of coronavirus in a nursing home in our County – 27 reported cases to date. Twelve of those cases are staff.  We can very well assume there are many people walking about who have coronavirus however are asymptomatic and are unknowingly spreading the virus.  
Recommendations currently are to wear a mask when in public such as at the grocery store or the pharmacy.  We have been told repeatedly by every level of government National, State and County that the next two to three weeks are crucial to containing this virus.  Now is the time to be vigilant and to come together. Remember that the actions you take today, that I take today, are to not only protect ourselves but most importantly to protect those among us who are most vulnerable and most susceptible to falling ill and dying.  As you and I maneuver through this unprecedented crisis, I beg all of you to do it with dignity, kindness and compassion and with an eye to the future.  A future where we all emerge from this as one community - healthy, happy and thankful to have our lives and our town back.  

I would like to take a moment here to say a sincere thank you to all of our First Responders, our Public Works personnel, our Administrative staff and our Department Heads who are diligently doing their jobs and keeping this town running under these extreme circumstances.   And thank you, Borough Administrator Bob Smith, for your commitment to your position.  We started working with Bob at the end of January and at the beginning of March this crisis began.  Bob’s leadership has proven to be invaluable to the borough and gives new meaning to the phrase “trial by fire.”   

Please, everyone…stay safe, stay healthy, stay home, save lives.
