HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Cheryl Peters – 11617 Paradise Drive – liked the new format, very informational, applaud the information. Spoke about her email to the Borough, wants to welcome everyone to our beaches but should be done fairly, everyone should be required to have a tag.

Lisa Hickman 143 – 95th Street – 95th Street is a crowed beach, often no checkers there. Thanked the Borough for the cross walk at 95th and Second Avenue, much safer. Asked if one could be placed at 95th and First, so many going to the beach there. Asked why we need a bathroom at that beach when we have new bathrooms on Second Avenue, a block away. Mayor said with the amount of people at those beaches, she feels we need to provide those amenities there.

Darrick Mix – 27 Weber Court – Before the beaches were closed he walked every day and observed everyone complying with the social distancing. There were no problems. He was surprised we closed the beaches, was it a panic reaction.  Mayor said we were the last to close, were told the three weeks coming would be the highest in cases. We didn’t want to become a destination for people coming just to travel here. As far as resident tags, not sure they are legal and wouldn’t want to have our beaches only open to residents.

DISCUSSION – 
REPORT FROM THE MAYOR’

Let me start by again thanking the Borough employees who continue to work and keep the Borough government functioning efficiently.   It is not an easy task under these circumstances.  Special thanks to our first responders – the Police Department, Fire Department and EMS.   These employees are certainly on the front lines and sacrifice daily for the residents of this town. 

Earlier today I was on a weekly County Coronavirus Task Force conference call.  County wide, to date, there has been 217 cases of Covid-19.  15 of those cases have resulted in death.  To date we have not had one positive case in Stone Harbor.  One other Cape May County community has had zero cases so far - Cape May Point.  Thank you to our residents for continuing to diligently adhere to the Governor’s Executive Orders.  Thank you for sheltering in place and for incorporating social distancing into your daily lives.  Although we see low numbers here in our County and in our neighboring Counties of Atlantic, Cumberland and Salem we still continue to see large numbers of infection in northern Counties and neighboring states.  This is a challenge for not only Stone Harbor as a community but our County as well.  This morning the hospital report did include that the number of patients hospitalized has shown a decrease as well as the number of patients on ventilators. That being said – Freeholder Director Thornton and County Health Officer Kevin Thomas both feel it is not the time to back off our restrictions nor lower our guard.  Not yet.  

We are all hearing and talking about “opening up.”   I think we all wonder exactly what “opening up” will look like not only nationally and State wide, but locally.    Although to some people this conversation is uncomfortable and even scary it is a conversation that we have to have and a plan we have to make.   Having the conversation does not mean we will pick a date, flip a switch and be back to business as usual.  I think we all agree it is in the best interest of the health and welfare of the residents of this community that we move slowly and carefully and not too hastily relax restrictions. Of course, we need to remember that the majority of restrictions in place are mandates from the State.  I talk daily to residents in town, Borough employees and members of our business community.  We, meaning myself and the members of Borough Council, are aware of your concerns and aware of the sacrifices you are making.  We will carefully monitor the data as we make decisions moving forward.  

It comes as no surprise to any of us that our economy, along with the rest of the County, relies on tourism and our County wide business community relies on our summer season.  Last Tuesday, April 14 the County formed a Business Recovery Task Force which is being led by Freeholder Vice Director and Sea Isle City Mayor Len Desiderio and Freeholder Will Morey. The task force is slated to have 7 to 9 members – however those members have yet to be announced.   The goal of this task force is to facilitate the reopening and sustaining of local County business.

As far as opening our beaches.  As everyone is aware all the beaches in the County are closed except for North Wildwood and Wildwood – and they have restrictions.  The OEM Coordinator closed our beaches two weeks today with a re-open date of May 5. You will recall that at that meeting I stated that County, State and National models predicted that this area would see the largest spike in positive Covid 19 cases in the following two to three weeks.  We are two weeks into that.  Two more weeks from today, if the data is positive, we can maintain that timeline and open our beaches.  It is my hope that this is conjunction with the opening of all the beaches throughout the County. 
The Freeholders held a meeting today with the 16 Cape May County Mayors as well as Legislative District One Assemblymen Simonsen and McClellan and Senator Testa to discuss what “opening” could look like. We discussed the opening of the beaches and the need for a regional and consistent response moving forward.  May 1 is a date that was mentioned by Ocean City Mayor Gillian.  A meeting was scheduled for Thursday, April 23 with the mayors who have beaches to discuss how and when the beaches will be opened.

I have been in contact with the chairs of the Planning Board and the Zoning Board.  Both Boards will meet in May as scheduled.  

In closing I would like to say thank you to the Bridgeman family for bathing their three hotels – The Colonial, The Seaward and the Stone Harbor Inn - in blue light to recognize the work being done and the sacrifices being made by our first responders and healthcare workers.  The hotels are lighting up the sky!  It is a reminder of what Stone Harbor is about – community, small town values and gratitude.

Please stay safe and stay home.  We have all come a long way.  It is certainly no time to quit now. 
JT – if beaches are to open, we must do it on concert with other municipalities. Mayor said we must move as a unit in Cape May County, everyone use the same restrictions. 

Mayor also announced that the Planning Board and Zoning Board will be meeting on schedule in May.

She also thanked the Bridgeman family for lighting up their motels in blue to honor first responders and health care workers.  This is what Stone Harbor is all about. 

Councilmember Dallahan said social distancing is why the curve has been flattened. We should not live in fear, Council should pick a date for opening the beaches, maybe May 1st and see if the other Mayors will agree. 

REPORT FROM OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Thanked our residents for their patience and being vigilance. The Mayor has authorized the opening of the Marina and boat ramp, please use social distancing. Marina boat slip will be opened according to PW manpower. Shore Term rentals prohibitions are still in effect. Also the ban on non-essential construction, no commercial projects, with some exceptions. Residential building limited to 5 persons on the site. County Coordinator meeting will be held April 21st.
