DISCUSSION – 

Mayor’s Report

Before I start my report, I would like to again acknowledge and thank the Borough Employees who continue to work under these circumstances making sure that the day to day operations of government continue.  Special thanks to the folks at Department of Public Works for continuing to get the job done.  Thanks to the administrative personnel for everything you do daily – both from home and from the office. Special thanks to the first responders – police, fire and emergency medical services for another two weeks of commitment to the health and safety of our residents and visitors.  I would also like to acknowledge those employees who are doing double duty.  By that I mean those employees who are doing their jobs for the Borough while also homeschooling their children.  Not an easy task and it is one that is going to continue.
(Mayor added: This situation changes on a dime.  Since this very meeting started, I have received two important pieces of information.  One, the Freeholders have rescinded the original resolution banning rentals and adopted a new resolution.  That resolution allows long term rentals – a rental LONGER than 30 days – effective May 11.  Short term rentals are permitted effective June 1.  Hotels/Motels may operate at 60% capacity effective June 1 and may go to 100% capacity June 22.  In addition, the Governor’s office is reviewing how beaches are to operate and MAY weigh in with guidelines.  I will share more on that as information comes in.)

By now I think most of you are aware that this Friday morning, May 8, our beaches will be open for exercise.  You may walk, run, fish and surf.  Hobie cats can be launched at the 123rd Street Beach in the manner outlined by ordinance.  Lifeguards will be monitoring the beach and ensuring that those they encounter are practicing social distancing, not congregating in groups, or violating any of the rules temporarily put in place. At this time, I am hopeful the beach will be open on Memorial Day weekend for sitting and sunbathing.  The State will be sharing guidelines on what this should like   I would like to emphasize the words AT THIS TIME. I would also like to emphasize that this depends upon a couple of things – the State guidelines as well as the ability of our Beach Patrol to effectively guard our beaches in a safe and professional manner as they have done in the past.   As everyone is aware this situation is fluid and we are constantly adjusting to changes in data and health reports.  I am hopeful that we will see a relaxation of the State “Stay At Home” order which we are all presently required by law to adhere to by the time Memorial Day Weekend arrives. I do anticipate that the one prohibition that will remain in place is the congregating of ten or more people in one group. 

It saddens me to report that the traditional American Legion Memorial Day Parade is canceled as well as the open house at the Legion Post that follows the parade.  In addition, the traditional opening of the beach for the summer season held at noon on Saturday on the 95th Street beach is canceled as well. The Fire Company’s annual recognition of Fallen Heroes will be closed to the public. The Farmer’s Market will open this summer however that opening is delayed until Sunday, June 21.  Five vendors have opted not to return to the Market this year which allows for more space between vendors.  We anticipate that a designated entrance and exit to the market will be set in the 200 block of 95th Street where the apron cuts the knee wall into the parking lot.  Shoppers will be able to move about the market in a counterclockwise fashion and exit at the same place allowing for new shoppers to enter.  

As I am sure most of you are aware the Governor announced yesterday that schools will stay closed through the remainder of the academic year.  Currently Executive Order 107 still remains in effect.  This is the  “Stay at home order” signed by the Governor on March 21 stating “all New Jersey residents shall remain at home or at their place of residence” unless they are leaving for what amounts to be essential reasons or to engage in outdoor exercise.  
The Cape May County Freeholder Board at their meeting today is considering a resolution with specific provisions noted in it for short term rentals, occupancy limits and various dates.  As soon as I know more on this, I will share it with the public. 

Executive Order 107 also lists those essential businesses which can remain open.  If your business does not fall into one of these categories than it is still under executive order to remain closed. The Executive Order specifically states that “the brick and mortar premises of all non-essential retail businesses must close to the public as long as this order remains in effect.”  We have started to see an uptick of non-essential businesses in town violating this order. According to the order these stores must be closed entirely, and only online delivery can continue. Non-essential retail stores cannot have shopping by appointment.  I am asking that you please not put our police officers in the situation where they need to advise you that you are in violation.  Our local police did not write these executive orders and prohibitions however they are required to enforce them.  I recognize the enormous economic hit that not only our Country and State are taking but our local businesses as well.  I recognize that out summer season is upon us and that our businesses remain under Executive Order to remain closed. I do believe it is time the State permitted our businesses to open with protocols that ensure the health and welfare of patrons while allowing the business to operate.   However – legally that is not my call. That is the Governor’s call.  We are a land of law and order.  I am asking our businesses to please not violate the Executive Order in place and force a police response.   It is my hope that relief will soon be given to non-essential businesses so they may open and conduct business.   Is my hope grounded in anything specific? It is.  It is grounded in two things, actually. 

One:

The Governor just today during his daily press briefing stated that non-essential businesses are being looked at right now and,  

Two:

Last meeting, I reported on the formation of the Cape May County Business Recovery Task Force that was created to facilitate the opening of Cape May County.   This task force is now called the Cape May County-Wide Recovery Initiative.  The mission of the Recovery Initiative is “to optimize and support economic recovery and the safe and thoughtful reopening of public places.”  As we are aware the Governor has spoken about creating a Statewide Plan to open New Jersey.  It is the mission of this task force to convince the Governor that a regional approach to opening New Jersey makes more sense than a Statewide plan.  Cape May County is remarkably different than Bergen County, Hudson County, Essex County and other northern counties within the state.  I am hopeful that the Governor and his closest advisors agree that this regional approach makes sense.
Who is on the task force and what have they done?  As I reported two weeks ago the task force is chaired by two freeholders, Will Morey and Lenny Desiderio.  In addition, representatives from the following industries are on the task force:  Agriculture and Wineries, Breweries, Campgrounds, Commercial Fishing, Construction and Building, Lodging, Real Estate, Retail, Restaurants, Sightseeing and Party Boats and Technology.  The County Planning Board, County Department of Economic Development and County Department of Tourism are represented as well. Also, at the table is the President of the Cape May County Chamber of Commerce representing a multitude of small businesses throughout the County.  It is important to emphasize that the Task Force consulted with the Department of Health and Cape Regional Medical Center during deliberations and while crafting a proposal for Cape May County to re-open.   A proposal was forwarded to the Governor and his Chief of Staff today.   It is a thoughtful and progressive proposal that protects the health and welfare of County residents that also responsibly gets businesses up and running.  It is also noteworthy to share that the Seven Mile Island is represented by four different business owners from various industries – retail, construction, Sightseeing/Party Boats and personal care.  These businesses are the Fudge Kitchen, DL Miner, Miss Avalon and Salon Elite. 

I recognize and appreciate that residents have been under a Stay At Home order for 45 days now.  We all seemed to be locked in a surreal, apocalyptic world with no end in sight.  I assure you that local business leaders and elected officials throughout this County are working nonstop to save some semblance of our local economy and to restore some sense of normalcy while maintaining health, safety, and order.  Not an easy task.     

OFFICE OF THE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR J.T. LaKose – reported 379 positive cases in the County, 102 active cases, none in Stone Harbor. We have had 27 deaths in the County, 19 have been in long term care. Hopes our residents relax, and do the right thing. Hopes the businesses don’t push the envelope, it is not fair to others.   Appointment shopping is not permitted.
