WHEREAS, in accordance with Chapter 72 P.L. 1994, the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey does not need the Director of the Division of Local Government Services to approve the estimated tax levy listed on the attached Schedule A, which will enable the municipality to meet its financial obligations, maintain the tax collection rate, provide uniformity for tax payments and save the unnecessary cost of interest expenses on borrowing; and,

WHEREAS, Mott MacDonald, 211 Bayberry Drive, Suite 1A, Cape May Court House, N.J. 08210 has prepared a Proposal (copy attached) to provide NJDEP Water Allocation Permit for Construction DeWatering for the 93rd Street Stormwater Pump Station Project ; and
WHEREAS, SCOPE OF WORK AND COST PROPOSAL 

· Review available published data and complete hydrologic evaluations in support of project-specific BWA-002 application

· Review readily available aquifer data and well records to establish parameters to support the evaluation. Soil boring logs and laboratory test results from existing borings will be used to roughly predict the radius of influence and dewatering impact area.

· Prepare a hydrogeologic report in support of the application and provide necessary hydrogeologic data to prepare the necessary BWA-002 application form. 

· Prepare supporting documentation and the required NJDEP permit applications and submit to the appropriate programs. All permit fees are assumed to be paid directly by the Borough of Stone Harbor and therefore we have not included these fees in our cost proposal. The application fees are unknown at this time and cannot be determined until the monthly allocation has been calculated. Depending on the size of the application, the permit fee could be as much as $18,925. The Borough would be able to pay the fee in three installments pursuant to N.J.S.A. 13:1D-124. 

· Coordinate with the permit programs and provide typical follow-up to department inquiries. Should the agency require significant additional submissions, we will inform the Borough of the anticipated costs prior to completion.

PROPOSAL to complete the scope of work outlined above for the lump sum amount of $19,400.

DESIGNATED PROTECTED BATHING BEACHES – 2020

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor periodically receives reports from its Borough Beach Patrol Captain and Borough lifeguards relating to the proper location of bathing beaches in the Borough of Stone Harbor; and

WHEREAS, the information submitted to Mayor and Council for the year 2009 is that some changes to the distribution of bathing beaches should be made.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey that pursuant to Section 156-5 (B) of the Revised General Ordinances 2005 of the Borough of Stone Harbor, protected beaches shall be located at 8lst Street, 83rd Street, 86th Street, 87th Street, 90th Street, 93rd Street, 94th Street, 95th Street, 96th Street, l00th Street, l02nd Street, l03rd Street, l05th Street, l08th Street, 110th Street, 112th Street, 113th Street, 116th Street, 117th Street, l20th Street and 122nd Street.  Additionally, the lifeguard captain, or his designated assistant, shall have the right during operations on a daily basis to move each bathing beach up to one-half block in either direction in order to take advantage of the best local conditions at the beach site.  The lifeguard captain or his designated assistant, may also close a beach due to adverse weather conditions or lack of personnel, or for any other appropriate reason. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the use of surfboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at the beaches at 8lst Street (no swimming) and ll0th Street (no swimming) only, and all surfers shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time. Also, the use of stand up paddleboards (with leashes attached) shall be permitted at 81st street only, and all users of stand up paddle boards shall be required to comply with the directions of the lifeguards based upon local conditions at the time.  Kayaks and NJ Registered Catamarans will be permitted at l22nd Street through 126th Street only, and life jackets must be worn at all times while in the water.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that rafts and body boards (not surfboards) shall be permitted at all protected beaches, except 8lst, 86th, 110th, 112th and 122nd Streets. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that selected protected beaches shall begin to open on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end and shall be open through the Monday of Labor Day week-end.  Post-season protected beaches will be open only if qualified personnel are available. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that beach tags shall be required for all beaches commencing on the Saturday of Memorial Day week-end thru the Monday of Labor Day week-end.

DISCUSSION – 
Mayor’s Report

As always, I will begin my report with a sincere thank you to all of the Borough employees who continue to make sure the business of Stone Harbor is conducted.  Today that thank you and acknowledgement goes a little deeper…  We lost one of our employees just yesterday …Patti Wagner… after a long and hard fought battle with cancer.   Patti started working for the Borough in December of 1994.  She worked for us for 26 years and six months.  Over the years she worked in the Finance Office, was a certified tax collector and was a long time secretary to the Planning Board.  Patti loved her job with the Borough and loved this town.  While she was sick her colleagues, fellow Stone Harbor employees, rallied around her -helping with doctor’s appointments, chemo treatments, house cleaning and dog walking.  That support and care epitomizes the relationship our employees have with one another and their shared loved of this town.  Every day I am more proud to be a part of this team.  Those who knew Patti can attest to the fact she was a force to be reckoned with!  In the end she did it her way.  She came to work as long as she could. Long after many would have given in.   Patti peacefully died at home – where she wanted to be.  She will be missed.

As everyone is now well aware our beaches will be open this weekend for sunbathing, sitting, relaxing, etc. You will recall that I reported at the last Council meeting that we were awaiting guidelines from the Governor’s Office in this regard.  Following the announcement last week the Governor signed Executive Order 143 that outlines the long awaited guidelines. So, what are they? 

We are mandated to put “capacity management” strategies in place.  Certain aspects of the Executive Order are required while other aspects may or may not be employed.  We will be requiring beach tags which is in and of itself “capacity management.”  We will not be limiting the number of tags we are selling so please do not think you need to rush to town to purchase your tags.  We are beginning capacity management by focusing on those beaches that are most crowded.  The most crowded beach in town is the two to three block area right off 95th Street.  We will be closing the parking lots at that beach. The north side lot will be closed completely.  Only Borough employees and handicapped parking will be permitted in the south side lot.  Again, let me remind you – we are mandated to employ capacity management.  This two block area can not contain the capacity that it traditionally sees. The bathrooms will be open with signage limiting the use to one person or one family at a time.  Social distancing markers will be put in place to handle lines and facilitate proper distancing.
All beaches will have signage reminding folks to set up their space six feet from those around them.  We will monitor 80-82nd Street beaches and 123rd Street beach to see if the parking there needs to be restricted as well.  Another crowded beach is 100th Street – Century Beach.  We will monitor that as well.  In addition to signage we will be using recreation employees and tag checkers to be eyes and ears.  Lifeguards will be placed at protected beaches in a fashion that complies with the Executive Order. There is room on our beaches to spread out beach goers.  We anticipate cooperation. We will not be having taggers walk along the beach approaching groups and selling tags.  Taggers will be placed at beach entrances where they can check tags from six or more feet away.  As most of you probably already know – pre-paid tags can be picked up at the 82nd Street Rec Building.  Full transactions will be done at the 95th Street Beach Tag booth.  Protocols to keep employees and residents safe will be in place. We are looking at adding other locations to buy tags however they have yet to be identified. 
In accordance with the Executive Order the pavilions at the beaches will be closed.  

At the April 7 Council meeting we passed a resolution that extended free parking until May 20.  That date was chosen so should we decide it was necessary to extend it we would do that tonight at this meeting.  No action was taken on the resolution.  Therefore, starting Friday, May 22 meters will be in effect.  Public works will be preparing the stand alone meters and the kiosks will be programmed to start on Friday.   This gives us two days to get the word out that the meters are going on.   

The Administrator is devising a plan to open Borough Hall to the public – by appointment only.  The plan at this point is to use the door of 95th Street which was once the library.  A table and a plastic shield can be set up and appointments be accommodated. Masks will be required.  More information on this will become available once a procedure is in place. 

Public Works installed a plastic shield at the front desk at Borough Hall as well as a window at the Clerk’s office in anticipation of the future and the building eventually being open.  

I attended a Zoom meeting on Saturday, May 9 for the Chamber of Commerce.  A lot of information was shared with their members.  Many of their questions were answered.  I continue to be in contact with the Chamber President, Maggie Day, on a daily basis. Maggie is actively working with the County Task Force and daily she is advocating for our business community.  I made it clear at the Chamber meeting and I will reiterate that here – in my opinion non-essential retail businesses should be permitted to open with protocols in place.  However, that is not my call, that is not Council’s call.  Every day I tune into the Governor’s Press briefings hoping to hear him say it is time. It was not said today.
The Cape May County Department of Health has kicked off their “ Six Feet Saves” health education campaign. This campaign consists of trained social distance ambassadors.  They are walking on the boardwalks and shopping areas with educational materials for anyone who would like them.  They will be in Stone Harbor on this Friday, May 22nd from 10:00a.m.- 12:00 p.m., weather permitting.  They will only give out information to those who would like it or request it.   They will wear masks and gloves.  They will change out gloves in between individuals with proper hand hygiene practices.   They do not stop or enforce anyone if they aren’t social distancing or wearing masks. They will have some masks available to give to the general public if someone would like one. There will be two County Health Educators there and the others are Medical Reserve Corps Volunteers. The volunteers all received training.  They will set up outside of the County Chamber Welcome Center on 96th Street.
The last two weeks felt different to me.  The anxiety is palpable.  On March 9 the Governor declared a State of Emergency and a Public Health Emergency.  Schools were closed on March 18. On March 21 the Governor enacted the Stay At Home order. Non-essential businesses were ordered to close. That same date restaurants were ordered to do take out only. We all thought that would be for a 30-day period.  Here we are on day 59 of that order, day 62 of the school closure and day 71 of the Public Health Emergency.   The impact of this pandemic will be felt for a long time to come as far as our economy, our personal lives, our social lives and our professional lives.  I will reiterate this – we all thought that Stay At Home Order would be for 30 days. We all felt we could do it and we signed on. Please stay with me. This community is made up of so many folks who not only want to see it come back as we all knew it, but they will fight to get it back intact - as quaint and as charming and as wonderful as it always has been.  It sounds cliché however it is true – we are in this together – year round residents, second homeowners, business owners, vacationers, visitors, employees.    Although our personal experiences differ our feelings do not.  We are all full of anxiety, fear, uncertainty, even disbelief.  Please be mindful of those around you.  Town is filling up.  Things are changing.  Change brings more anxiety. Some people welcome it, some are nervous, even afraid.  Be respectful to all.  Please, carry a mask with you at all times.  If not for yourself for your neighbor.   Help lessen their fear.  We all know fear.   If you cannot maintain that six-foot distance please put a mask on.  No, this is not a law and Stone Harbor does not plan to make it a law.  This is an act of kindness.  We are in this together as a community and we will come out of this together as a community.  And let me assure you again - this town is in good hands.  Our public safety officials are not only trained and experienced and the best at what they do – they are committed to this community and to each and every one of us.  As are all of our employees.   We will adapt and we will persevere.   And will do it together.
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REPORT FROM OFFICE OF EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT – Thanked our residents for their patience and being vigilance. He reported the administrative order in place for beach restrictions will expire May 22nd. No more orders coming from us, everything will come from State and we will go by Executive Order 143.
