A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE CITY OF NORTH WILDWOOD AND THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR FOR UNIFORM CONSTRUCTION CODE INSPECTIONS IN INSTANCES OF CONFLICTS OF INTEREST 

WHEREAS, the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1, et seq., authorizes municipalities to enter into agreements for the exchange and sharing of services; and

WHEREAS, the Regulations for the New Jersey Uniform Construction Code (the “Regulations”) are found in the New Jersey Administrative Code at N.J.A.C. 5:23-1.1, et seq: and

WHEREAS, the Regulations, at N.J.A.C. 5:23-4.5 (j), define various scenarios as a conflict of interest for local construction officials and sub-code inspectors and indicate that in the event of a conflict of interest the affected official or inspector shall not perform an inspection; and

WHEREAS, the Stone Harbor Construction Official has advised the North Wildwood Construction Official of anticipated conflicts of interest situations arising and, therefore, has requested that the North Wildwood Construction Official and North Wildwood sub-code inspectors conduct inspections in Stone Harbor when the Stone Harbor Construction Official or sub-code inspectors otherwise are prevented from conducting inspections by reason of the existence of a conflict of interest situation; and

WHEREAS, Stone Harbor Borough Council has determined that the exchange and sharing of Uniform Construction Code inspection services with the City of North Wildwood  as proposed, is fair and equitable and serves the best interest and the health and welfare of the residents of each community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, on this 2nd  day of June, 2020, as follows:

1. The preamble of this Resolution is hereby adopted and incorporated by reference by  the Borough of Stone Harbor;

DISCUSSION – 

Mayor’s Report

Difficult to believe another two weeks has already gone by.  As always – I want to start with thanking the Borough employees for working through yet another two weeks under these unprecedented conditions.  We are experiencing personnel changes along with carrying out the daily mission of conducting the business of the Borough.  Not an easy task and one that puts increased pressure on our employees.  I am proud of how they are all stepping up to that challenge every day.  
In the last couple of days we have asked our residents, visitors and business owners to be patient with our Department of Public Works as they face challenges filling seasonal positions and keeping up with not only the increased workload that accompanies increased occupancy in town – but also the challenges associated with incorporating COVID19 restrictions along with their daily tasks.  We are aware that trash collection has been a struggle.  The Director of Public Works is confident this issue will be addressed quickly – hopefully within a week or so.  
Special thanks to our public safety employees and department heads. Again – I could not be more thankful for the dedication and professionalism of our public safety team.  Last night several of our officers were in Rio Grande alongside the Middle Township Police Department with a demonstration in the name of George Floyd. The demonstration was peaceful, respectful and showed the power of community. As we all continue to struggle with what is happening in our country, we can find comfort in the fact that merely looking a few miles to the west we saw our neighbors acknowledge the issues of racial divide and inequality in a manner that with commitment will result in change and progress.  This county is very fortunate that the Chief of Middle Township Police Department, Christopher Leusner, is also the President of the NJ State Chiefs of Police Association.  His leadership and representation of Cape May County has been remarkable not only last night but throughout this pandemic.

Memorial Day weekend is behind us.  I know it was not easy for our Business Community to endure that holiday weekend under State imposed restrictions.  Thank you for your cooperation.  It could not have been easy for any of you.  Hopefully the approval of the Special Event Application tonight provides some relief in between now and June 15, the day you can finally open your brick and mortar stores to the public. 

Borough Hall opened yesterday, June 1, to the public with COVID19 restrictions.  Business can be conducted within Borough Hall – however an appointment is required. The front door will remain locked.  All those entering Borough Hall must wear a face covering.  The details of how to make an appointment and other COVID19 restrictions can be found on our website.
Beach Patrol Captain Sandy Bosacco advised today that everything has been going well on the beach since they were opened on Friday, May 22.  Everyone is being respectful and practicing social distancing both in the water and on the sand.  Here’s good news…we are better staffed this year than prior years as guards who would usually be in school are now available.  As a result, all our dedicated protected beaches are open for swimming – usually at this time of year that is not the case.  This is helping us with mandated capacity management and keeping beach goers effectively spread out. 

Pavilions at 88th, 95th and 101st Street have been opened to allow for handicapped access.

Beach tag sales are down significantly.  Last year through May 31 revenue from tags sales totaled $555,100.  This year, through May 31 sales total $243,316.  The difference totals $311,794.     
At the Recreation Department Pickleball and Tennis started yesterday.  Based on the report I received from our Recreation Director, Tina Pricket, it went well.  20 courts were reserved throughout the day accommodating 44 pickleball players and 20 tennis players. Courts were staffed 8am to 8pm at both 96th Street and 82nd Street.    Reservations are required for all time slots.  Details on how to make your reservations and the protocols for engaging in safe play can be found on the recreation website.  It is an easy one to remember - StoneHarborRecreation.com. The Recreation Director also shared that the Borough is the recipient of a $3000 USTA (United States Tennis Association) Recovery Grant to help defray the costs of re-opening and operating our facility under COVID19 protocols.  

Boot Camp classes begin this Saturday, June 5 and will continue Saturdays and Sundays, as well as Monday, Wednesday, and Friday.  Reservations and prepayment are required.  Class sizes are limited to under 25 so two classes will be offered – 8-845am and 9am-945.   This can be done on the fitness app called MindBody.  Regulars of this very popular class will see changes that keep you safe - however it will remain the quality class participants have grown to love! As other classes begin at the Recreation Department, we will let the public know.  The indoor facilities remain closed. Only outdoor activities are permitted at this time.
Executive Order 149 issued on May 30 permits Youth Camps to begin on July 6.  The Recreation Department will be fine tuning our programs to comply with restrictions.  Once that has been completed registration can begin.  Please keep checking back with the Recreation website for updates and requirements.  

Last Tuesday, May 26, the Cape May County Freeholder Board modified their resolution addressing short term rentals.  As you will remember that resolution permitted short term rentals and hotels and motels to operate at 60% capacity beginning June 1.  The change allowed for the start to move from June 1 to May 27. This was in time for our local hotels and motels to take reservations for this past weekend.   

This morning on the weekly conference call of the Cape May County Coronavirus Task Force we received good news.  Hospitalizations of COVID19 patients throughout the State are down, including at Cape Regional.  Presently there are fourteen patients in Cape Regional being treated for the virus. Cape May County is averaging seven new cases per day – the lowest number in the State.  Stone Harbor has had one case since this began.  County wide there has been 638.  Hospital personnel on the call advised that the number of overall patients treated over Memorial Day weekend was below average compared to the past.  

As most of you are aware just yesterday the Governor authorized the opening of non-essential retail businesses and outdoor dining beginning June 15. A light at the end of the tunnel!   We are awaiting the actual Executive Orders so businesses will know what protocols to put in place.  Restaurants will be provided guidelines as well.  This should be outlined in Executive Order 150 which has yet to be distributed.  

We are doing our very best to keep our website and our Frequently Asked Questions current.  Jenny Olson, Director of Tourism and Public Information is working seven days a week to get information out as quickly as it comes in.  As everyone is aware – this situation changes daily and changes quickly. I am hopeful that once businesses open and restaurants resume on site dining, we can settle in and enjoy summer.  

Please, be kind and respectful of everyone you encounter.   Always have a face covering with you and be ready to wear it when you are unable to achieve the recommended six-foot distance.  When the stores do open you will be required to wear a mask inside to shop.  Put that mask on and shop local! Our business community needs us. 

OFFICE OF THE EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COORDINATOR J.T. LaKose – reported tropical storm heading North, wanted to remind everyone we are in hurricane season.  Watching for Executive Order 150, will review when it comes out. 

POLICE CHIEF SCHUTTA – Understands the fear and anxiety everyone is feeling, wants to assure everyone the Police Department has a response plan in place for any event that mirrors the plans in all other departments. His department was in Rio Grande and Ocean City this week and the events were successful and peaceful. Remember if you see or hear something that upsets you call for the Police to investigate.
