DISCUSSION – 

Ordinance Open Display – Open Alcohol -Mayor explained that the Outdoor Dining Ordinance was introduced two weeks ago and it has come to our attention that this new Ordinance doesn’t conform with our open alcohol ordinance, where alcohol is prohibited on public property. We need to add another exception to 134-9 In order for them to comply with each other. We have an exception now that alcohol can be consumed in connection with a special event and we have to add another exemption that it can be consumed with an outdoor dining permit. 
After a long discussion by the Mayor and each of the Councilmembers it was decided to bring the Ordinance up for Introduction in the Regular Meeting. 

Mayor reported a Resolution will be in the Regular Meeting to extend the time a business registration is due to August 1, 2020 and late fee will no longer apply.

Closure of 96th Street – More discussion about the pros and cons of closing 96th Street.  Will be discussed in the Regular Meeting so the public will have input.
