WHEREAS, On July 2nd, 2020 the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor approved Ordinance No. 1568 which established the regulations and process for obtaining an outdoor dining license; and 

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 1568 section 380-5 Borough Approval of Outdoor Dining Licenses, provides the Zoning Officer with the power to approve or deny Outdoor Dining Licenses based on the criteria set forth in the ordinance with his discretion; and 

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 1568 section 380-10 Amendments; allows Borough Council of the 
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Borough of Stone Harbor to amend the ordinance by resolution during times of economic uncertainty or when circumstances require it; and

WHEREAS, on June 3rd, 2020, Governor Murphy signed Executive Order 150 which allows outdoor dining to begin on June 15th, 2020, along with an Executive Directive from the New Jersey Department of Health outlining health and safety standards.

WHEREAS, the Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor previously adopted Ordinance 1568, which modifies Section 380 of the Stone Harbor Code (Outdoor Dining); and 

WHEREAS, modifications and interpretations of said Ordinance are permitted by Resolution pursuant to section 380-10 of same. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor that the Zoning Officer is hereby deemed, pursuant to Ordinance number 1568, to be empowered to exercise his discretion as follows:

1. The Zoning Officer may approve Outdoor Dining Licenses in areas where tables might not have previously been permitted. This may encompass areas including, but not limited to, parking lots owned by dining establishments. In conjunction with that approval the Zoning Officer, in his discretion, may permit additional umbrellas or tents to be erected in those areas for a period of time to be determined by the Zoning Officer, provided the same comport with applicable public safety requirements.

Tuesday, June 16, 2020

As I have been doing since April, I will begin my report with thanking all of the Borough employees for yet another two weeks of  professionalism and commitment to their jobs.   As we are all aware as soon as it appears things may be settling in a change comes along!  Our employees are rolling with those changes and doing a great job.   All employees began working their normal hours this morning.  After two weeks of engaging the public by appointment Borough employees are now gearing up to have Borough Hall open to the public officially – through the front door  – on Monday, June 22. Special thanks to our Construction & Zoning Official Ray Poudrier who has been working with the restaurants to get their outdoor dining applications approved in time to open yesterday.  Several restaurants are still in the process of applying for permits.  At this time there is no indication when the Governor will allow even limited indoor seating.

In addition to the allowance of changes in retail and restaurants openings there has been significant changes made to recreation and athletic programs.  You heard from our Recreation Director who outlined programming being added. While increasing the number of programs and permitted activities takes place – so do the protocols that must be followed to keep everyone safe and healthy as we start to interact with one another.  I am asking those who participate in our programs to be both patient and cooperative as the Recreation Department carefully reviews the mandates of the Department of Health that were issued just yesterday - and structures programming 
accordingly.  It is still early in the summer.  And please, cooperate with recreation staff.  
They are tasked with monitoring the protocols in place and are simply doing their jobs when they remind you to put on a face covering or leave an area.   
The Recreation Director did meet with the OEM Coordinator and they went over all the recreation programs making sure protocols and guidelines are adhered to. 

This morning we received encouraging news on the weekly Coronavirus Task Force Call with the Cape May County Health Department.  Today there is seven cases of Covid19 in Cape Regional.  Cape Urgent Care is conducting 110 tests per day.  This week the Health Department reported a 2% positivity rate among those tested.  Three weeks ago, the positivity rate was 10%.  Although this news is all good the County Health Officer did remind us that there were ten deaths due to Covid19 last week here in cape May County and advised us that we are to continue to keep our guard up.  The virus is still here, and we need to remain careful, follow protocols and stay healthy.
