PUBLIC SAFETY – Councilmember Dallahan

No report 
Fire Department – Chief Stanford reported for the month of May - 34 fire calls, 46 EMS calls. Fire calls consisted of 1 building fire, 5 cooking fires, 1 mulch fire, 1 dumpster fire, 4 medical assists, 1 watercraft rescue, 1 hazardous condition, 3 natural gas leaks, 6 arching wires, 1 cover assignment and 9 alarms.  
Police Department - Chief Schutta reported 1 arrest for the month. In personnel, applications for full time hiring will be over July 1st and process of choosing a new patrolman will start in August. Class I schooling has begun and will graduate in August. COVID compliance has been excellent, he thanks all the merchants for their cooperation and with their mutual understanding and because of this no summons have been issued. 

Beach Patrol – Captain Bosacco – Beaches protected starting Memorial Day Weekend Saturday, May 23rd. On May 24th tryouts were held and 17 were selected. No issues on the beach with social distancing, everyone seems to comply. He is adding 4 extra stands so swimmers can spread out. Anchoring devices for beach umbrellas were discussed at committee meeting and should be discussed in Council for a possible Ordinance. 

OEM Spoke about umbrellas being properly anchored and the problems they can cause on a windy beach.  Thought we might look for an Ordinance change and/or addition. 
RECREATION & TOURISM Councilmember Gensemer – reported Recreation & Tourism Committee met on Friday, June 5, 2020. 
Recreation Director – Tina Prickett – department working at 100% capacity, pickleball and tennis open 8 am – 8 pm – 7 days a week.  You must bring your own equipment, there is no organized play at this time. All playgrounds are close. She announced all the programs that will be approved this evening and camps will start on July 6th. Sport clinics and art & craft will start July 6th also.

Tourism Director – Update on Farmers Market, starting June 21st. Will have grand opening 
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Sunday at 8 am. We will have 27 vendors and there will be restrictions. Single entrance, number of people in the market will be restricted and masks and social distancing will be required. A new face book page has been introduced concerning the Farmers Market.   
NATURAL RESOURCES
Dr. Stu Farrell – report on conditions of our beach

Dr. Farrell spoke about the 2019 Annual Report on the condition of the municipal beaches.  His report included Beach Monitoring Program Methodology, Engineered Beach Performance, Shoreline Changes Total Sand Volume Changes and included Individual Site Descriptions. The entire report is on file in the Borough Clerk’s office.
DISCUSSION – 

Lot Grading Ordinance – Paul Kates – Planning Board Engineer stated this Ordinance began in the Flood Mitigation Committee.  Grass between the curb and sidewalks is part of it but was not approved by the Planning Board.  The Planning Board is still working on this and Paul Kates went over each section of the Ordinance and highlighted the changes. Borough Engineer Marc DeBlasio spoke about the retaining wall section and said he will need direction from Council on what the wall should be made of.  
Prohibit grass between Sidewalk & Curb –discussion about different types of rocks, or stones that could be placed between the sidewalk and curb replacing grass.  The problem of wasted water and the use of different types of sprinklers and soaker hoses was discussed.  Also the use of pesticides if rocks or stones were placed in that area and the run-off in to the sewer system. No decision or recommendation was made and this area will have to be further discussed.  
Beach Patrol Building Borough Engineer Marc DeBlasio and Architect Bill McLees led the discussion about the plans for the new building. This project began in August 2019. In order to possibly save money, a modular building has been suggested and will be explored. Bill McLees said he has done research on modular and pole type buildings and explained that it may not be a good fit. Also the problem of prevailing wage on a Borough project was discussed. 

Mayor – Borough has to do due diligence, we own the land, is spending 2.1 million viable or not?

Krafczek – explore 1 or 2 modular companies.

Parzych – it is custom building, will need to stand the test of time, are we willing to take the risk with a stick building.

Rich – Sandy needs a new building, build a strong building on the beach.

Dallahan – we talked to 2 modular companies and they are not interested. We have covered that. 

Moore – Depends on what the modular companies say.

Gensemer – project was flawed, was budget based, going on 5 months. Not happy with the price, should have started with a budget. 
Everyone agreed if there is a modular company interested, the Borough should talk to them.
