Mayor’s Report

Tuesday, July 21, 2020
My report today will be brief.  It seems we have settled into summer.  Residents and visitors are shopping, dining outdoors, participating in recreation programs, boating, going to the beach and doing everything else we can offer right now. 
I would like to commend our Beach, Recreation and Tourism Department Heads and staff for jobs well done! I participated in a couple of recreation programs last week and everything is being monitored and done in a safe manner.  I spent the last three days on the beach, and everyone was considerate of one another and safely staying within their space.  I do see more masks being used outside both on the beach and within the business district.  I see people practicing social distancing while standing outside the rest rooms at the 95th Street Beach or waiting for the rinse station.  The Farmer’s Market continues to operate in a controlled and organized fashion.
This morning during the weekly Virus Conference call with the County Health Department the County Health Officer stated that there was a four week uptick of positive cases on the barrier islands among out of county residents – however in the last four days there has been a decrease in this area – only six per day, County wide.  That is a trend we like to see.  Another good sign is that these weekly meetings will be suspended for the time being.   The County Health Officer will advise if the calls will commence again or if there is a need for a call from time-to-time.
Much focus right now is on the education system and how the schools will handle teaching children in September.  There are some difficult decisions to be made in this regard.
