PROVIDING FOR SERVICE CHARGE IN CONNECTION WITH RETURN OF CHECKS AND OTHER INSTRUMENTS FOR INSUFFICIENT FUNDS

(AMENDING RESOLUTION 2000-S-77) 

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A 40:5-18 provides that a municipality may provide by Resolution for the imposition of a service charge to be added to any account owing to the municipality, if the payment tendered on the account was by a check or other written negotiable instrument, which was returned to the Borough for insufficient funds; and

WHEREAS, said statute limits the charge to a maximum of $20.00 per check or other written negotiable instrument.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey that the appropriate Borough Officers shall hereafter impose a service charge of $20.00 for any check or other written negotiable 
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instrument tendered to the Borough for any payment which was returned for insufficient funds, non-collected funds or closed accounts.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that in connection with service charges on accounts for real estate taxes or special assessments, the service charge shall be included on whatever list of delinquent accounts which are prepared for the enforcement of tax liens. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Borough Officer to whom such check or other written negotiable instrument was returned, shall require that all future payments from the maker of such returned check or other written negotiable instrument, shall be made by certified check or cashier’s check until such time as the account is brought current.

Councilmember Parzych asked for a few minutes. Stated he voted no on the Lot Grading Ordinance and wanted to explain himself.  He doesn’t object to what is in the Ordinance, it has been through the Planning Board. Two weeks ago he had an impromptu meeting with Councilmember Krafczek, Councilmember Moore and Administrator, Construction Official, Solicitor just trying to iron out the issues on setbacks, etc. It came to all of their attention that we have the bulkhead ordinance, set-back ordinances and now this lot grading ordinance. They all affect one another in different ways. He would like to see another committee established, put a time limit on it, to sit down with the Borough Engineer, Mr. Kates, Paul Baldini, Ray Poudrier, and a builder or two, some Council members, and go over these three Ordinances and try to iron out any ambiguity, try to make them clean and not contradict each other. We have the bulkhead Ordinance then we can backfill. That has created on some properties a turret, maybe steps in the side yard setback, these are all things that are happening. It would behoove the Borough to try to get a handle on this, established was is going to be allowed and not allowed. Front yard retaining walls, how high can they be, where can they be, etc. Then we can amend the Ordinances so they are consistent. 

Mayor said Ray Poudrier would be looking at the Ordinances and be the one to note inconsistencies.  Does it require a committee or could he do it? We would have to establish an ad hoc committee in a few weeks by Resolution and give them specific direction. Or put it on for discussion in two weeks so everyone can give their opinion. 

Come with opinions and authorize the committee. 

Councilmember Dallahan – nobody has said anything about making changes until this committee has met and determined what should be changed. 
Councilmember Krafczek, by phone, clarify one thing. When we met it was discussed there may be ambiguity, or grey area within the ordinance as it relates now you have to traverse to an 8 ft. bulkhead from grade, this becomes particularly noticeable in low lying areas, because you are going from a lower lying street grade to an 8 ft. bulkhead, whereas in higher areas, going from street level to an 8 ft. bulkhead is not so dramatic. Don’t know if having an ad hoc committee is the answer. 
Councilmember Rich said we have a Flood Mitigation Committee. Most of the people mention for an ad hoc committee are on that. We have a meeting scheduled for October 15th . Mayor said so we have a committee already in existence that can take the three Ordinances and say here are the inconsistencies.   Mayor said maybe Ray Poudrier should walk into that meeting with drafts for discussion. 

Councilmember Parzych said we can pass the Ordinance and in the future if we see problems we can always adjust it. All he is saying is some group of people needs to sit down and look at how these three Ordinances interact with each other. 

Mayor, that is right and she thinks it is Ray Poudrier and the Engineer and we should task them with that starting tomorrow and don’t belabor it with forming a committee. It will come to the Flood Mitigation Meeting on October 15th.  

The Mayor will ask the Administrator to discuss with Ray Poudrier what we said tonight and to task him with this project for the next Floor Mitigation Meeting. Councilmember Parzych can give him his specific areas on concern.

Administrator asked that our Solicitor double check that an amendment to our Land Use Ordinance does not require a referral to the Planning Board. Ask that it be checked, that it is properl referred to Flood Mitigation and not the Planning Board.
