The flood mitigation committee did a lot of work and agreed that this area between the sidewalk and the curb would be a perfect start for construction going forward to be rain garden area, that is gravel. Mayor said the only Planning Board expenses are Professionals. Councilmember Krafczek asked when the Flood Mitigation Committee meets where do those expenses get ear-marked? He said on that committee there are three Engineers and that committee met for 6 months to draft that ordinance. There is a lot of money being spent here. Councilmember Rich said when Flood Mitigation began it did not have that amount of professionals on it. Councilmember Parzych said we started out with the bulkheads, why Marc DeBlasio is there and then went to pump station, which was switched over from Remington Vernick to Tom Thornton, and that is why he is in there. Paul Kates is there, not sure why, he is the liaison with the Planning Board.  

Mayor said we will find out specifically where the money is going and why. Administrator said he would get the answer concerning the transfers back to Councilmember Dallahan
