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ADDRESS BY CHIEF STANFORD

Today is a historic day for Stone Harbor and the Stone Harbor Volunteer Fire Company. After 108 years of volunteer service, we will be adding 8 fire fighters to supplement the volunteers. This decision was a difficult one for all of us, but factors beyond our control drove this decision. With the help of the Borough we have tried for the past 20 years to increase our volunteer coverage. We have a good number of dedicated volunteers but due to the change in the demographics of Stone Harbor we have very few firefighters that live in Stone Harbor. This factor greatly reduces our ability to provide timely responses to fire and EMS calls. This new paid firefighters will greatly enhance our response time and allow us to continue to provide outstanding service to the residents and visitors of Stone Harbor. I would like to thank the Mayor and Council and all the past Mayors and Councilmembers for their unwavering support of the Fire Department. This is a decision that was difficult but necessary to maintain the high level of fire protection that the residents expect. I am happy to recommend these 8 candidates for employment as firefighters. They all have a high level of experience and sincere love of Stone Harbor and the Fire Department. 
SWEAR IN NEW FIREMEN

Each Fireman was called up with their family, sworn in by the Mayor and had their badges pinned on by a family member. . 

They will begin their new shifts on January 1, 2021. 

HARDSHIP CASE – SOUTH JERSEY GAS – Bill & Kelly Stiles – 415 Berkley Road, 

Represented by Michael Lario of Nemad, Davis & Goldstein PC. 
Bill Stiles and Van McPherson of South Jersey Gas (by Zoom) were sworn in by the Borough Solicitor. The Stiles are requesting the Borough grant a Hardship Condition approval to connect to natural gas. In 2014 they received a letter from the Borough concerning the paving and upcoming moratorium on their street. The contacted and paid South Jersey Gas to have their property natural gas ready. 

Their property is now under construction by Alexandria Builders. The builder applied for the meter install from South Jersey Gas and was informed he needed to write a hardship letter to acquire permits to do the connection. That was done and he was informed that permits were issued and the meter/hour meter would be installed. On November 19 the Gas Company arrived to install the gas line but could not connect to the stub.  They contacted the Borough Engineer and was told Berkley Road has a moratorium and cannot be opened without approval from the Borough. No one is sure why the stub failed and the only way to determine that is to open the road.

William Stiles testified. 

South Jersey Gas has:

Acknowledged that in 2014 we contracted and paid to proactively secure future natural gas needs

Acknowledged they actually did the work in 2014 and cut into the street and laid a stub on our property

Acknowledged today there is no gas flow at stub

Recommended 3 options to resolve the issue

Stated they are immediately ready to connect given Borough authorization to break open the street

Acknowledged they made a mistake. New Construction Department

Asked their legal department to write a favorable hardship letter on our behalf.

Van McPherson, Assistant General Counsel of South Jersey Gas was on the phone and he was asked if he had any problem with what has been stated on the record. He did not. He was asked if the work done at the property in 2014 was done to eventually provide this property with Natural Gas. He stated yes, the gas stub was put in at that time. The Gas Company went out on November 19, 2020 and discovered no gas stub and attempted to investigate and were unsuccessful. The only option is to go into the street with a 4ft X 4 ft. opening to investigate, to tie into the line and to provide service. The road will be restored in accordance with the Borough’s ordinance. 
Due to an error with South Jersey Gas the Stiles are unable to heat their home and are increasingly concerned about cold weather coming and further renovations on their house. They ask for an immediate response and approval of their hardship request.
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Councilmember Parzych asked if it was feasible to tie into a neighbors gas line until the road moratorium is over. Mr. Lario didn’t think that was an option discussed by South Jersey Gas. Asked Mr. McPherson to answer the question. He said it is not possible because of the length and the load, it is not feasible.

Councilmember Parzych asked if the 4 X 8 fixed pier off the bulkhead was there before or is it new? Mr. Giesecke said he had no idea what was there before. 
Councilmember Krafczek said there is a DEP permit in the file and he does not know that we have the authority to further restrict what the NJDEP has otherwise permitted. Councilmember Parzych said he understands we have authority within the basins but this is on the Channel. It is his understanding on the Channel you go by the DEP permit.  Borough Solicitor agrees, said he thinks the appearance today is a matter of formality so we have a record of these applications. The DEP permit at this point is telling, and controlling.

Discussion Councilmember Parzych said he is of the opinion that the Borough is more than capable of enforcing its own zoning laws, without having a third party have to do it. I was told it is state law and we have to do this. He asked if it is mandatory or recommended. Solicitor said recommended because of the potential conflict of interest.  If the majority of Council wants to proceed with this, at a minimum we should have a more formal process in determining who that person is going to be. Fairly sure the majority of Council has no idea who Mr. Tracy is and this is rather important. So if we are going to do it, we should at least have some sort of selection process, with input from our own Zoning officer.  
Councilmember Gensemer said he has worked with Mr. Tracy and he has the highest ethical standards, has worked in Avalon construction office, he is a gentleman has knowledge in his field and she admires and respects him. Recommends him without reservation.

Councilmember Dallahan said that is all well and good, but it is important for a zoning position as we are considering that the Council has an opportunity to meet and interview him. 
Councilmember Parzych said since this is recommended, not mandatory, he says we leave enforcement of our zoning codes and construction codes to our own people in town. 
Solicitor said he will advise that doing that places these individuals in a conflict position similar to why you have conflict counsel because you are asking them to take action relative to individuals who will be voting on their contract. He recommends you have someone in this position. 

Mayor said this is a recommended best practice for Municipal Government. There have been instances where this has caused problems, it has caused litigation and it is recommended to avoid litigation and it is the best practice. 

Councilmember Parzych said if we do this as a minimum we should have some input, our zoning and construction officer should have some input on who it is we recommend to fill this roll. Mayor said it is her understanding that it was their recommendation, Mr. Tracy was. It came out of their office. 

Administrator said this came up real quickly, we had a relationship with Avalon with respect to the Zoning Officer and Avalon said we don’t want to do it anymore, as it relates to zoning only. That presented us with a problem, we didn’t have a conflict zoning official and when you don’t have one, potentially what could happen is, if someone submits a zoning permit application and if it’s not acted on within 10 business days, 
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it is deemed to be approved.  We felt we had to move on this quickly and Ray Poudrier is recommending this individual for zoning official. This was an emergent matter, it may lead to a grant of a permit by default. Councilmember Dallahan asked if there was a specific concern about a specific situation that is driving this. Administrator said no.

Councilmember Parzych said if this is a stop gap measure, to do something quickly can we have some kind of process where some members of Council and Ray Poudrier can interview and/or discuss this position with other people, some alternatives. 

Mayor recommends we pass the Resolution, I think we should be in a position where we follow the best practices as a municipality and not open up the Borough to litigation. We go ahead and approve this and then go ahead with what Ray is saying, if you are more comfortable speaking with those in the Construction Office and that is very easy to do. In the meantime, we are putting ourselves in a precarious positon and we want to avoid that. 

Administrator absolutely recommends that is there is an objection and if you want a vetting process, we implement this as an interim and then you can do though that process. I don’t know Mr. Tracy, I did speak to Ray Poudrier and I did look at his credentials. He has several licenses and certifications, lives in Stone Harbor and Ray recommended him. 

Councilmember Parzych said he may be the one, but we should all get a chance to weigh in a talk to these people.  
Councilmember Dallahan asked the Administrator if he interviewed Mr. Tracy. He said he talked on the phone with him for about 15 minutes, but relied on Ray Poudrier assessment. He made the recommendation. 

Councilmember Parzych asked if there is a term for his appointment.  Administrator said no. 
Councilmember Gensemer asked someone to define best practice. Solicitor said it is a series of recommendations from the State that border on ethical guidelines and things that are appropriate  for municipalities to do, to avoid potential conflicts situations and ethical pitfalls.   

Councilmember Dallahan said the problem is not with the principle , or best practice, the problem is this is a very important position and would live the opportunity to have him come in to Council chambers and be interviewed.  Solicitor said his recommendation would be under these circumstances that you treat this as a temporary appointment, have somebody in place and you can re-visit it, discuss it,  decide if you want to move in a different direction, but at least have someone in place should there be an issue in the interim.  Administrator said appoint him now and he can set up an interview with A & F.

OFFICIAL AND CODE ENFORCEMENT OFFICER


Whereas, the Borough of Stone Harbor requires the positions of Conflict Zoning Official and Conflict Code Enforcement Officer to be appointed.


Whereas, John Tracy has a vast amount of experience in the area of construction, zoning and code enforcement, having worked in said areas for over twenty-five (25) years in a neighboring municipality.

Whereas, John Tracy will act as an independent contractor, will be compensated as such and will be issued an IRS 1099.  However, John Tracy will be held harmless and indemnified by the Borough to the extent permitted by the Joint Insurance Fund while acting in his conflict capacity for the Borough.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A SHARE SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH THE CAPE MAY COUNTY MUNICIPAL UTILITIES AUTHORITY FOR SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL AND RECYCLING SERVICES.

WHEREAS, the Cape May County Municipal Utilities Authority (“CMCMUA”/”Authority”) owns and operates a solid waste system (“System”) which presently serves the entire County of Cape May in the State of New Jersey, for the disposal, transfer, and recycling of solid waste; and

WHEREAS, the CMCMUA’s System is comprised of the CMCMUA’s Secure Sanitary Landfill, Solid Waste Transfer Station, and Intermediate Processing Facility, as well as several recycling operations and programs; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has utilized and desires to continue to utilize the services of the CMCMUA’s System; and

WHEREAS, there presently exists a contract between the Borough of Stone Harbor and the  Authority (“CMCMUA”) for the use of the CMCMUA’s System for the disposal, transfer, and recycling of solid waste which will expire on December 31, 2020 entitled “Shared Services Agreement for Solid Waste Disposal and Recycling Services (Agreement); and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Authority desires to enter into a new Agreement and to fix the expiration date of said Agreement to occur on December 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Authority has offered the “Shared Services Agreement for Solid Waste Disposal and Recycling Services” to the Borough of Stone Harbor in order to more efficiently provide and continue to offer municipalities within Cape May County the use of the CMCMUA’s Solid Waste System from January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, the Authority has submitted the same proposed form of Agreement to all Cape May County Municipalities which will provide for both solid waste disposal and certain recycling services through December 31, 2021; and

WHEREAS, N.J.S.A 40A:65-1 et seq. authorizes a municipality to enter into a contract with any other local unit for the sharing of governmental services.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Governing Body of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, and State of New Jersey, that the Borough of Stone Harbor shall enter into a contract with the Authority entitled “Shared Services Agreement for Solid Waste Disposal and Recycling Services”, effective January 1, 2021, in the form to be maintained on file in the office of the Borough of Stone Harbor Clerk, and that the appropriate Borough of Stone Harbor officials are hereby authorized and directed to execute said Agreement .
