HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Bob Ashman 10301 First Avenue commented on the COVID vaccine. It is a confusing situation. He gave examples of trying to get an appointment and also some suggestions. Asked the Council as our representatives try to get more action for the residents.  Mayor said we are making arrangements to become more pro-active. 
Bunny Parzych thanked Councilmember Gensemer for all of her advice. We need to get the phone numbers and the name of the sites so it is possible for us to get appointments. Also spoke about the museum fundraiser, she called to ask about take-out. She called and was told you make reservations and everything that is sold that night, a piece of it goes to the museum. The Reeds said yes to take out.  
Congratulations to the Borough for the positive article concerning our hybrid meetings, we are doing well, voices are loud and clear

She had a question about the sub-division. Asking for clarification. She was looking through the documents concerning the sub-division and there are many surveys. The first survey is from August 2019, another plan for sub-division that has 2 surveys on it, done by Guzzi. Then the plan for the sub-division. Interested in the set-backs, and they are incorrect. It says the rear yard set-back is 25 ft. , not true on the bay, and then rear set-back to bulkhead, 10 ft. and references part of the zoning code. The part referenced refers to the established bulkhead line. 

We have so many professionals that deal with this, many of them recused. Some paperwork handed off to Vince Orlando who repeats the error of the rear yard set-back being 10 ft. from the bulkhead. 
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Wants to be sure we are measuring from the established bulkhead line. Only can assure herself with a copy of the building drawings which have been a part of an OPRA request.  

Solicitor instructed Council not to respond to this, a matter of active litigation. As to the OPRA request, there is a designated OPRA exception for obtaining building plans when the building plans have security systems, alarm systems, etc. Under that exception, it was denied because there is an intrical alarm system here. For the limited purpose of determining a boundary line, that could probably be produced, what was requested was the entire plan that cannot be produced under the existing OPRA exception.   If you have Mrs. Herzoc contact me I can work with her in regard to that issue. 
Ned and Sharon Galbally 277 – 106th Street – Said he has been working on this project for over 12 years, since we were informed by the State of NJ about the siren being illegal. After our attorney performed the Borough of our intent to file a lawsuit, we were given unconditional insurance that the siren would be moved, and now we are hearing other things. Sharon Galbally – It is a health and safety issue, and the town is fabulous with health and safety issues. Even the alarm system, until we have a better way, it’s great that we have it. If it were moved it would do even a better job, it would cover a bigger area. More importantly are the children. It if deafening, the decibels.  Consider looking at this one more time, we really need to do it for the safety of the children. 
Justine Herzog – Speaking about an outfall of the subdivision issues, in the interest of moving forward and finding some common ground on an issue which is of great concern to many Stone Harbor taxpayers.   She understands that a new stormwater lateral is to be installed at the intersection of 104th and Third Ave. The issue is the plans that we have seen are for a 220 ft length of 16 inch line, that runs from the existing inlet in front of the property towards the west and then goes under the property toward the bay, and that will be the replacement lateral. There were some numbers presented, stating a lot more capacity by having 220 ft. of line.  It was approved by our Borough Engineer that the 220 ft. of 16 inch line would provide a lot more capacity and it would provide 44,000 plus cu ft. of water storage. That number concerns me greatly, because it is not true it is an error in calculation.  The statement has been made that DeBlasio and Orlando approved these numbers, but when I look at the transcript of the planning board meeting last February, no they weren’t’. In the interest of spending taxpayers money, asking why we are putting in the 220 ft. of 16 inch line rather than about 130 ft. by running from the inlet to the opposite direction, that property line is closer, and then to the harbor.  Asking Council to ask the Borough Engineers to take a look at this. 
Think it is wonderful that attention is being paid to getting the new lateral, but if you have the same size pipe – 2 16 inch sections of pipe, you are going to get more flow out of the shorter, so why aren’t we going with the shorter one? Cheaper to install, we deserve that information. 
Mark DeBlasio – As is relates to the property, we did not perform any calculations whatsoever, were involved in the private property matter. Without going into storm drainage design, that pipe is a positive discharge outflow pipe, which means its job is to get water off the street into the bay as quickly as possible. It is not a detention system, it doesn’t store water, it moves water in a positive manner. That is predicated upon pipe diameter and slope. Don’t know what the calculations are that are being mentioned, sounds like they are off, but it is irrelevant to the function of that pipe.  Believes it was a requirement a 16 inch pipe had to be put in, outside of our purview, I believe that was a condition of the Planning Board , which we were not involved in, our job was in the right of way to make sure we positioned the infrastructure in a manner that the private property owner, who was required to put the 6 inch pipe in to connect to the inlet in the roadway.   
Justine Herzog – why is there being installed 220 ft. of 16 inch line when approx. 130 will do the job on the opposite side of the property. The Borough is providing easement for this, certainly be more prudent use of taxpayer dollars to run the shorter line. A shorter line will yield a higher flow rate. 
Marc DeBlasio – his understanding when he got involved in the project that whatever conditions came out of the approval required that pipe to be placed on the left hand side of the property in an easement. He doesn’t know why it wasn’t on the right hand side, but that is the direction he was given. He believes it was to be in a 10 ft. wide easement. Once we got done installing through the 
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Borough’s contractor, that infrastructure, the connection from the inlet in front of the easement out to the bulkhead was supposed to be borne by the property owner. Whatever that was it was not a Borough expense. 

Justine Herzog – the Resolution does not specify that it has to be on the western side of the property and from a Stone Harbor taxpayer cost, it would be much cheaper to be on the Eastern side of the property.   

Solicitor – we are treading on aspects of this that involved in the litigation, I understanding engineering is being questioned here, with regard to flow capacity and the size of the pipe, but as to locations and what was determined by the Planning Board, that will have to be resolved within the scope of the litigation itself, advise Council at this point not to comment on that. If Mr. DeBlasio feels comfortable commenting relative to the issues concerning the pipe diameter and flow, have no issue with that. 

Justine Herzog – question – if it is tied up in the litigation, then certainly the easement and the pipe are not yet finalized, may I put in an OPRA request to get information about the drainage pipe. 

Solicitor you have the right to put in an OPRA request and receive any information that is not privileged or precluded by the OPRA restrictions.  
Justine – comment – NJ State Law does require that storm water drainage plans be signed and sealed by a Professional Engineer and it would be a modest cost and an effort of good faith to show the taxpayers that the Council and the Board are willing to look at a lower cost option especially because the resolution says it is to be figured out with the Engineers.  What’s being figured out? Mr. DeBlasio said he was told to go to the Western property line. It is a very expensive improvement compared to a shorter alternative.

Solicitor said are you trying to find out what the engineering design is or what calculations were employed with regard to the engineering design or is the engineering design going to be signed by an engineer. Are those your questions? Her questions is, in the Resolution is says that the design of the storm water lateral is to be determined by the Engineers. Question is, why wasn’t the alternative of a shorter line considered? Nothing in the Resolution of the meeting that explains why it is on the Western line.    Concerned we have gone to a place without deliberation. 
Mayor – is it because it is going on private property? We don’t have an easement, that is the issue. We cannot say where we want it because it is private property. The owner of the property needs to agree to where it will run. 

Solicitor said he understood there was a pipe there previously that was not approved, the Borough never had an easement to do it and so they are not attempting to acquire an easement. In those situations there is usually a negotiation with the property owner to determine a course of the easement and yes, the property owner has substantial input as to the location of that easement, going across his property. 
Councilmember Parzych – isn’t it common sense that we have the Borough Engineer talk to the Developers Engineer and see, if it is going to be expensive for us to make the shorter run, does it make a difference to the developer, whether it is on the west side or the east side? 

Mayor we have a Resolution and we have specifics that are part of a record somewhere, part of the Planning Board record and that is what was approved. I don’t know how much jurisdiction we have to alter that agreement. Things were spelled out in the approval, again part of my understanding was that pipe underneath, 220 ft. would be serving as storage as it as the water is moving through. 

Solicitor – advice is with the matter being in litigation, Planning Board having the jurisdiction that it has, this matter not be discussed further publicly. OPRA request can be submitted and we will honor them. 
Justine Herzog – Ray Parzych request was wonderful the Resolution does not say it is locked into the Western property line. Can she ask that someone look at the Resolution. 

Councilmember Parzych - we have a Resolution on the agenda tonight to approve this installation. 





Regular Meeting, February 2, 2021

Marc DeBlasio –we basically have an inlet on the right hand side of the property, where the pipe use to be. We have to get to the west side. So we have to run a new pipe from the existing inlet to the left hand side of the property. Because we are on a pie shaped piece we can’t go straight. So we have a point of tangency, we will drop another  inlet in between that the lines can break, the pipe that goes from the right to the left is 12 inch. The inlet that is supposed to be in alinement with the easement on the left of the property will have a hole in the back of it for 16 inch for the property owner to put a pipe from that point through the bulkhead. That is the change order before you tonight.

Borough Administrator – extensive conversations with Grant Russ and right now we have a pump we are borrowing from Avalon to evacuate the water. From our prospective it is in our best interest to move forward with this. Hope this issue raised tonight can be worked out between the Engineers.

For the record Councilmember Krafczek did leave and has signed back into the meeting on Zoom.
