SALUTE TO THE FLAG

PRESENTATION – Nancy Holm, Esq. of Surenian, Edwards & Nolan, LLC

The Ordinance before you tonight will repeal and replace our existing Ordinance based on Court Orders. This Ordinance has been reviewed and approved by the Fair Share Housing Center, the fees amendment should take care of 99.9% of the conditions we had from the last orders from the court. We will be approving and amending our settlement agreement for Fair Share at the next Council meeting. These amendments will bring your Affordable Housing Ordinance up to date with the current laws, what is going on in the courts, it amends the accessory apartment ordinance to bring it up to date, it amends some definitions and it includes monitoring requirements that are in our settlement agreement. It also approves the mandatory set aside ordinance and those are the major amendments this ordinance makes. She went over several sections to show where the changes had been made.
SIREN – 106th Street - Councilmember Dallahan
Mayor – we had a motion two weeks ago on whether or not to move the sirens located in the 200 block of 106th Street on the south side of the street.  The tally of the votes was 3 yes, 2 abstain and 1 no. At that time it was mistakenly said that the motion carried, and our Solicitor has since found out different information. 

SOLICITOR – Roberts Rules of Order permits in certain situations for abstentions to be removed, and you base the tally on the majority of votes casts, there is actually a statute that NJ has adopted that applies to the Council form of government NJS 40:81-20 which mandates that you have to take an affirmative vote of the majority of all votes entitled to vote. In this instance, to carry this motion you will need 4 affirmative votes. He suggests the matter be placed for re-consideration. 

Councilmember Dallahan – Mr. Galbally’s requested to move the siren is reasonable and feasible. They have been back and forth with the Borough many times. At the last Council meeting there was a vote taken to move the siren from its present location to a new but unspecified location. We are now expected to vote again, but with no abstentions permitted.  The no vote last time was because there was no decision as to where the siren would be moved.  He is proposing to have Council vote on moving the siren to either the plot of  Borough property adjacent to Clarke’s Market, or to Chelsea Park. Both locations would satisfy the Galbally’s. Any property owner within 200 feet of the specific location chosen would be contacted for their input. Advantages to the move to Chelsea Park, open space, away from homes, trees would reduce the noise of the siren, relative few homes within the 200 ft. radius. Advantage to move to Clark’s Market, location closer to condo properties, versus private homes. In the back of Clark’s market there are approximately  5-6 homes that might fall with 200 ft. 
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He asked each Council member to consider these two options and express their opinion as to which of the two locations is preferable.
Solicitor – makes clear the Statute doesn’t indicate that abstentions are not permitted but in essence treats them as NAYS. So a person can abstain but the abstention is deemed to be a NAY vote. So you need 4 affirmative votes to carry.

Councilmember Moore – would moving it to Chelsea Park exceed the permissible decibels at that location with children. Solicitor – the governing piece of legislation here is the NJ Administrator Code, 7:29 entitled Noise Control. Within that statute 7:29-1.4 deals specifically with stationary emergency signaling devices. Subsection f. basically indicates that if the signally device is utilized as this would be it is exempt from the scheme. The decibel levels would not apply nor would 250 ft. of a school or playground apply.  Because of the way it is used now, it falls within those guidelines and would be exempt from the statures.  You could put it there, no problem.  

Councilmember Moore – has no strong preference over locations- discussion over the years, thinks it should be moved by has no opinion on where. 
Councilmember Krafczek – his former abstention was because there was no location given and there was no notice given to neighbors before we decide to move it. Due diligence has to take place beforehand, just can’t move it without consulting the neighborhood. All for moving it, if we have positive feedback from homeowner in the area. 

Councilmember Casper – Agrees with Councilmember Krafczek 
Councilmember Parzych –has conditions – Just found out we can put it in Chelsea Park, suggested that two years ago. Will vote affirmative to move it to Chelsea Park, provided all of the neighbors, go even further that 200 ft., have any objection from neighbors then I am back to a no. Notices have to be by certified mail.

Councilmember Gensemer – yes – would like to either go high tech or low tech- if we can’t use g testing, would like to bring back the bull horn. 

Councilmember Dallahan proposed we put together a letter that will go to the neighbors in the area, start with Chelsea Park since we have one conditional vote for there, and see what happens.

DISCUSSION- Councilmember Gensemer asked for the mileage of the truck. No one knew. Councilmember Parzych said he has seen the photos of the damaged areas and the rust on the undercarriage and it is 14 years old. She asked why the truck wasn’t put out for auction. Runnemede could still purchase it, $4,500 is an awfully low price. 

Administrator – went back and forth with Grant, was expecting some questions. Looked at the photos and Grant made some compelling arguments that he felt the truck was not of high value.  Why to Runnemede, the statute permits it, without competitive pricing. We have sold other pieces of equipment to Runnemede, don’t have a good answer. Will say, it’s been done in the past, there is a relationship between and Runnemede and yet Grant felt under the conditions of the truck, he thought it was being conveys at something close to fair market value. 
Councilmember Gensemer- do we have an Ordinance or any type of rules on the disposition of assets? Administrator said no. Solicitor said there are statutory guidelines, you can do it to Runnemede another local subdivision in the State of NJ. Administrator said we have no local guidance for this. He has told CFO and Grant to not do this again unless he knows about it. Council can say it is not our policy and we don’t want to do that. 

Councilmember Krafczek – mileage being so low, we should have pursued Gov. Deals

Administrator – that is the Governing Body’s right, it is being presented as a Resolution, not consummated. In the future this should be done by Ordinance under Statute, not by Resolution.   Councilmember Krafczek, can we just put it on Gov Deals? Mayor if we vote no, we can put it on Gov Deals. 
Questions on can we unapproved the last Resolution? Administrator argued if the price was incorrect, it is an invalid Resolution, it would not be binding. Let’s just put it on Gov Deals. 

Administrator, last Resolution was invalid because it was a mistake in the sale price. 

Solicitor  - we don’t have the truck, the agreement has been signed for $7,000, but they only want to pay $4,500.?    

Councilmember Parzych – let’s just go through with this and make sure going forward it doesn’t happen again.

WHEREAS, the Borough of  Runnemede, N.J. wishes to purchase this vehicle for the total amount of $ 4,500.00 and funds are available to the Borough of Runnemede, N.J. for such purchases; 
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and


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40A:11-5(2) allows for such contracts between municipalities without competitive bidding; and


WHEREAS, the Local Public Contracts Law (N.J.S.A. 40A:11–1 et seq.), requires that the resolution authorizing the award of contracts for such services without competitive bids and the contract itself must be available for public inspection.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey as follows:


1.  That the Borough of Stone Harbor hereby agrees to sell to the Borough of Runnemede, N.J. a 2007 Ford F-350 Diesel Dump Body with Myers Plow, in consideration hereunder of the payment of  $ 4,500, together with the execution and transfer of any applicable documentation.  Such sale is “as is” with no express or implied warranty on the part of the Borough of Stone Harbor.


2.  That the title documents to such vehicle shall be provided to the Borough Attorney of the Borough of Runnemede, N.J. who will hold such documents in escrow to be released to Runnemede upon provision to the Borough of Stone Harbor of payment;


3.  That the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute this resolution as the contract for sale of the aforementioned vehicles to the Borough of Runnemede, N.J. 


4. That this contract is awarded without competitive bidding under the provisions of 40A:11–5(2) of the Local Public Contracts Law.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Justine Herzog comments about the discussion concerning the Lot Grading Ordinance. Appreciate the attention Council is paying to climate change issues. Call for prudence, an issue she did not hear raised. Have heard concerns about McMansions blocking the view of the bay, she envisions 8 ft. bulkheads and if you allow them to fill from side property line to side property line, to 8 ft., a deck on top, furniture, etc.  What is that going to do to the homeowners we listen to over the past several meetings who express their concern about walking along and not being able to catch a glimpse of the bay. 
Bunny Parzych – 9925 Sunset Drive – spoke about the Gold Standard – filling up to the 8 ft. label, spoke about the CRS rating, you get a higher CRS rating if the fill is up to 8 ft. rather than down at 6.5ft. That extra foot gives us a higher rating. Appreciate the CRS rating is important since we have added many feet to our first floor requirement of houses, because we are chasing the CRS rating. If we really care about this rating we could probably make the bulkheads at 9 ft. and fill it all up.  .What about the homes you see right on stilts 20 ft. in the air?  Do they get a better rating?  Using Justine words, let’s moderate, give and take, try to keep what we like about Stone Harbor.  When we talk about McMansions and the height and we have done this to ourselves. Be progressive but we have to be prudent.
