The Borough Clerk read a letter from Richard A. Fuchs, President of SHPOA expressing their point of view on the 2021 draft budget presentation by Council on February 11, 2021. They noted the tax increases in the Borough since 2019 and outlined views expressed by feedback received from 536 Stone Harbor property owners through a targeted survey which they conducted.  In the survey overall, 50% of respondents were not supportive of the 2021 budget, 29% were supportive and the remaining 21% were neutral.
