HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Geoffrey Woolery – Clarification and Comment – back passing and sustainability of our beaches, and also the comment Jennifer made about the budget. Point of clarification, SHPOA has not nor has any intention to indicate where we think we should take sand from, if we were to back pass. We certainly don’t support taking anything from the Point, just making sure, it sounded like that might be an item of confusion. 

We would like to have a meeting with the appropriate members to start a discussion about what we can do about what is needed from us for our treasured resources, our beaches. We heard that back passing is a problem, and I understand that. But we also heard we currently can’t take from Hereford, and we know it’s too expensive to take from Townsends Inlet. So it seems like we are leaving this up to the divinity to just be good to us and take care of our beaches. It is a challenge, but what we would like to do is start a dialog so we can address this in both reactive, but as importantly proactive things we can do to help restore the viability of our beaches. There is a tremendous amount of information in the data that we get from Farrell on a twice a year basis. Taking a closer look might show us some ways that we could be more proactive about our beaches.

Helen Lynn – Golden Shores – handicapped parking at the 81st street beach area. A lot of people use that beach access. Looking at the promenade, the Windrift has two handicapped spots, one of which is pretty much always taken by the staff at the Windrift. One facing the field, extremely poorly marked, and then two new ones at 83rd street.  If one could be added for 81st street would be much appreciated.

AUTHORIZING AMENDMENT NO. 2 TO THE SHARED SERVICES AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE BOROUGH OF AVALON, THE CITY OF NORTH WILDWOOD, AND THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR FOR THE PURPOSE OF REVIEWING AND CHALLENGING CERTAIN DECISIONS OF, AND INTERPRETATIONS BY, THE UNITED STATES FISH AND WILDLIFE SERVICES PERTAINING TO THE COASTAL BARRIER RESOURCES ACT WHICH ADVERSELY IMPACT THESE MUNICIPALITIES
WHEREAS, the Borough of Avalon, the City of North Wildwood and the Borough of Stone Harbor ("Municipalities") have previously entered into a Shared Services Agreement ("SSA") pursuant to the provisions of the New Jersey Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A: 65-1 et seq. ("USSC Act") for the purposes described therein; and

WHEREAS, the SSA was for a term of two years commencing May 1, 2019 through April 30, 2021 and was thereafter amended to extend the term of the SSA from April 30, 2021 through April 30, 2022 and to authorize a continued Professional Services Agreement ("PSC") with Neil Yoskin, Esquire and the Law Firm of Cullen and Dykman, LLP for the term of one year from July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2021 ("Amendment No. 1"); and

WHEREAS, a further amendment to both the SSA and the PSC is required in order to fund existing and ongoing litigation now pending in the United States Federal District Court for the Southern District of New York as hereinafter provided ("Amendment No. 2); and

WHEREAS, the Municipalities have determined to again amend the SSA in accordance with Section 16 of said SSA as hereinafter provided and to take other action as hereinafter provided and to again amend the PSC with Special Counsel; and

WHEREAS, a confidential report has been filed with each of the Municipalities detailing the need for the further amendments specified herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Members of City Council of the City of North Wildwood, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey, as follows:

1) All of the statements of the preamble are repeated and are incorporated herein by this reference thereto as though the same were set forth at length.

2) The SSA dated effective May 1, 2019 and Amendment No. 1 dated effective July 1, 2020 remain in full force and effect except as hereinafter modified.

3) Section 4 (b) of the SSA and Section A.1.4 of Amendment No. 1 is hereby further amended to increase the maximum liability for fees to Special Counsel from $30,000 to $60,000 which will result in an increase in the total aggregate liability for all Municipalities from $90,000 to $180,000.

4) Section 3 of the PSC shall be amended to increase the maximum liability for fees to Special Counsel from $30,000 to $60,000 which will result in an increase in the total aggregate liability for all Municipalities from $90,000 to $180,000.

5) This amendment shall become effective as of January 1, 2021.

6) The Mayor and Borough Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute Amendment No. 2 to the Shared Services Agreement between the Borough of Avalon, the City of North Wildwood, and the Borough of Stone Harbor for the reasons expressed herein and in the other documents which are referred to herein.

7) Amendment No. 2 shall be annexed to and made part of this Resolution.

8) The City Clerk shall forward true copies of this Resolution to the Municipal Clerks of the Boroughs of Avalon and City of North Wildwood. .

SUPPORTING STATE SENATE BILL S1071, INCREASING THE STATE OF NEW JERSEY'S SHORE PROTECTION FUND FROM
$25 MILLION TO $50 MILLION
WHEREAS, the dedicated $25 million annual allocation for the New Jersey Shore Protection Fund has supported statewide shore protection efforts along the 137- mile Jersey coast from Middlesex to Cape May County; and

WHEREAS, since its inception there has not been an increase to the State of New Jersey's Shore Protection Fund, leaving the $25 million annually allocated insufficient to meet current and anticipated future needs for coastal shore protection efforts of the State of New Jersey; and

WHEREAS, Coastal communities of the State of New Jersey, have repeatedly requested that the State increase the annual allocation for the New Jersey Shore Protection Fund; and

WHEREAS, as a result of the recent damage in February, 2021 to the State's beaches, Federal and State lawmakers have asked the United States Army Corps of Engineers to consider the eligibility of emergency repair and were subsequently denied; and

WHEREAS, in response to the Army Corps of Engineers' denial of the lawmakers request for emergency repairs, State lawmakers are now considering doubling the amount of money annually allocated to shore protection projects to assist with the burden assumed by the coastal communities of the State of New Jersey.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED on this 6th day of April, 2021, that the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May in State of New Jersey, calls on the elected officials of the State of New Jersey to increase the New Jersey Shore Protection Fund from $25 million to $50 million by way of the legislative process to meet the needs of future coastal protection projects and to provide further incentive for federal matching funds.

SUMMER LEAK IN CONNECTION WITH ORDINANCE 542-22C

A RESOLUTION CREATING AN INTERLOCAL SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH WILDWOOD CATHOLIC HIGH SCHOOL FOR THE USE OF 

THE RECREATION FIELDS AND TENNIS COURTS

OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR


WHEREAS, N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., authorizes municipalities and school districts to enter into agreements for the purposes of exchanging, sharing and cooperating with regard to services common to said communities through Interlocal Services Agreements ; and


WHEREAS, the Wildwood Catholic High School is in need of services relating to the use of recreational playing fields of the Borough of Stone Harbor for use by its High School soccer teams for the Fall of 2021 for games and practices; and


WHEREAS, they have also requested the tennis courts for use by its High School girls tennis season in Fall of 2021 and boys tennis season in the Spring of 2021;  and


WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has certain lands, equipment and personnel available to meet the needs of the Wildwood Catholic High School in this area; and


WHEREAS, entering into an Interlocal Services Agreement with the Wildwood Catholic High School for this purpose has been deemed to be in the best interests of citizens of the Borough and the students of the Wildwood Catholic High School; and


WHEREAS, in consideration of this Agreement and in an effort to supplement the costs of maintenance of Borough facilities, Wildwood Catholic agrees to pay the Borough the sum of $1,500.00  per sport, per season for maintaining the fields/courts.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey that the preamble of this Resolution is hereby incorporated by reference;


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED this 6th  day of April, 2021 that the Borough of Stone Harbor and Wildwood Catholic High School hereby agree, under the authority of N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq., as follows:

1. Wildwood Catholic High School agrees to pay the sum of $1,500 for soccer (boys/girls) and $1,500 for tennis (boy/girls) for a total of $3,000 and shall have full access to and use of the recreational ball fields and the tennis courts of the Borough of Stone Harbor located in the vicinity of 80th Street and Second Avenue, for recreational activities officially sanctioned and conducted by the Wildwood Catholic High School and according to the schedules submitted and attached.

2. Soccer teams for the Fall of 2021, games and practices, Tennis Courts for girls tennis season, Fall of 2021 and Boys Tennis, Spring of 2021. Practice will be every day as of April, 6, 2021. 

3. Such access and use shall be conditioned upon coordination with and approval by the Recreation Director of the Borough of Stone Harbor with the understanding that the activities of the Borough of Stone Harbor Recreation Department take precedence.

4. The Wildwood Catholic High School shall provide to the Borough of Stone Harbor written proof of liability insurance for the aforementioned use of the property of the Borough of Stone Harbor as required by the Atlantic County Joint Insurance Fund; and shall, additionally, hold harmless and indemnify the Borough of Stone Harbor for any and all loses, damages, and claims of whatever nature that may arise out of or in connection with the use of the property by the Wildwood Catholic High School, its sports/recreation participants, agents, contractors, officers and/or employees.


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Mayor and Clerk are hereby authorized and directed to execute this Resolution as the Interlocal Services Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Wildwood Catholic High School, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:8A-1 et seq.
