HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Steve Herzog – sent an email to all Mayor and Council regarding the stormwater line at 10315 Sunrise Drive that was removed during construction.  The area at 104th floods rather frequently and removing the line created a safety hazard.  A temporary pump and piping were installed to be able to move the storm water to the bay.  Now, the pump and piping have been removed and it does not appear that a new line has been installed. The Borough did a change order to put in piping in the Borough right of way that is supposed to be connected by the property owner, all the work has been completed by the Borough. Homeowner now has their obligation to fulfill.  Borough will check on getting the pump reinstalled to move flood waters.
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Hugh Giordano – Union Representative for the United Food and Commercial Workers Union-represent Garden State Dispensary and would like the Borough to reconsider the ordinance banning cannabis entirely.  There’s a lot of benefits to having a dispensary in town and suggested Mayor and Council to take a tour of one. The Public Hearing is now open.

Bernadette Parzych, 9925 Sunset Drive- distributed a bulkhead grade comparison designed by Paul Kates and photographs of homes that have a grading method in place to Mayor and Council.  The purpose of this ordinance is to raise the grade up to a minimum of 6.5’and that’s measured from the front setback line 10ft from the property line and then the land is to slope up to the back of the property so the water can drain to the street.  I believe this is a good ordinance especially if we think at some point in the future we will be able to raise the streets, it’s a beginning.  Also, it’s expected that all properties will grade in this way, it doesn’t give them a choice, that’s the expectation.  I don’t believe that we should have steps in the side yard setbacks because the land is sloping down or decks because they are structures and not permitted by our zoning code.  I encourage council to pass this ordinance and that the present zoning ordinances are enforced.
Mayor stated that the steps or what will be permitted in the setbacks based on the higher grades are not part of the lot grading ordinance and the Planning Board has not addressed that yet.
Justine Herzog, 10215 Sunrise Drive-distributed to Mayor and Council a markup of Ordinance 1586 will six (6) items to be discussed. I would like Mayor and Council to take these suggestions into consideration and review the ordinance further.
