HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Ned Galbally – 277 – 106th Street (in person) Came to talk about the alert system, comments for the record. After many discussions about the existing alert siren, Councilmember Gensemer brought up the subject of GeoFencing. Based on that I spoke to both Councilmembers and told them I would do some research. I talked to a number of companies. Emergency alerts are defiantly controlled by FEMA. IPAWS – Integrated Public Alert and Warning System, the emergency network controlled by FEMA, receives and sends out alerts. He explained the two major types of alerts, storm alerts, and alerts from the President which requires Emergency Alert System (EAS) National Public Warning System. EAS may also be used by State and Local authorities in cooperation with the broadcast community. EAS notifications come out for Amber Alerts, and could have been used for our recent water issue. Two basic areas, EAS and the Weather Service. 

He spoke with a representative of Ever Bridge and got information on Deputy Chief Jay Jones at Gloucester County and he got in touch with him.   Asked if they had the ability to use cell phones. He said they do. This is one level up from Code Red. A person visiting with their cell phone in the Summer under the Ever Bridge system, once they are in our polygon, if we decide we have an issue, will get notified. Also can use Code Red system to notify people in their homes. 
It’s a changing environment, have talked to Councilmembers Dallahan and Gensemer about it and we need to explore more. Bring a company like Ever Bridge in and have them talk to us, and find out where it is working, that is my recommendation.    

Councilmember Gensemer thanked him for his report and his efforts.

Marybeth Thompson – 9410 Second Avenue Unit 208 – (zoom) Address Council related to the approval of the outdoor dining for Pure Juice Pure Twist 94th & 95th Street block of Second Avenue. The application was made by Pure Juice and Pure Twist to have outdoor dining on May 11th and approved on May 19th. The Leeward houses 18 residential properties on the second and third floor and 6 commercial units on the first floor. None of the owners were aware that an application was 
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pending or approved for outdoor dining until they came down this week and saw tables, chairs and umbrellas pop up in front of the condominium. Approval for the outdoor dining was made without any advance notice or opportunity for the folks who live and own property at the Leeward, suddenly it was approved. Went to the Borough Code, Outdoor Dining section 380 - few things that are in conflict with the application. Hours on seating, in conflict with the application, scaled layout of the proposed tables, chairs etc.  Basically only a handwritten sketch was included. Detailed narrative method and hours of serving tables, I did not see one in the application. Of most concern, the section E-a description of the adjacent buildings/businesses and how they will be affected by the outdoor dining area.  The Leeward has 18 residential condos, we didn’t get any opportunity to have a voice about these intentions and we are all impacted by the activity that has already started. Speaking for the Leeward Board of Trustees as the Secretary we believe we should have had appropriate notice before approval was granted. Thank you for your time. 
Mayor said she will ask the Administrator take a look at the application and what was brought up along with those in the Zoning and Construction office and we will look at your concerns.

Marybeth Thompson said she was interested in what recourse she has at this point.

Ed Roland – 101 – 109th street – Topic for discussion Ocean Wind Project, heard the County had passed a Resolution to send a letter to the Governor, PSEG, and Orstead, asking that all stakeholders be consulted in a more comprehensive fashion before moving forward. A very serious issue, reminds him of poles on Second Avenue years ago, where everything moved along quietly and the people didn’t know about it, and by the time they knew it was too late to do anything, and people were outraged.  Thinks people don’t know about it or if they do, they are misinformed.  
Thinks it will have a detrimental effect on tourism, potential effect on property values in town. Beside his concerns, he asked each of  the Council to  learn more about it and go to Save our Shoreline NJ.Com. Asked Council to take a firm stand against this, good in the long run for the town. 

Mayor – on May 24th she, Councilmember Reese Moore and Administrator Bob Smith attended a meeting at the County with Orstead, PSEG, Coastal Mayors, and County Commissioners. They had a Power Point Presentation and I have requested a copy of it so we can post it on our Website so everyone can see the information that Orstead and PSEG provided that day.  Questions were asked and answers given. I am sure there is another side of this discussion and we are all charged with educating ourselves on.  I assure you that at that meeting we did ask relevant questions and we have been talking openly about this Orstead project for about 3 years. We continue to discuss it and we are aware and bringing information as we get it.  There is still public comment periods. Assure you we are asking questions and honed into it. The County will be having more meetings and one the nice things about May 24th, it was in person. Our goal is to get the information to the public as we get it. There is always two sides, we listen to all of it.

Whereas, the MVC office in Rio Grande currently does not offer title and registration appointments; and


Whereas, pursuant to Executive Order No. 238 executed on May 3, 2021, Governor Philip D. Murphy determined that given the recent decreases in key statistics, such as the number of hospitalized patients in the State, and the continuation of the State’s vaccination plan “the State can take deliberate, incremental steps to lift certain restrictions that were designed to limit person-to-person contact” See Executive Order No. 238, Page 3; and


Whereas, Borough Council has determined that any benefits of limiting locations where title and registration services can be performed is greatly outweighed by the competing need for the services to be provided locally to the Borough of Stone Harbor and Cape May County residents, where opportunities for public transportation are already more difficult than in less rural areas of the State.


Now, therefore, be it resolved by the Borough  Council of Stone Harbor as follows:
