Came because of the siren, PA system. Lives on 84th Street and at times I walk up to my thighs in water. We lost a car because the siren didn’t blow. It should be blown more, just last week, my son came home and moved all the cars, I was asleep. We need that siren and it needs to be blown more often. We need to reconsider our technology and keep with what we have and the current, we need it all. 

Justine Herzog 10215 Sunrise Drive – comment about the water emergency a few weeks ago. I was at my house and the only reason I knew about it was my neighbor texted me and at that time the notice had not been posted on the Borough site. That siren needs to be used, too many people renters, not connected to Facebook pages, phone numbers not registered. This emergency was a big deal, there are procedures for putting a water system back into service after work is done. Clearly what happened here was appalling.  

Maggie Day – 10521 Third Avenue – speaking about the audible alert system, in favor of that system. Personally as a resident, I am in favor of that system. Also as a business owner, think it is extremely important, a lot of business owners do not have any of the alert systems that you talk about, don’t live on the island.  A representative of the business community, I think that our audible alert system is invaluable. You have to use multiply methods to get to the visitors, day-trippers, etc.. on our island. WHEREAS, a Joint Mount Laurel Fairness and Compliance Hearing is scheduled to take place, during which the Court will consider whether to approve the Borough’s amended settlement agreement with Fair Share Housing Center and amended Round 3 Housing Element and Fair Share Plan, its implementing ordinances and ancillary documents; and

            WHEREAS, as part of the compliance process, an Affordability Assistance Manual has been prepared by Triad Associates, Inc., which will administer the program; and

            WHEREAS, the Affordability Assistance Manual outlines the policies and procedures of the Affordability Assistance Program including the basic content and operation of the various program components; and

            WHEREAS, the manual is a mandatory element of the Borough’s package of documents to be considered by the Court at the Fairness and Compliance Hearing referenced above.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, approves and adopts its Affordability Assistance Manual, attached hereto as Exhibit A, so that the Borough can implement its Affordability Assistance Program.
