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HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Geoff Woolery – 217 – 110th Street – speaking on behalf of SHPOA – regarding Beach Re- Nourishment. He gave some background and also spoke about the Beach Status. Lastly he spoke about the SHPOA recommendations saying it is imperative Stone Harbor participate in the 2022 fill, we need to immediately begin financial and logistical planning and the time to act is now. SHPOA will provide any assistance requested.
Alexandra Haralampoudif  - 268 – 99th Street – spoke about the intersection at 96th & Third Avenue and appreciates the resources that will be used there.
Robert and Trish Mitchell – 231 – 108th – their street backs up to Bower Court and they expressed their concern about the proposed zoning changes to the Courts. People that buy on the Courts do so with the understanding that there is no second floor. Extra footage means more people, more cars and more noise. Air flow and light will be diminished. This will mean some people gain at the expense of others.
Tom Mutchler 225 – 110th Submitted written comments on July 19th . Request Council not approve these proposed changes, will dramatically increase structural density and occupancy on the Courts and Linden Lane. These changes post issues to the adequacy of infrastructure, public and emergency responder safety, and aesthetics.  The changes will worsen multiple safety situations on the Courts, Linden Lane and surrounding neighborhoods. Residential sprinkler system will be required and he showed a section of the material that would be used in those systems, a polyethylene material. It melts, distorts and burns when exposed to heat, compromising any sprinkler systems ability to douse a fire. Request his written comments by entered into the record. For a number of valid reasons, please do not approve these changes. 
Councilmember Parzych commented that this has been discussed at the Planning Board for about 3 years now, and he only heard 1 lady come and say anything negative about it. These are the first negative comments we have heard from the public, so you will have to bear with us.
John Rose - 2 Linden Lane – parents bought the house in 1955, and were the first to be permitted to build a second floor, we are the exception. Opportunities to bring the properties up to date are being denied to us because we are limited. This is a good idea. Every house around us is built up 2 or 2 ½ stories.  No reason why residents of Stone Harbor shouldn’t be able to improve their property within the zoning and Zone “D” is a great opportunity to do that. 
Tom Mutchler requested all neighborhoods affected be notified of this change so all feed-back can be heard.

Jackie Morrow – 310 Dias Creek Road Cape May Court House, and 359 – 96th St former member of the Planning Board, asked when considering the vote on this, that you would respect our unanimous decision to move forward with allowing the second floor on the Courts.

David Vignola 227 – 108th reiterate we do not think this is a good idea to take the Court houses to a second story, because of parking and construction. Many are built directly on the property line of the houses behind them. What about set-backs?  
Lisa Wetzler – 8 Linden Lane – this will not create more density. Many people around her on 84th and 85th have no objections. Some positive things about renovation, some want to raise their home because of flooding. Looked at the fireproof shingles for roofing, and I’m sure we can make a better and safer sprinkler system. No cottage has caught on fire in the 100 years they have been there. This is a slight change, only allowed to add a partial second story. Nobody on the Lane has issues with parking, parking will not be increased. 
Gregory Wright – 8 Linden Lane – Hurricane Sandy started the FEMA regulations for people to raise their houses. He has permission from FEMA to put his house up. Stone Harbor says you can go up but it has to be the same structure. Our structures could be more efficient, safer and something well looked in the community. The charm of Stone Harbor should not be burdened on the Courts 
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and Linden Lane. So many houses are leveled  in the last 3 years and started over, they are the ones losing the charm of Stone Harbor. This is an issue of quality of life for us too.  Brought up harassment, flyers with misinformation in my mailbox.
Pamela Acree 206 – 110th Unit 3 – Under the impression when I purchased the property there was a deed restriction that the property behind me was not going to have a second story put on it. Her concern is that the fire engines can’t get down Weber Court and am only 5 ft. from the property behind me, and increase in the danger there. I can’t parking in front of my property now on wee-ends.  Concerned about the safety, density, and parking.  
David Vignola - 227 – 108th – we all want to be included, all love Stone Harbor, main reason is it’s quaintness. Increased parking, increased people, increased safety, all issues that need to be addressed and saying they can park on 108th or 111th street, they will park at the most convenient spot. When they get their chance to improve they will push every limit, maximum height, maximum size, maximum capacity. 
Marcus Rose -2 – Linden Lane – 22 year old recent driver, I can confirm, completely aware of the parking situation, I can car pool with my parents when I come down to Stone Harbor, especially during July and August. Some might push the capacity of their house to the limit, it’s not whether people will do that, but that they have the choice to. Everyone else around us can extend to however big they want. 

Patti Chase -50 Stone Court – participating in the process for years, through meetings. We don’t have a problem with parking, you regulate yourself, park in front of your own house. Talk about the canyon effect, homes behind us are going very high so we are in the canyon and nobody asked me if that was ok when that happened behind us. I am in favor of the zoning changes to help out the property owners on the Courts and Linden Lane. 
Lisa Schaeffer – 12 Linden Lane – Purchased in 2018, I had no idea this was such a heated situation. On Linden Lane there are a few homes that have a second floor, and they are beautiful. What we are asking for is really small, it is not a lot.  But for us it would be huge. 

Bernadette Parzych – 9925 Sunset Drive – She is for helping these people on the Courts. She talked about the proposed Ordinance said  I have a side issue. The increase is defined by Floor Area Ration. We don’t define that anywhere else in the Zoning Code.  I have not heard a real discussion of the Floor Area Ratio as it pertains to the Courts or any other class of homes or zones.  To cast the Floor Area Ratio into this very delicate decision, I do not understand. We don’t know what this will mean for the Courts until the architects get ahold of it.  If you insist on keeping the Floor Area Ratio addition in this proposal, I strenuously object. Also not sure why the word Upland is in the paragraph about Floor Area Ratio. The negative affect of this Ordinance on the numbered streets pales in comparison to the good that we will do for the people who own the Court properties. Take out the Floor Area Ratio and pass the Ordinance.     
Lisa Hickman – 143 – 95th ZOOM – Thanks you to the Firefighters, EMS and Police. We appreciated their quick response, their kindness and care when we needed them. I especially want to point out Tina was very comforting and calming in helping me. Went out of her way to make a traumatic situation much better. Saddened that more families experienced life changing accidents in the past weeks, since ours. Concerned for our Public Safety for the amount of cars that has increased. We have 3 rental properties on our street with 6 cars each plus golf carts.  Nervous about riding a bike, but appreciate the efforts to make Stone Harbor safer. 

Terry Siad - 34 Stone Court – ZOOM – Vacation at parents’ house on Stone Court for 20 years, registered architect – following the Ordinance changes.  Family has grown but density not changing, no more people in the house than now, we all take turns coming. Everybody parks in front of the house, two cars only in front of house. Also spoke about the fire line for safety, so they can get safely down the street. 

Kara Sweet – 23 Stone Court – Agree with Lisa and Terry, in Planning Board there were not a lot of comments against the zoning going through. Urge the people in the public that commented against this to listen to the Planning Board minutes and understand exactly what issues have already been 
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addressed. We purchased 23 Stone Court last year and live there, my son was enrolled in Stone Harbor/Avalon School. We have a washer/dryer outside. No one is asking for something extraordinary here.

BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR

RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, ADOPTING AN AFFORDABLE HOUSING SPENDING PLAN AND REQUESTING JUDICIAL REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF SAME 

WHEREAS, regulations adopted by the New Jersey Council on Affordable Housing (“COAH”) have consistently required a municipality with an Affordable Housing Trust Fund to receive approval of a Spending Plan by COAH prior to spending any of the funds in its Trust fund; and 

WHEREAS, as stated by the Supreme Court in In re Adoption of N.J.A.C. 5:96 & 5:97 by N.J. Council on Affordable Housing, 221 N.J. 1 (2015)(“Mount Laurel IV”), COAH is no longer a functioning agency, and therefore Spending Plan must now be approved by the trial judge presiding over the municipality’s Declaratory Judgment Action.

WHEREAS, a Spending Plan must include the following: 

1. 
A projection of revenues anticipated from imposing fees on development, based on pending, approved and anticipated developments and historic development activity; 

2. 
A projection of revenues anticipated from other sources, including payments in lieu of constructing affordable units, funds from the sale of units with extinguished controls, proceeds from the sale of affordable units, rental income, repayments from affordable housing program loans, and interest earned; 

3. 
A description of the administrative mechanism that the municipality will use to collect and distribute revenues; 

4. 
A description of the anticipated use of all affordable housing trust funds; 

5. 
A schedule for the expenditure of all affordable housing trust funds; 

6. 
A pro-forma statement of the anticipated costs and revenues associated with the development if the municipality envisions supporting or sponsoring public sector or non- profit construction of housing; 

7. 
A plan to spend the trust fund balances in accordance with the implementation schedule within the Spending Plan and approved by a settlement agreement; 

8. 
The manner through which the municipality will address any expected or unexpected shortfall if the anticipated revenues are not sufficient to implement the Plan; and 

9. 
A description of the anticipated use of excess affordable housing trust funds, in the event more funds than anticipated are collected, or projected funds exceed the amount necessary for satisfying the municipal affordable housing obligation.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor has prepared a Spending Plan consistent with the relevant parameters set forth above; and 

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor shall therefore seek review and approval of its adopted and endorsed Spending Plan as part of its obligations under the Settlement Agreement between the Borough of Stone Harbor and Fair Share Housing Center, as amended. 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Stone Harbor, County of Cape May, hereby adopts and endorses the Spending Plan attached hereto; 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the Borough of Stone Harbor hereby requests that its Mount Laurel professionals take all reasonable and necessary actions to secure approval of the Spending Plan by the trial judge presiding over the Borough’s Declaratory Judgment Action.

RESOLUTION PERTAINING TO THE OPERATION OF JITNEYS IN THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR COMMENCING IMMEDIATELY AND THROUGH 

JANUARY 11, 2022 

WHEREAS,  the Borough of Stone Harbor passed Ordinance 1413 on February 19, 2013 allowing the Borough to regulate autobuses, commonly known as Jitneys under N.J.S.A. 48:16-23 ; and

WHEREAS, on June 26, 2020 the Borough received Resolution 139-2020 from the Borough of Avalon approving their 2020 Jitney licenses and Schedule A which is a list  of Jitney applications approved by the Borough of Avalon, and

WHEREAS, The Atlantic City Jitney Association has agreed to reinstate jitney service on a limited basis within the Borough of Stone Harbor and the neighboring community of Avalon for the 2021 summer and possibly early fall seasons;

WHEREAS, it is in the public interest that such service be reinstated’

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED on this 20th day of July, 2021 by  the Members of Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May and State of New Jersey that the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor approves the attached Schedule “A” list of Jitney owners; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1.          The Atlantic City Jitney Association is hereby granted permission to operate jitneys in the Borough of Stone Harbor on a predetermined route and to charge the normal and customary passenger fares in the Borough of Stone Harbor through January 11, 2022 conditioned upon the following:

a) Jitney operators who have submitted to and satisfactorily passed a criminal history background check, either for the Borough of  Stone Harbor,  the Borough of Avalon, or for another municipality, or who have been previously licensed by the Boroughs of Stone Harbor  or Avalon and which license was extended to June 30, 2020 shall be permitted to operate jitneys in the Borough of Stone Harbor effective immediately through January 11, 2022 ( operations in the Borough of Stone Harbor prior to the adoption of this resolution are hereby approved nunc pro tunc) PROVIDED THAT:
b) Evidence of completing a criminal history background check for individual jitney operators consistent with the requirements of subsection (a) above shall be filed with the Stone Harbor Chief of Police or his designee as a condition of being able to operate a jitney in the Borough;  AND

c) Any license fees otherwise payable to the Borough of Stone Harbor are suspended and eliminated for this season and for the duration of the period of operations set forth herein.

d) Jitney operators shall comply with all other provisions of the Jitney Regulations set forth in the applicable regulations of the Borough of Stone Harbor, except for the specific provisions pertaining to licensing. License fees and term and the criminal history background check.

e) The route, schedule, dates and times of operation, fares, certificates of liability insurance and all other administrative matters pertaining to the operation of jitneys for the approved term is delegated to the Stone Harbor Business Administrator or his designee for the duration of the period of operation authorized herein.
