HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Bob Mitchell – 231 – 108th Street – He stated after the last Council meeting he read the Planning Board minutes for the last 4 years to be educated about what has occurred. Listed his impressions, opinions and concerns regarding the zoning ordinance relating to the Courts. When the current ordinances were written regarding the Courts, the intent was to limit congestion and to increase safety. Since the lot and street size have remained the same in the Courts the only reason for allowing planning board recommendations is to respond to court homeowners requesting more room. He read the minutes from 2018 to 2021 to better understand.
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In 2018 discussion to review and revise the master plan began. Mayor stated that when considering the courts discussions they should be continued with master plan sub-committees possible researching the history of height restrictions and report back to the Planning Board. The Mayor stated approval would impact all neighbors and potentially cause parking concerns and a loss of air and light therefore all aspects should be considered. Not much discussion in 2018.

2019 – Mr. Kates stated he would put together a mailing list and encourage homeowners to voice their opinions and attend focus group. At that time Ms. Parks of Stone Court further stated several property owners wanted to participate and she will let people know. Mayor said registered letters will be sent to all owners for their feedback on this issue. One person that did address the board at that time was Barbara Susman of 109th street. She spoke of her concerns about rezoning allowing a second story to be placed on the current houses. She felt property values and her privacy would be effected and she questioned why all surrounding property owners were not notified. Although this was suggested they were never notified of these potential planning changes. 

2019 – other property owners that voiced their opposition to the zoning changes were Mrs. Hunter of 19 – Weber Court,  Mr. Estell of 2 Weber Court. Several owners on the numbered streets wrote letters of opposition. 

In the Summer of 2019 several owners of the Court properties express continued support for allowing a second floor addition. Several Council members have said there was no opposition to the proposed height changes during the previous 3 years. Statements and letters of opposition had occurred. 

2020 – Mr. Kates presented the first detailed description of the proposed changes to the Master Plan dealing with height changes on court properties. The Planning Board and property owners from the Courts were involved in the discussions. Little input from owners of the surrounding streets. Most were unaware these discussion were occurring.  
1. The suggested notification of residents about the Courts zoning changes did not occur.

2. There was opposition to the addition of second floors on the Courts during this period.

3. Planning Board members never answered the fundamental question asked back in 2018 about the reason these restrictions were placed on small lots, closely built, narrow street properties. When the zoning ordinances pertaining to the courts were written in the 1980’s the intent was to limit congestion, people, cars, structures and to increase safety in these small closely spaced properties. 

I propose this Ordinance not be approved for inclusion in the Master Plan or at least tabled allowing all property owners surrounding the Courts to be notified and allow them to voice their opinion. 

David Mignola – 227 – 108th Street – We love Stone Harbor, it is not overcrowded. It is a quint town that demands some of the highest real estate prices in the State. We enjoy the openness. If you think putting second stories on the Court’s houses isn’t going to create more congestion, it definitely is.  Remember the Council making a decision to build dunes, cost a lot of money, and beachfront owners were opposed, but for the greater good of Stone Harbor the Council made the decision to build them to preserve Stone Harbor.  As well as putting on a full time Fire Department, it cost a lot of money, but for the greater good of Stone Harbor the Council made the decision and we have quick responses this summer. Same for raising the heights of bulkheads on the Bay, the greater good of Stone Harbor and safety of the people. I believe everyone up here is concerned about the safety of the people. This is another situation that if you have more people these incidents are more likely to happen. You have a choice to make and the legacy of Stone Harbor is at stake. Years from now your legacy will be what we did in this situation.   Think about the greater good of Stone Harbor for everyone involved.  
Joselyn Rich – 10410 Sunset Drive – Spoke about the Gentle Giant, John Roberson who passed away last Friday. Tonight can we have a moment of remembrance for him.  He deserves a thank you.     
Bernadette Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive – Thanked Frank Dallahan. Two weeks ago after the last Council meeting he  made a remark that the Planning Board may have studied this Court issue for many years, but he wasn’t a member of that discussion and it’s difficult to make a judgement and asked to vote on a subject when you don’t know about it. 

She stated that she ran and won in the primary on a letter she wrote mostly about zoning. Everyone she spoke to was somewhat disappointed about the way Stone Harbor has evolved especially in the last few years. We seem much more dense that we used to be. Bigger houses, many more bedrooms 
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and on 50 ft. lots. More people, more cars, more traffic, more trash, the quaintness of Stone Harbor seems obliterated by the busyness.   Zoning will be her issue and she is on the issue of the big houses. Her overview: equalize the side yard setbacks by using the same percentages that we enforce on the standard size lots onto the bigger size lots, where the side yard setbacks are much smaller. So the houses appear so much bigger. Not changing the living space of the houses, just looking to change the shape. To force more side yard setback equal to the percentage that we require on a 50 ft. lot.  The bigger lots have the same required setbacks and she thinks that is wrong.    Will appear before the Planning Board until someone looks like they are following. Hopes Council will start to think about this.
