HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Mayor – if you are here to speak about the Courts Ordinance I will ask you to hold your comments until the public hearing on Ordinance.1595.





Regular Meeting, August 17, 2021

1. Baily Gorelick - thank you to Council for considering the request to have her wedding at the end of 86th Street. It is important to her and her family. She said planning a wedding during COVID is difficult and having an outdoor wedding for her Grandparents who are in their 90’s is the safest way for everyone to be there. Neighbors are supportive, thank you again.

2. Bernadette Parzych – 9925 Sunset Drive – 
a. Lot Grading Ordinance – purpose was to raise up the land. Eventually that would help with the flooding in the low areas. In building, lot grading should be done first. But many builders are not doing it that way. They are building the houses, with the proper elevations but they are leaving the grading until the end, which is not within the spirit of the Ordinance. 

b. For the Solicitor – we have been informed that the hearings at Zoning and Planning Board, there will be no Zoom testimony as of July only live testimony. Solicitor said he was not aware of it, would have to contact Mr. Baldini.  During COVID we had Zoom testimony and we had better communication that than before the pandemic. Most of our people don’t live here and she doesn’t agree with taking that away from them, to be able to testify on something they care about, 

c. Still on her Zoning proposal to bring in the side yard setbacks in the oversized lots to be more commensurate with the standard size lot setbacks. All of the lots have a 10 ft. setback, a 50 ft lot or a 115 ft. lot. Not proposing to make the size of the house smaller, but we need to re-configure the very large houses so they appear smaller and we can create pools of open space. Trying to keep this message alive. 
3. Justine Herzog – 10215 Sunrise Drive – Comment on Zoom and testimony. Seriously investigate is you can continue to do that. More involvement from more property owners, you will get better input and better decision making. 
Issue of side yard setbacks on the waterfront properties. People build long houses on the waterfront, but not very deep, which cuts all view from the street. If you increase the size of the setbacks it will not reducing the allowable size of the house. Instead of building a wide house that is not very deep, build it not so wide and a little deeper.  Please consider this seriously. 
MAYOR –Ordinance 1595 -  Clarified some things that were a matter of record, the genesis of the Ordinance itself. There is an assumption the Ordinance came from “out of the blue”, but it has been 3 ½ in the making. Started with the re-exam of the Master Plan by the Planning Board which is required every 10 years, last time re-examined was 2009, so we were due.  A sub-committee was put together by the Planning Board charged with re-examining the Master Plan and making recommendations to the Board. It consisted of 2 Councilmembers, Krafczek and Rich. In addition 2 members of the Zoning Board, Caracciolo and Cathcart plus Conrad. While they were meeting monthly, they were approached by some members from the Court properties, asking them to consider, within the Master Plan, some relief for the Court and Linden Lane properties. The Planning Board told them to go to this committee. The committee said they should take a look at the Courts and provide some relief, it was a recommendation of that committee. That document, with that recommendation included was then posted on line, Council was made aware, and a public hearing was held before the Master Plan was adopted. The sub-committee charged Paul Kates, Planning Board Engineer with meeting with folks from the Courts, also Chamber of Commerce, Churches, Police Department and Recreation Director and getting their thoughts. He brought their thoughts back to the Board and this went on for 18 months and was publicly discussed.  Mayor also reported to Council what the Planning Board was working on, Outdoor Dining, Valet Parking and Relief for the Courts. Between May of 2019 and introduction of the Ordinance she reported 8 times about adding additional space to the second floor of the Courts. She talked about Floor Area Ratio, two years ago at Council meeting. Important for everyone to know this did not come out of the blue, it was debated for a long time. Wants to stand up for our Planning Board and members of our Zoning Board who participated in this process.

The Public Hearing is now open.

1. Jenny Staley– 30 Weber Court – purchased home two years ago, live there with husband and two daughters. We support the re-zoning at the Courts, which will give owners an opportunity to expand or re-configure their space. It will be an option and one that many may not take. Our cottage is 80 years old, we have made it safer but updating the wiring, and smoke detectors, reinforcing beams, repair roof while still keeping its charm.  With this new ordinance we would love to build a small deck. As of now, we don’t have the option of both a patio and a shed. Adding outside seating while keeping the shed will grant us the opportunity for both.

2. James Tansey 11010 Third Avenue reported the roadway on the Courts is only 19ft. 8 inches. The average car parked is 6 ft. That adds up to 12 ft. take that away from the 19 ft. you only have a 7 ft. 8 inch way to drive your car through. The average fire truck is 10 ft. wide, you are not going to get down the street if someone leaves their car out over the line. No firetruck can get through and if one house catches on fire, the fire will go right through the street, no stopping it. 
3. Tom Mutchler 225 – 110th produced a signed petition, request his written comments of August 11th be entered also. Please consider the following: 4 statements taken from Planning Board minutes. 
Safety is the first priority – there are several major implications that have come to light on the issue including public safety issues. The Fire Chief just said today, he doesn’t know how he would get people, equipment and hoses in to fight a fire. Can’t get ladders up 2 stories when there is only 5-6 ft. between buildings. No public record of how or if these safety issues have been addressed. 

Every aspect of this will be discussed and done correctly – on this zoning issue, precious little information has been shared.  

Registered letters will be sent to all owners for their feedback on the issue – No one can remember receiving such a letter. This creation of Zone D clearly changes the boundaries of Zone C and you are going to proceed without notifying impacted property owners.
Please follow through on clearly stated commitments. 

1. Please notify all owners within 200 ft. of the impacted area and seek their feedback

2. Properly evaluate and address infrastructure and numerous other ligament public concerns.

3. Insist on obtaining analysis that support the claim that safety is the first priority.

4. Henry Barron – 224 – 110th Unit B – Second every word from Mr. Mutchler. After hearing the Fire Chief I can’t believe anyone would vote for this Ordinance. 
5. Kim Park – 6 Stone Court – Not a rushed project, started 8 years ago when neighbors came to Council and asked for relief. Our neighborhood landscaping was changing towering over us. We need this for basic living space, to have proper room for mechanicals. This will improve safety by getting rid of non-conforming set-backs already existing. This is a modest Ordinance so that people can be more comfortable. 

6. David Vignola – 227 – 108th I have a 625 ft. condo – washer and dryer outside, no place to move. We are next to the Courts. We knew what we were buying. We grew up loving Stone Harbor but as you look around and what the builders are doing. Once the builders get approval to do this the sky is the limit, they won’t be building just a deck.  They will buy up the houses on the Courts and build on every square inch they can. Good idea to notify everyone of what is going on. 
7. Bob Mitchell – 231 – 108th Watched the Planning Board last week and the Solicitor said one of the safety items in the current ordinance was not allowable, sprinklers, it cannot be enforced. 
8. Patty Chase 50 Stone Court – written and e-mailed everyone in favor of this Ordinance change. Has concerns about fire safety, should be addressed whether we go up or not. Heard over and over the parking and number of cars. Walked around 110th and 111th today, approximately 40 homes and 
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less than half have off-street parking. They have more cars per household and no one is objecting to that. Everyone in the area parks on the street, just like us on the Courts. Urge a vote for yes.

9. John Flynn – 248 – 111th reviewed the proposed Ordinance and here to ask you to reject the proposal. His concern is how it will effect on street parking. There are 87 houses on the Courts, not one with off-street parking. The adoption of this ordnance will allow the addition of up to two bedrooms. We may have 174 new bedrooms to what is already the most dense part of this town. What the Fire Chief spoke about compounds this issue, streets already lined with parked cars. New house going up on his block approved with parking under the house. Radical change for Stone Harbor. The argument made to approve this design was there was not enough parking on 111th Street.  This represents poor planning on the part of the Borough.

10. Ellen Pepe - 51 Stone Court – support the Ordinance change – talked about for several years all along with public comment. This ordinance will allow for a limited increase. This small increase in building size will have a huge impact on the quality of life for my family. Would love to have my 80 yr. old father visit but is hard now in our small house.  Please approve this Ordinance. 
11. Pamela Acree- 206 – 110th  - concerned about the Fire Engine not being able to go down the Courts and have examined the area around my home, and there is one fire hydrant on the corner of 110th & Second Avenue. They knew what they were buying on the Courts. They can fix them up and upgrade them and still have that beautiful historic village, something to be proud of. 

12. Norman Stern – 10 Weber Court – parking problems not cause by the Courts. Neighbors very cooperative. The problems around us were not created by the Court properties. One of the latest houses just built, up for flooding, two stories and then a deck on top. We have been boxed in, no restrictions around us. Parking is a problem, if you put the fog lines in, it will help, but to restrict us is unfair. We should have complained years ago about the walls built around us, oversized houses on undersized lots. Let’s be fair.
13. Bernadette Parzych - 9925 Sunset Drive – The Courts should get some relief. 60% of the first floor is 336 sq. ft. That is what will be on the second floor. The Court properties where there before the properties on the numbered streets. From 1910 when they were built we have progressed. In all of the discussion, never heard mention of FAR.  Should not be involved in this issue, it complicates it and making it possible to have a bigger second floor then the 336 sq. ft.  This Ordinance adds 3 new definitions to our General Zoning Law. Floor Area Habitable – flip flops what we consider garages to be, this is an error.  Also this “upland” description is wrong and it is still in the Ordinance. Although I want relief for the Court, I do not want you to vote for this Ordinance, too many mistakes in it.  

14. Justine Herzog 10215 Sunrise Drive – don’t want you to say no, but want you to say “not yet”. This Ordinance as such complexity and it is ambiguous in ways that would allow it to be misused. If you approve it in its current form, it will backfire.  First there is a lack of maximum building coverage for the second floor. If you want to limit the coverage of the first and second floor, just say that. Why introduce FAR? Concerned about the 5 ft. setbacks, major fire safety concern. The word “upland” should not be there. Seems that is a backdoor way to put restrictions on other zones who do have portions of there lot that are upland and in the water. That is not part of the objective. Sprinkler system requirement still there, determined to be “not allowed” . I believe the Courts deserve relief. Lack of notice, if anyone was promised to receive notice by mail and they didn’t do it, just say Not Yet. Send it back and ask it to be simplified and documented in a way that is it easy to understand.

ON ZOOM

1. Steve Herzog– 10215 Sunrise Drive – Courts should get some relief, however, the Ordinance needs to be very clear and FAR is not.  Just limit the size of the second floor and not add more definitions. Keep it clear and simple.  
2. Terry Said – 34 Stone Court – Registered Architect in NJ, very familiar with zoning ordinances. Appreciate all the work Council and the Board’s have done to get to this point. Address a few major concerns. Fire Safety standards. So many of us do not want to do major changes to our properties. May want to move the non-conformities, sheds, etc. into the footprint of the house. Will maintain 
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the 5 ft. setbacks. The fog lines would be a huge improvement. The Ordinance change will not have any impact on the parking, off street or not.    
3. Fred Pepe – 51 Stone Court – In favor of this Ordinance, can only help with fighting fires on the Courts. Nothing will change, maybe better wiring, updates. Having an extra bedroom will be great, sleep in a room rather than on the floor. If I add a bedroom I will not be buying another car. 
4. Kara Sweet – 23 Stone Court Thank you to everyone that has taken so much time over so many years to debate and consider all these issues. Purchased her property with the knowledge this change was proposed in accordance with the Master Plan. Council has already debated the issues in the past and come to the conclusion that relief should be granted. All should be talking about here today is whether this Ordinance is sufficient to grant the relief we are all seeking.  
5. Pat Walsh 23 Weber Court has a single level bungalow. I attended all the meetings. Correct the person who said on the Courts there are no houses with off-street parking. On our street there are at least 2 with off-street parking. Parking is not an issue on Weber. Passing this Ordinance is not going to change that. Amused all the people second guessing the Planning Board. I have to assume you as Council have an attorney who sits on the Planning Board. Can’t we assume he knows the law and we can rely on his judgement, when he advises can we assume that Ordinance is in compliance with the law.  Please talk about the parking on the numbered streets, wonder what the people are going to say about the parking from the Villa Maria properties, what we have on the Courts is nothing compared on what impact that is going to be.  

The Borough Clerk read a letter from William Hauf, who was at the meeting but had to leave before this public session. Owns houses on Bower Court and 114th Street. Town has changed . What makes a place great doesn’t need to be completely forgotten. Progress isn’t always bigger and better. A plea for keeping something of the town’s past. The preservation of the Pebbles Guest House allows us to maintain memories and the character and identity of our town. Please maintain and preserve one of the last section of quaintness in our town. Please do not do this.

APPOINTMENT OF MUNICIPAL COURT JUDGE FOR THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR
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WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor and the Borough of Avalon have entered a Shared Services Agreement (“SSA”) for a shared Municipal Court (as distinguished from a Joint Municipal Court) wherein  each municipality maintains its own Municipal Court but shares facilities and personnel; and

WHEREAS, the SSA contemplates that each municipality will independently appoint the same person to serve as Municipal Judge for both municipalities; and

WHEREAS, the term of the current judge for Stone Harbor, Hon. James Birchmeier, J.M.C., is scheduled to expire in August, 2021 at which time both municipalities intend to appoint the same individual to become Municipal Judge of each Court for the statutory term of three (3) years as required by N.J.S.A. 2B:12-4. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND BOROUGH COUNTIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY AND STATE OF NEW JERSEY AS FOLLOWS:

1. In accordance with N.J.S.A. 2B:12-4, the Hon. Andrew J. Cafiero, is hereby appointed Judge of the Municipal Court of the Borough of Stone Harbor for a three (3) year term commencing September 1, 2021 through August 31, 2024 and until his successor is duly appointed and qualified.

2. Pursuant to the terms and provisions of the SSA between the respective municipalities:


(1) The annual salary for service as Judge of both Courts shall be $38,000.00 per year in accordance with the Joint Municipal Court Budget approved by both municipalities and by the Assignment  Judge for the Vicinage: and


(2) Such salary shall be paid through the Avalon payroll system as further provided in said SSA.
