HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS
Rodney Shaffer - 12 Linden Lane - comments about Bower, Weber and Stone, Linden Lane a little different. There are multiply two story homes on Linden Lane. None of them meet the requirements that are referred to, so will need variances. Will you be allowing second floors and decks in the 10 year plan?  Mayor said the 10 year plan was adopted by the Planning Board in 2019. Within that plan it states those living in those areas should be afforded some relief.  The Ordinance was introduced and voted down, and is having some changes made for re-introduction. 
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Sandy Slabik – 323 – 84th Street – asked if the letter from Mr. Woolery was copied to the Planning Board. It was not and she thought they should have a copy Mayor said the Planning Board is no longer involved in this, they made their recommendations.  It is now up to Council whether to act on their recommendations.  
Trash – doesn’t think anyone in Stone Harbor would like to see a reduction in the concierge service we have now. 
Greg Wright – 8 Linden Lane – Hurricane Sandy – water 1 ft. away from our door, everything was fine. Flood Insurance went up.  FEMA recommended everyone go up. We decided to go up and found out about the restrictions on the Lane, having to do with the concerns on the Courts. My 10 year plan is falling apart waiting for you to make the changes. Stop using terms like charm and vintage, historical, they have nothing to do with this situation.
Lisa Wetzler- 8 Linden Lane – talk about fire safety, isn’t flooding a safety issue also? If we use fire retardant material we will be improving the safety. The charm is gone, most of the houses on Linden Lane have been reconstructed.
Justine Herzog 10215 Sunrise – have heard a number of people talk about fire safety. Concerns not being addressed.  You cannot guarantee fire resistant materials are going to prevent a fire emergency. Mayor said the Fire Chief was recommending fog lines, so fire trucks can come down the Courts. That was his recommendation. 
Lisa Schaffer 12 Linden Lane – there are safety issues…why all of a sudden is there a fire issue. The fire trucks have never been able to go up the Court streets, now because it is suggested we have a tiny second floor, all of a sudden it is a major issue. The logic of this is unfair and is not right.
There is no direction. Mayor said go back to the Council meeting three weeks ago, there is clear direction.

Sister James – Villa Maria – 111th street – Thank you to Mayor and Council for the announcement made before the meeting that made is possible for our Council to go home right away. Thank you are making 630 sisters very happy.   
ZOOM – Andy Deitch – 9509 First Avenue –Comment and ask questions about the new beach patrol building. Just learned details of the new building and have concerns our ocean view will be partially blocked and the value of our property could be negatively affected. Asked about the footprint of the building, it is the same as the existing?  Borough Engineer -doesn’t occupy the exact same footprint but it is in the footprint. The footprint is a little larger on the west side. There is a CAFRA permit but because of cost saving measures, what was permitted by CAFRA was actually shrunk. Mr. Deitch asked about the crows nest that goes up that has no functionality, is it aesthetic? Engineer said it has functionality.  Mr. Deitch wanted to registered his concerns.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF NOT EXCEEDING $29,512,000 BOND ANTICIPATION NOTES OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR, IN THE COUNTY OF CAPE MAY, NEW JERSEY, AS FOLLOWS:

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May (the “Borough”) entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $750,000, and authorizing the issuance of $750,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the county of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on March 6, 2012 (#1399), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $440,500 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $2,164,000, and authorizing the issuance of $2,164,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on April 17, 2018 (#1518-18), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $1,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.
Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $5,395,980, and authorizing the issuance of $4,841,181 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on May 7, 2019 (#1546-19), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $3,850,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.

Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $4,356,000, and authorizing the issuance of $4,356,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on May 5, 2020 (#1567-20), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $1,200,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.
Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $9,676,000, and authorizing the issuance of $9,192,200 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on July 20, 2021 (#1589-21), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $2,000,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.
Pursuant to a bond ordinance of the Borough entitled:  “Bond ordinance appropriating $6,691,000, and authorizing the issuance of $6,691,000 bonds or notes of the Borough, for various water and sewerage system improvements or purposes authorized to be undertaken by the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, New Jersey”, finally adopted on July 20, 2021 (#1590-21), bond anticipation notes of the Borough in a principal amount not exceeding $3,500,000 shall be issued for the purpose of temporarily financing the improvement or purpose described in Section 3 of said bond ordinance, including (to any extent necessary) the renewal of any bond anticipation notes heretofore issued therefor.
All bond anticipation notes (the “notes”) issued hereunder shall mature at such times as may be determined by the treasurer, the chief financial officer or the acting chief financial officer of the Borough (the “Chief Financial Officer”), provided that no note shall mature later than one year from its date.  The notes shall bear interest at such rate or rates and be in such form as may be determined by the Chief Financial Officer and shall be signed and sealed by officials and officers of the Borough in any manner permitted by N.J.S.A. §40A:2-25.  The Chief Financial Officer shall determine all matters in connection with the notes issued hereunder, and the Chief Financial Officer’s signature upon the notes shall be conclusive evidence as to all such determinations.  All notes issued hereunder may be renewed from time to time subject to the provisions of N.J.S.A. §40A:2-8.  The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell part or all of the notes at not less than par from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver them to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price.  The Chief Financial Officer is directed to report in writing to the governing body of the Borough at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the notes hereunder is made.  Such report must include the principal amount, interest rate and maturities of the notes sold, the price obtained and the name of the purchaser.

Any note issued pursuant to this resolution shall be a general obligation of the Borough, and the Borough’s faith and credit are hereby pledged to the punctual payment of the principal of and interest on the notes and, unless otherwise paid or payment provided for, an amount sufficient for such payment shall be inserted in the budget and a tax sufficient to provide for the payment thereof shall be levied and collected.

The Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized and directed to do all other matters necessary, useful, convenient or desirable to accomplish the delivery of the notes to the purchasers thereof as promptly as possible, including (i) the preparation, execution and dissemination of a Preliminary Official Statement and Final Official Statement with respect to the notes, (ii) preparation, distribution and publication, if necessary, of a Notice of Sale with respect to the notes, (iii) execution of a Continuing Disclosure Undertaking, with respect to the notes in accordance with Rule 15c2‑12 promulgated by the Securities and Exchange Commission and (iv) execution of an arbitrage and use of proceeds certificate certifying that, among other things, the Borough, to the extent it is empowered and allowed under applicable law, will do and perform all acts and things necessary or desirable to assure that interest paid on the notes is not included in gross income under Section 103 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.

All action heretofore taken by Borough officials and professionals with regard to the sale and award of the notes is hereby ratified, confirmed, adopted and approved.

WHEREAS , the Authority has submitted the same proposed form of Agreement to al l Cape May County Municipalities which will provide for both Solid Waste disposal and certain recycling services through December 31, 2022; and,
