HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Kim Parks - 6 Stone Court – Move forward and vote yes on Court Ordinance, we have been left behind.
Anthony Terelli – Employee of Stone Harbor Police Department. Proposal made by the Borough regarding Health Care, not being addressed tonight. He and other members of his Department and other public employees have some concerns and before anything is done requests that they can speak their concerns prior to anything permanent being done. 
Darrick Mix    – 27 Weber Court – agree with Kim Parks, new houses being built right up against houses on the Courts. Problem, parking etc. arising from the new houses on the numbered streets, 
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much more than anything that would arise from the Courts, giving the limits on the size being permitted. 

Lisa Schaffer 12 Linden Lane – dedicated to getting some space and getting relief for the Courts, we are here, aware and waiting. 

Lisa Wetzler 8 Linden Lane – most encouraging working with Borough Council and the Planning Board, discouraging to hear people opposed to this. This is the right thing to do, very modest, changes will benefit the Courts and Stone Harbor.  Encourage you to pass this Ordinance. 
John Neuman 7 Weber Court – Agree with Court neighbors, voice his support for the proposal.
John Rose 2 Linden Lane – raise his voice, he is hopeful that the Ordinance will be passed, counting on it. Make Linden Lane and the Courts more habitable. 
Emil Garlwicz 34 Stone Court – supports everyone so far, relief to the Courts. New building going up behind him, he will have to adapt. We are hoping to make changes and improvements also. One point in the newest Ordinance, outside of the new Zone, created for the Courts, outdoor living space like decks, those outdoor spaces are not included in the inhabitable space calculated for the square footage allowed on the second story. Mayor – the reason that is different for the folks on the Courts is because the Planning Board did give a lot of thought to this and what was decided was that allowing 60% for that second floor total with no decks whatsoever. Then it was decided if you want to have a deck then we will add that into the 60%. That is the way someone could get some additional space and also have that deck area. Decision made what was in the best interest of making some kind of modest provision for those on the Courts, which as the same time, not be large areas where people are peering into other people’s homes.   We did not support the idea of a full second floor, just partial. 
Geoffrey Woolery – 217 – 110th follow up on Emil’s comments – when the discussion on elevations was given two weeks ago, spoke to Paul Kates afterwards. Thinks there is a lot of confusion regarding people on the Courts as to what this Ordinance really says. To take advantage of the second floor, increased space, the non-conformities that exist today, as the Ordinance is written, have to come up to compliance. Raising the homes to come into FEMA compliance, have to be done for new construction and for renovations. Are many people going to take advantage of this? It will cost a lot of money. To come into compliance with the set-backs and FEMA regulations, many will have to knock down their home, hope people realize that.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A BENCH DEDICATION PROGRAM IN THE BOROUGH OF STONE HARBOR,  CAPE MAY COUNTY, NEW JERSEY.

WHEREAS, the Borough of Stone Harbor is desirous of establishing a Bench Dedication Program in specific areas of the Borough; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has determined that it would be in the best interests of the Borough and its residents and visitors to provide additional enhancements in the nature of benches; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council has also determined that it would benefit both the Borough and its residents and visitors to offer the opportunity for members of the public to dedicate benches installed in the Borough for use by the general public; and

WHEREAS, the Borough has determined that it is the best interest of the Borough to implement a bench dedication program which provides that the Borough shall select the style and color of the benches and further provides a consistent method for the selection of locations and the establishment of amounts to be paid to dedicate benches.
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Borough Council of the Borough of Stone Harbor, in the County of Cape May, State of New Jersey, as follows:

1. The Borough hereby establishes a bench dedication program which shall be administered in accordance with the following procedures:

a. Any member of the public who wishes to dedicate a bench to the Borough shall submit a written application on the form attached hereto.  All applications must be submitted with payment.
b. Each applicant shall provide his or her name, mailing address, telephone number and if available, e-mail address.

c. The design, materials and color of all benches shall be determined by the Borough.

d. The amount of the fee shall be $2000 for each bench dedicated.  Upon request of       the applicant, the Borough shall provide an electronic receipt.  All benches shall be the property of the Borough.

e. Locations of benches shall be at the 81st Street Marina along bulkhead, 81st Street Marina east of boat ramp, and 95th Street beach block nodes. Each applicant shall designate on the application the desired location for the bench dedicated.

f. Each applicant may also submit a note of dedication or message to be included on the front of the bench, which message shall be no longer than sixty (60) characters.  The Borough reserves the right to reject any proposed message which the Borough determines to contain lewd, lascivious or objectionable language.  No messages will be permitted which contain any disparaging comments about any individual or public entity.
