SALUTE TO THE FLAG
MAYOR – Agenda Change – Ordinance 1601 – Creates Zone “D” in the Courts and Linden Lane.
We will be pulling Ordinance 1601 and the Solicitor will explain the reasons.

Solicitor Steve Morris – Ordinance 1601 being tabled tonight given the fact this Ordinance has received such a high level of attention offering some rational behind the reason. A few hours ago a package was received by the Clerk from an anonymous sender, in the package was a letter to the Governing Body and the Clerk as well as signatures opposing the adoption of this Ordinance this evening. The import is that under NJSA 40D55-63 if a requisite percentage of signatures are received by owners of lands to be affected by the adoption of an ordinance it changes the manner under which said ordinance must be adopted. Since this was received a few hours ago, we have not had an opportunity to review same, so I have recommended to the governing body to table this to such a time where we may determine the veracity of the protesters received as well as line up the signatures with the land records in Stone Harbor. The anonymous sender of this package did include a cover letter and requested that cover letter be read into the record, however, since we are tabling this ordinance until a future meeting, it is my recommendation that we similarly table the reading of that letter to be heard at such a time as when the Ordinance is back on the agenda.

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HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS 
Kim Parks - 6 Stone Court – disappointed that these folks who wrote the anonymous letter and flooded our neighborhood regarding the Courts ordinance are being given this much attention.  Council has a policy not to accept anonymous letters. This has been a 4 plus year discussion. What will happen from this point?  Solicitor - due to the fact this was received by the Clerk we have to consider it. However, since it was received at the 11th hour, we are not in a position from a time standpoint to go through and verify that all of these signatories are indeed owners of lands in the Borough, but we do have a statutory obligation to consider this protest.  We need to consider the information that was in this package before we can make a determination that it will even have an effect on how the Council votes here. 
Solicitor – under the statute if 20% of the affected land owners, or 20% of those affected land owners within 200 ft. of an affected area, if they memorized their opposition by way of protest and deliver the same to the Clerk then whereas as traditionally we would need a majority to adopt an Ordinance of this type, if that petition is verified and meets the threshold, the requirement goes to a super majority, whereby 2/3 of the voting body would be required. It is a significant shift as to what would be required to pass or this to not pass. 
Ron Estel – 42 Weber Court – Agree with Kim – Neighbors from other states traveled here for this, waste of our time, how many years has it been? Don’t want a bigger house but people shouldn’t be still not know what they can do.  Nobody knows, people are concerned. Make up your mind so we can get on with our lives. 
Charles Krafczek – thank you for your comments. Couldn’t agree more. Find an Anonymous letter to be extraordinarily  disingenuous at the best. At the worst it is cowardly, thank you for your comments. 
Norm Sturm - 10 Weber Court took off today to attend this meeting, which had been tabled before. We were supposed to reach a compromise. We were supposed to fine tune this get this passed. It is not fair. 

John Rose 2 Linden Lane – he and his wife in Stone Harbor this week-end specifically to attend this meeting.  Agree completely with my neighbors here, am ashamed to be part of a community that is subject to anything anonymous, just like a witch-hunt now. Terrible.
Geoff Woolery – 217 – 110th – was one of the people involved in this letter. Want to go back to why. I attend Council on Zoom. Back in July I heard on this Ordinance, a comment made that everyone is aware of this and no one is against this. I was embarrassed because I am involved, I didn’t know it had proceeded and certainly didn’t know it was coming for a vote.  I empathize with the comments that have been made, now live on 110th street and understand the other side. Talked to my neighbors, what surprised me was, no one I talked to was aware of what was going on and that it was coming to a vote. I wrote a letter to Council about an alternative approach. Most people support some sort of relief for the Courts as is in the Master Plan. They are concerned with this specific Ordinance. We apologize for the last moment, but we put in an OPRA request for the names and mailed them out and waited to try to get as many in as we could before the meeting. We can’t account for how quickly the mail moves. We did not set the timeline. You have 103 names of the people, it is not anonymous. 
Tom Mutchler – 225 – 110th street – also one of the anonymous signatories. My name is on there and to cast this effort as an anonymous effort at the last hour is pejorative. You can affirm everyone that comes up here in support of the Ordinance. And you can dismiss and disregard and debate the 103 people who have said don’t do this. You can have all of our names, we didn’t come in under the cloak of darkness. The concern here is safety, it is 100% about safety. There are 7 points that have been raised over 4 months about safety, none have been addressed. We have a word-smith version of the Ordinance from 4 months ago. We have 103 signatories, 16 of them have properties on the Courts. We have heard the Courts are all for this, no one is against this,  that is not true. 
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Emil Garlwicz 34 Stone Court – He has heard so far is the Council has not been transparent, that is what you are accused of. I beg to defer with that comment. Also question of the 103 people, 101 of them are not here right now, not our responsibility to teach them they should have been involved from the beginning. 16 out of 95 courts, that means that roughly 80 of those people are in favor, if that’s the formula you are using, for determining what’s ok to move forward. There was no option on the letter if you were in favor.  Not approving this Ordinance is not going to make the Courts any safer. 
Gregory Wright - 8 Linden Lane on the subject of the Courts and the Lane, I’m sure as an organization you have minutes, month to month and you approve and publish them. All this information has been going on and is out there. If you are concerned just read what Council works on.  Hope we can conclude this in a timely fashion before the next hurricane takes us away. Waiting to make changes as per FEMA since Hurricane Sandy.  Waiting for guidance from all of you. 
Ron Estel 42 Weber Glad to see these people, maybe they are not anonymous. The mail took so many days, we had to come here for no reason at all, it doesn’t make sense. Not even believable. 
Susan Rose - 2 Linden Lane questions about the 20%, how do we find out, where do we look. Where is the law, how do we find out how this works. Want to find out but don’t know where to look.  She was given the statue NJSA 40: 55D-63.  Process going forward is to review the signatories on the petition, compare them to the land records and make a determination from there.

Solicitor – moving forward from here, it may be placed on the next agenda at the election of the governing body. If it is determined that the petition is valid, rather than requiring a majority of the Council to approve this ordinance change, it would require a super majority , you would have to have 2/3 of the vote, which would be 4 of 6 voting members. She asked if all six would be voting. Solicitor at this time it is his understanding that one of the elected officials has a conflict by way of property owned in proximity to the affected area. Mayor said 5 would be voting, you would need 4 votes to pass the Ordinance.   Solicitor – it would require 4 whether or not that individual was required to abstain, the statute indicates that 2/3 of all members of the governing body rather than just all voting members. In any case, 4 out of 5, 4 out of 6 still getting our 2/3.  The abstaining member is immaterial for the purposes of our calculation under the statute. 
Mrs. Rose – 26 years on Linden Lane, this stuff has been going on since then. We haven’t done anything for a second story, tiny house dilapidated, we were waiting for this. Find this letter very difficult, had many friends call us and ask what is going on. 
Marcus Rose – 2 Linden Lane – Solicitor read the statute out to clarify to him who can sign the petitions. Solicitor will review them to check if the signatures are all valid and that will determine the vote on this Ordinance.
