Prior projects of SHPOA – The Town Clock, Fire Department Jet Ski – partially funded – Rain Garden – 6 Welcome Signs around town- 2 projects in progress right now, synthetic turf around the Municipal Building and Bike racks and repair stations.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

Gary Barber – own Barber’s Landscaping asked how it would get to a point where landscapers could be part of a discussion on water meters. Understand the concerns about water usage. He would like to be involved, along with some others to try to get something resolved if they can. Wants to be part of a discussion. Blindsided by the Smart System being exempt. 
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Councilmember Moore said certain representatives should be included in a meeting with the Utilities Committee. He will set something up in the near future. 
Bob Lamina - 154 – 105th spoke about the Smart System just installed at his property. Would appreciate a discussion so the homeowners know what is going on.  Have the discussion soon. 
Didn’t seem like there was much information available.
Councilmember Moore said it was part of a number of changes made to the Water & Sewer Ordinance. When it was introduced we went line by line as to the changes proposed. At that time did not get any public comments or feedback.  Regardless, we will work as quickly as we can to receive any input. 

ORDINANCE 1601 (Courts – Zone “D” )
Councilmember Moore stated he will be recusing himself from voting on this Ordinance to avoid the perception that there may be a potential conflict of interest. Have discussed this with the Borough Solicitor Marcus Karavan and Borough Administrator Bob Smith. The potential conflict of interest is because my wife Phillis and I own a property on 110th street that shares a back yard property line with a property on Weber Court.  I will step down and recuse myself from the vote and Councilmember Moore left the dais.

The Clerk read the title only of Ordinance 1601 on second reading.

The Public Hearing is now open.

1. Kim Parks – 6 Stone Court – Misunderstandings, letter sent out, how the names were verified, one household?  Solicitor – was asked to help and Steve Morris, an attorney in my office, got all the property record cards submitted and vetted them against the signatures that were on. We found one ineligible, 3 non-owners of record. There were 74 ligament protests and a group of condominium voters who were not counted in addition to the 74 because there is a case that indicates that condos have to vote as a block, by building. Those if added will add another 3 votes but even at 74 we are almost 10 above the required amount, which is 64.4%.  
Ms. Parks said the Master Plan was approved by the Planning Board. Would hate to see all those years of work, I feel bad for the people on the Planning Board. Please vote yes to pass this Ordinance.

2. Tom Mutchler – 225 – 110th  Hopefully, before voting on this Ordinance each Councilmember will consider the significant verifiable and legitimate opposition to this Ordinance. This opposition is based on substance. After 5 months of written and spoken comments there remains no communicated action on almost any of the publicly voiced comments. Moving on from this atmosphere it is unthinkable that a Borough Ordinance could move to a final vote without seven critical items having been addressed, all having to do with Safety.  You each received another document elaborating on this seven items each representing real and material risks to life and property. Any yes voters will have had a material hand in creating the adverse and foreseeable conditions. This Ordinance represents deficient and ill-considered zoning.

Robert Jennings - 55 Weber Court – Let Borough Council know that safety is also a concern of the Court property owners. When Planning was putting together the restrictions for this district that they did not consider that the safety is also about the adjoining streets and properties that back up onto the Court properties. My 622 sq. ft. property is small and I have properties that back up against me that are significantly larger. They hold 15-20 people any day of the week. They sometimes have 5-6 cars associated with them. Who is looking after the safety of my property if a fire breaks out in one 
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of those adjoining properties? You need to look at that. If this Ordinance does not pass I would recommend the Planning Board look at what restrictions should be placed on the adjoining properties. 
Kara Sweet - 23 Stone Court – remind everyone that at the first reading of this Ordinance everyone on Council said they were unanimously in favor of having relief to the Courts, in accordance with the Master Plan. This is not a questions about relief for the Courts. This is a question about the language in the Ordinance. Have yet to hear any objections to the specific language in the Ordinance. It has been revised and corrected and we are ready to move forward. 
5. Lisa Wetzel – 8 Linden Lane proposal thoughtful, modest in scope, it is somewhat restrictive, it is a good proposal that promotes safety, upgrading utilities, improving fire retardant materials, all of these things. On the record for this last hearing. Thank you for your efforts. 

6. Lisa Schaffer – 12 Linden Lane still hopeful, long situation, thank you for your time and efforts, hoping and praying that this goes through and we get some relief. Sad about my experience in this situation, discriminated against from neighbors, never experienced this before. Very alarming and disheartening.
7. Tom Mutchler – 225 – 110th Very difficult decision. The objections are based on substance. Specific parts of the Ordinance, asked that the document he provided by entered into the public records. Thank you for all you are doing. Speaking for the 106 who signed the petition. None of us want to deny the ability to update and upgrade. Don’t want to be in a situation a year from now where we face a tragedy. Some of the elements of the Ordinance are serious and they can be fixed. 
8. John Rose – 2 Linden Lane – in favor of the Ordinance. His parents built a second story on Linden Lane in 1970, before second stories were disallowed, we could see both the bay and the ocean from the deck. We had no say on anyone building around us and no one mentioned safety.  Appalled that this is the scare tactic, we have been there since 1965 and have had no fire on Linden Lane. I am tired of it. 
9. Ron Estel – 42 Weber – People who called in for this, I totally agree. Been here since 1983 my house was 1 ½ stories. Been to some of the meetings, dealt with Joanne when I did some improvements. Can’t see out of my windows anymore because of what is built around me. A fire can start anywhere, I understand that. A lot of big houses are not that far apart. They can build a bigger house, but houses on the Courts can’t and they need some relief.
ZOOM CLOSED 
10. Mary Barron – Second Floor Condo 110th opposed to this Ordinance and to all the huge buildings. We live in a very tiny 600 sq. ft. piece of property. I am opposed to the big buildings. Everyone who has spoken against this Ordinance and none of them have big houses that are referred to. We don’t’ want to see things built up. I am going to be encroached upon if people on the Courts are able to build up behind me. 

11. Bunny Parzych 9925 Sunset Drive – This is such a small second floor that is being proposed. It is 338 sq. ft. It adds an additional 7 ft. on to the overall height of the roof. It is dwarfed by the houses on the numbered streets. Can’t understand anyone not wanting to help these people. Please vote yes on this Ordinance. 
The Public Hearing was closed.

Roger Stanford, Fire Chief Spoke – Clarify my position on this and maybe articulate it better. I stated in August the fire safety issue on the Courts has been an issue a number of years. The Fire Department requested the Mayor and Council back when Ken Hawk was Administrator, to deal with issue of getting our fire trucks down the Courts and Linden Lane. The request was for one sided parking. Mayor and Council did not do this and it has been a dead issue.  Four years ago the Planning Board when they proposed this Ordinance came to me again and asked what concerns I had for the proposed Ordinance change. I raised the same issue of inability to get down the streets at certain streets and again asked for one-sided parking. It was the Planning Board Attorney that made 
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the suggestion that they put land markings and the vehicles would park on the other side of the lane markings, would I be in favor of it. At that time I said yes, that would meet that fire safety requirement. We are still proceeding with lane markings whether or not you pass this Ordinance for the Courts.  We are looking at where to fit this in the Ordinances. The issue has existed and will continue to exist until we have the ability to get down the streets. 
Mayor – Would like to reiterate to Council, feel it is my duty to protect the Planning Board, they were always concerned about the public safety aspects of changing the zoning. The Planning Board approached the Fire Chief 4 years ago to see what kind of public safety concerns he had and he told us his concerns at the time. I just think that it does a disservice to the Planning Board to not remind folks that they did their due diligence, we set up a Master Plan sub-committee in 2017 and consisted of Charles Krafczek, Josee Rich, bill Cathcart, Wayne Conrad, Angelo Caracciola , they all served on this committee.  Out of that sub-committee three other committees were formed, with members of the planning board as well as professionals. Valet Parking, Courts and Outdoor Dining. I started to report on these sub-committees in May of 2019, publically and I said there were some public safety concerns that the Planning Board was vetting. I continued to bring back updates, brought forward FAR, and everything that was being discussed.  Does a great disservice to the Planning Board and to myself to say that this came out of the blue, or that people never heard about this. Not one member of Council at the time that voiced opposition to it. There was full transparency on this. 

On the Planning Board is Thomas Hand, Wayne Conrad, Mayor, Charles Krafczek, Jill Gougher in the beginning, now Mr. Smith, Lynn Dubler, Robert Bickford, Sandy Slabik and Jackie Morro, all members of our community. Years in the making. 

Also 2005-2006 the three Courts and Linden Lane where paved and the infrastructure was upgraded, sanitary sewer system, water main and the laterals.  

Thank you to the Solicitor for navigating and researching the statutes and following them as far as this vote would be tallied tonight. 

Councilmember Charles Krafczek – Want to repeat, one of the commentaries tonight, lot of emphasis on the historical nature of the Courts and how quaint they are. In 1970 there was not restrictions and historically speaking the time in my mind for preserving the Courts as the original cottages they were has passed.  In the Planning Board safety was the paramount issue in updated these residences to new codes and standards and making them a safer place.

HEARING OF THE PUBLIC ON MEMORIALS, RESOLUTIONS, PETITIONS & COMPLAINTS

1. Joselyn Rich 10410 Sunset Drive – As people were exiting there was a vulgar words were said in the back of the room. She was embarrassed and have never heard anything like that in this room.

2. Bernadette Parzych – Would like to move forward in trying to give some relief at minimum to Linden Lane. This issue, all the negativity is around the Court properties and the numbered streets, didn’t hear anyone who lives around Linden Lane area object to Linden Lane. Suggests we annex Linden Lane into the regular “C” zone.  Across the street from Linden Lane all of the those properties have changed their address from Linden Lane to 84th street. So if you are a street number you can build, in the C zone and you can build 2 stories.

Mayor said we will need to get legal advice as to whether the super majority will still pertain to any changes, and if so, for how long.    

3. Kara Sweet – concern that the “no” votes have not indicated any basis for the no. Solicitor said they are not required to answer, but if they wish to they may. Councilmember Dallahan said the risk of fire down there on the Courts is a significant risk. A number of years ago in Avalon there was a fire that consumed condos along the bay. Fire started and jumped from one building to another. The Courts in his mind are a very similar situation. Councilmember Casper agrees with Mr. Dallahan but also thinks this would open to door to a lot of tear-downs and I would like to see as few of those as possible. Seeming the town I used to know change so much every year these Courts are a very dear part of this town, very unlike other towns, would like to preserve what is there. If this did pass, in 5 years these Courts would be unrecognizable and that would be a shame. 

4. Geoffrey Woolery 217 – 110th Folks he has talked to are not against relief, they were against this specific proposal. Will make an offer that I have made to a couple of Councilmembers, I would certainly be willing to work with folks on the Courts to see if we could come up with a compromise that was consistent with the Master Plan and also we would know in advance, and have the support of Council to set some boundary conditions in advance.  Much talk about what is going on in the numbered stress, maybe we need to take a look at that and it could be part of the proposal, in particular some of the bump-outs.  

5. Lisa Schaffer – explain what just happened. Mayor said the Ordinance failed. Lisa said she just can’t believe it, upset, heartbroken and disappointed.
