SALUTE TO THE FLAG
REEDS HEARING – Marina Dock Encroachment – Borough Approval – Keith Davis Esq. from Nehmad Davis & Goldstein, P.C. on behalf of 96th Street Landing LLC , owner of this property. The property received local approval from the Zoning Board to construct and establish an 8 slip marina, CAFRA permit has been issued for that project. Portions of the marina improvement and the docks slightly extend across the property line owned by 96th Street Landing LLC and into the Shelter Haven Basin, which is owned by the Borough.  Borough Solicitor said a hearing is required pursuant to the Borough’s Ordinance and notice to the public within 200 ft.  Gary Thomas licensed planner was sworn in. Mr. Thomas was accepted as a professional witness. Mr. Thomas brought a board which showed the property and the 8 slip marina which received approval from the Zoning Board. Mr. Thomas also stated the bulkhead has been raised according to the Ordinance. Councilmember Moore asked the height of the bulkhead. Paul Massing, Construction Manager was sworn in. He said the bulkhead is a little over elevation 8, which meets the Ordinance requirements. Councilmember Moore asked the intended use of the slips, transient or seasonal rental and if there would be a dock master on site?  Ron Gorodesky, Manager Director answered the Marina will be all transient and a dock master will be on site during the season.    Mr. Davis said he will defer to the Governing Body in terms of the manner in which you will hopefully approve of this request, by way of a lease, which is our preference, we would have a separate legal description and parcel prepared showing that rectangular area just described, attached that to a lease agreement, if not acceptable we would have a license agreement, something to memorialize our ability to utilize that space off site. He asked that he and Steve Morris could work on the language and have it presented back to the governing body for formal approval.

Given the timing and what is going on at the beaches right now, reinforce that it is imperative that we start building a back-up plan for the possibility we will not make the next beach-fill. Need back up plans when the consultant gets on board. 
Sustainability Item – Off Shore Wind Projects – Ocean Wind 1 primarily off of Ocean City was approved in 2019 by the NJ Board of Utilities. Last Summer, Ocean Wind II was also approved and that will be much closer to us. Generated a lot of interest. There are a lot of opponents to it with several issues.
