Those porta potties are totally disgraceful.  Secondly, I think you are in the fight of your life to try to get something past CAFRA to get a bathroom facility at 112th street. If we are so desperate that we have to sell the Public Works and move them to Middle Township, let’s sell the beachfront lot first.  
Joan Piotrowski – 256 – 98th Street – Agree with these comments, grandchildren are now 30, from the time they were little, they have come to Stone Harbor to the beach. If we needed a bathroom we made a mad dash. The two spots talked about for public bathrooms are the perfect places and should be given serious consideration. 
Gary Barber – gave some insight on the window boxes. Gave one scenario, take North side of 96th Street, if you are allowed to water 30 minutes per zone, the first week would be 2 hours of watering, if you start April 1st.  The 1st, 3rd, 5th and 7th. The next week it would be an hour and a half and that 
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same analogy would be the South of 96th Street. If you allow the window boxes other than the mega homes, most have one zone of window boxes only so even if they were allowed to be watered every day that’s 35 minutes of water per week.
